36. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9th & 23rd JULY 2012

Mr Edwards advised that Councillor Fraser had advised him that the access to the new school was always going to be from the Tutbury Road and not from Rolleston Road as reported at the last meeting.  

Mr Edwards advised that he had been passed an invitation via Councillor Fraser to meet Mr Tradewell, SCC with regards to the formal complaint submitted on the proposed new school.

Cheryl Maxim, Semi-Rural Co-ordinator, ESBC: The clerk advised that in order to apply for grants from the next round of Neighbourhood Funding, priorities needed to be agreed with Ms Maxim.  It was agreed that the self-set trees along Burnside should be a priority, along with The Croft and Jinny Trail.

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-

P/2011/01521Outline application for residential development of up to 23 dwellings including details of access, Land off, Meadow View, Rolleston on Dove. Revised Indicative layout.

Members objected to this application. A copy of the objection letter will be kept in the minute book for future reference.

P/2012/00997 Installation of UPVC windows on the front elevation, 5 Shotwood Close.

Members object to this application. The original conditions on the development specified that timber windows must be installed and members believe that this condition should be upheld.

P/2012/00998 Raising of ridge height and alterations to the east elevation to provide bathroom and en suite facilities, 51 Knowles Hill.

No objection.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.
3. PLANNING CONCERNS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and agreed that article 4 should be considered in the NHD plan.
4. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN 
Mr Morris gave an overview of where the plan was to date.  He advised that two public consultation events had been organised for Monday 20th August 6pm until 9pm and Saturday 1st September 9am until 2pm so that villagers could be consulted on development sites and advise on which sites they felt development would be most acceptable.
5. NEW SCHOOL (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Formal Complaint; It was agreed that Mr Edwards should pursue the complaint.
Freedom of Information Complaint; It was agreed to take the complaint to the Information Commissioner.
Proposed new road; Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Correspondence from Mr Green:  Members noted the correspondence received from Mr Green and agreed he should be commended for his commitment to the cause.
6. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 4)
The subcommittee agreed to meet on Sunday 19th August, 9.00am.
7. CRAYTHORNE WOODS

It was resolved not to install a path at this time.
8. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Goal Mouths: The clerk advised that the Football Club had asked for the goal mouths to be repaired on the pitch closest to the village. 

Shelter:  The subcommittee agreed to meet on Sunday 19th August following the Jinny Trail site meeting to agree a position as to where the shelter should be sited on Craythorne Field.
9. REQUESTS FOR SPONSORSHIP / DONATIONS (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Staffordshire Scouts Association – Kenya Project; It was agreed to ascertain how many representatives from Rolleston Scout Group would be attending the trip and based on this, offer a grant of £100.00 per person, up to a maximum of £500.00.
Almshouses 300th Anniversary: Mr Chinn proposed, Mr Toon seconded and it was moved to purchase a bench at an approximate cost of £300.00.
10. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES 

It was moved to advertise the two vacancies.

It was moved that Mr Sanderson would replace Mr Morris as the Parish Council representative on the Almshouse Trustees.

11. ESBC – PREFERRED OPTION / SETTLEMENT HIERARCHY / SUSTAINABILITY APPRAISAL (Clerks Report, Item 6)
It was noted that the Preferred Option and Sustainability Appraisal consultations were open until 21st September and noted that an appropriate response should be considered after ESBC had reviewed the Parish Councils letter on the revised Settlement Hierarchy Report.

· It was reported that Beacon Road had several large potholes.
· Mrs Toon advised that she had been contacted about the overgrown jitty adjacent to 62 Walford Road and adjacent to Dodslow Avenue.

· It was reported that Craythorne Road was very overgrown and hazardous.

· It was reported that there were several weeds along the kerb line of The Lawns.
· It was reported that the gullies needed cleaning out.
· Concerns were raised about the life saving equipment in Brook Hollows.

· It was reported that contractors were parking on the grass verge opposite the Beacon Road development.
· It was reported that it had been raised that the grass was being cut on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field when the children were coming out of school.

· It was reported that the 3rd weir had now been replaced.

· It was reported that Mr Underhill had made two new perennials for the Spread Eagle bus shelter.

· It was reported that Tutbury Parish Council had contacted the Chairman with regards to them undertaking a NHD plan.

· It was reported that the Willow Tree on the bank adjacent to the Spread Eagle was deceased and required removal.  It was clarified that the tree was the responsibility of the riparian owner, e.g. Spread Eagle Public House and that it would be their responsibility to have the tree removed.

· It was reported that the bolts on the planters had rusted away. It was agreed to write to the suppliers and ask that they use stainless steel bolts and ask for replacements. Discussion took place around the Winter planting
