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Six members of the public were in attendance.
42. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mrs Burton asked what members knew about the proposed development on Craythorne Road and the forthcoming meeting that had been advertised in the Burton Mail.  The Clerk replied that she was aware that surveyors had been on the field and plans were being drawn up for a high quality, low density development but that she had no idea as to when an application was likely to be submitted.  The clerk added that a meeting of the Parish Council had been called for 8pm on Monday 17th September in order for the Parish Council to formulate a response to ESBC preferred Option and Sustainability Appraisal which were both currently out for consultation.

Mr Barnett asked what the status was with regards to the Spread Eagle Island.  Mr Barnett also asked for a member of the Parish Council to attend the Civic Trust meeting on Wednesday 19th September, 8pm, at the Cricket Club so that an update could be given to the group.  Mr Sanderson advised that unfortunately as like for like quotations had not been received from the contactors for consideration at the August meeting it had been necessary for the specification to be revised and to provide the contractors with an opportunity to re quote and attend a further site meeting.  He advised that members of both the Civic Trust and Parish Council sub committee group had met one contractor last week and it was anticipated that a further meetings with the other two contractors would be held week commencing 10th September.

45. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13th AUGUST 2012 
The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.
46. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
47. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that she had been into ESBC with regards to the Preferred Option and that ESBC were replacing the parking meters and barriers and would be carrying out a refurbishment of the Market Hall.
48. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13TH AUGUST 2012

It adversely affects the setting of a Grade 2 listed building
Being on the boundary of the Conservation Area we feel the proposal should reflect this
The proposal is not in keeping with the existing properties in Bladons Yard
There are question about the ownership of the land marked red on the plans

4. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 3)

Jinny Nature Trail; It was suggested that the complaint should be raised with Stretton Parish Council as they own the boundary gate and also raised at the joint meeting.

Meadow View: Details of the complaint were noted.

Jinny Trail Subcommittee Meeting: A proposal was made that the subcommittee should look further into the proposed clearance project.  It was noted that a quotation for a sign to the entrance was to be considered in Part 2 of the meeting.
Meeting with Stretton Parish Council: Details of the forthcoming meeting with Stretton Parish Council were noted.
Complaint from Mr Hart:  The clerk read the following email which had been received on 10th September and circulated to members prior to the meeting via email:-

“I spoke with you some weeks ago the regarding completion of the roadstone path to the Jinnie Trail.  You advised me that it was considered as complete.  In my opinion the remainder of the trail requires the path to be surfaced. This part is very hazardous with many exposed roots together with areas that have large puddles after rain. The roots in particular present a danger of tripping to persons walking along this stretch; an older person could suffer significant injury. Please raise this issue with the parish council”.

It was agreed to write to Mr Hart and advise that works to the Jinny Trail is ongoing as and when financially possible.
