51. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

 There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
52. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr R Davies and Mr J Toon.
53. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Edwards and Mr Chinn declared personal interests in Item 59:11 Dog Control Orders.
54. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10th & 17th SEPTEMBER 2012 
The minutes of the previous meetings were signed as a true record.
55. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
56. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that she did not have any additional items to report on as the current Borough Council issues were covered on the agenda.
57. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10th SEPTEMBER 2012
Item 42, Page 24: Mr Chinn advised that he had been approached on two occasions by Mrs Burton and that he had recommended that she spoke to County Councillor Fraser and Mrs Toon.  Mrs Toon advised that she had spoken to Mrs Burton and recommended that she kept records of any flooding.

48:39:  It was agreed that the following three priorities should be submitted to ESBC, Finance of painting of the Spread Eagle Island Railings, Purchase of the Croft Bollards, and two bins to hold sand and bags.

41:12:  The clerk advised that stainless steel bolts had been provided but no bolts and that Mr Deacon had advised that they appeared to be the wrong fittings.  Mr Sanderson advised that Mr Gould needed to be reminded not to use water from the Brook when watering the planters.

49:3:  Mr Edwards advised that he had received a response from Mr Tradewell but that it had not been a satisfactory reply as he had failed to provide several answers to the questions raised.  The meeting was advised that the school had now been given full planning permission with the exception of Highways matters.

58. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17TH SEPTEMBER 2012

There were no matters arising from the minutes of the meeting held on 17th September.
59. CLERKS REPORT DATED 1ST OCTOBER 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

Mr Chinn did not participate in the discussion of the following item:-

P/2012/01210 Replacement of 10 wooden windows with UPVC and replacement of wooden cladding on porch with UPVC, 32 Shotwood Close.

Members object to this application. The planning conditions for the development of Shotwood Close state that windows should be timber and members believe that this condition should stand.

P/2012/01236 Reduce height and spread of 1 Scots pine, 1 Cherry and 1 Cotoneater Cornubia by 25%, Fiddlesticks, 10A Beacon Road. 

Members object to this application. Members are concerned that tree works were undertaken in order to accommodate the recent developments and are unhappy that further tree works are being proposed after the development has taken place.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report and the clerk advised that the following application had been withdrawn:-

P/2012/01011 Erection of a detached dwelling, Rear of Bladons Yard.
3. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Mr Chinn read the following report.  
“Following our initial site meeting, the sign has been designed by Clive Baker, and will shortly be in process of manufacture.  Clive has asked for a small sum to cover expenses of printing a full size mock up, to provide a method to thoroughly check the format. One of the photos used is copyright, and I understand that permission to use will be granted for a nominal sum. Regarding clearance of the areas previously defined, it is not possible to start until some of the foliage has died back.  It is necessary then to recruit and motivate volunteers, and to achieve this we propose an article in the Rollestonian, together with contact direct to village organisations such as Civic Trust, Scouts, Football club, TREATS, etc., possibly get the school interested in the history to broadcast intentions plus notices on Jinny trail site and other places e.g. Starbucks, Rolleston Club plus a notice on site to supplement the new sign.  We could perhaps ask the Burton Mail and Derby Telegraph to report installation of the sign?”
“The Parish Council’s strimmer needs repair before it can be used.  We would appreciate further advice from members.  Breadsall Station has been subject to an exercise which has exposed part of the remains, and I have tried without success to obtain information about funding etc., from Derbyshire County Council and also contacted the Parish Council and awaiting reply”. 

Mr Chinn, Mr Edwards, Mr Sanderson, Mrs Toon and Mrs Warren agreed to attend the joint Jinny Trail meeting with Stretton Parish Council.

4. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

5. USE OF THE CROFT

It was discussed that this matter appeared to of been resolved but agreed that The Croft should not be used for the parking of cars.

6. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

It was noted that quotations were in part 2 of the clerks report for consideration.

7. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Mr. Edwards advised that the NHD group had appointed Chris Bowden, Navigus Planning to form a draft plan, by putting the data collected into a planning document.  Members were asked “what would the village like to gain by development” and the following suggestions were put forward:- Outside gym equipment, Parish Room, layby at Starbucks, Contribution to Almshouses, Tennis Courts, purchase of land for allotments.

It was agreed to write to the County Council and ask if they had any land in Rolleston that would be suitable for allotments that they would be willing to sell at an advantageous price.

The clerk advised that she would confirm details of the proposed meeting on 22nd October, once she had liaised with the landowner and Trent & Dove.  It was noted that this would not be a public meeting.

8. FLOODING

It was agreed to do a leaflet drop to the affected houses and offer advice with regards to flood mitigation.

9. PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY CPI BID

It was moved to ask Burton Conservation Volunteers to undertake the works.

10. COUNCIL TAX BENEFIT CHANGE

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

11. DOG CONTROL ORDERS

Details of the Dog Control orders were noted.

Dog fouling:  It was re iterated that offenders should be reported to ESBC.

12. PARISH COUNCIL – CASUAL VACANCIES (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Members noted the details of this item.  It was suggested that the vacancy notice could be added to the school newsletter.

13. COUNCILLORS REPORT

· Mrs Toon advised members of a “boiler room scam” where people were being tricked into passing on information of the shares they hold.
· Mrs Toon advised that the flood sign at the end of Walford Road had a broken leg and that Mr Toon would make the necessary repairs.

· Blocked drains were reported as 234 Station Road, Walford Road, Church Road (5 consecutive drains), Craythorne Road, School lane.

· Mrs Toon advised that she had received complaints about the hedge, Kiln Lodge, Anslow Lane.

· It was agreed to report the John German estate agent sign on the Burnside railings to ESBC Enforcements Department as a nuisance.

· It was reported that the grit bin at the end of Hall Road had become dislodged and was hanging in the road.

· It was reported that there were some sand bags blocking the fish pass.

· It was reported that there was a lot of debris within Brook Hollows.

· It was reported that there had been vandalism to the tractor wheel on Tafflands and that Mr Edwards would make the necessary repair.

· It was noted that it was now over six months since someone had driven into the road narrowing’s by Shotwood Close and to ask SCC when they would be making the necessary repairs.
