1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

9. SICK LARCHES – TAFFLANDS

The following email has been received from Mr. Underhill:-

A particularly attractive part of Tafflands woods has been the group of half a dozen or so larches just inside at the kissing gate at the end of the footpath from Beacon Road. In spring this year all of them looked fine in new needles. There was plenty of flower and cones on all of them. Then progressively, on the tree nearest the gate, all the needles have turned brown and been shed. None of its new cones matured but are still attached unopened and have turned grey. The needles on the other trees are of course, now turning a rich brown as they should prior to annual autumn shedding. It's just the one tree that looks really sick.

This is a summary of an extract from an article in Friday's Times. It was about the ash tree decease problems but included a review of serious infestations affecting other species.  " A fungus like decease called 'Phyophora Ramorum ' attacks and kills larch trees. It appeared in the south west of the UK in 2009. 15000 infected larches in the Forest of Dean have had to be destroyed."  It's difficult to assess but maybe two other adjacent trees might just be showing similar symptoms.  Of course other things kill larches but maybe it's worth getting a good arborealist to look at it,
or play safe and take it down now,  or keep a very close eye on it and the other larches next spring and decide then.

As there was turquoise paint on the damaged tree, it was alleged that this damage had been caused by an Arriva bus.  The clerk contacted Arriva and made a complaint, reference number 828608585.

The clerk has since been advised that there are witnesses who can confirm that the damage was caused by an Arriva Double Decker Bus and that the bus also suffered damage as a result of the incident.
