CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning application has been received for consideration:-

P/2012/01513 Formation of a bay window to front elevation, 3 Glebe Close.
P/2012/01170 Replacement of wooden windows with UPVC windows, Willow Tree, 2 Shotwood Close.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

The following planning applications have been approved:-

P/2012/00803 Erection of a detached dwelling without complying with Condition 1 of Planning Permission PA/01716/006 dated 21/07/2009 relating to the time limit for commencement of development. Kelvingrove, South Hill.
P/2012/01210 Replacement of 10 wooden windows with UPVC and replacement of wooden cladding on porch with UPVC, 32 Shotwood Close.

P/2011/01521/JI Outline planning application for 21 dwelling on land off Meadow View. 
P/2012/01303 Installation of an insulated render system to the front elevation, 40 Dovecliff Road

P/2012/01302 Installation of an insulated render system to the front elevations, 9, 25 and 27 Beacon Drive and 31 Knowles Hill.
3. PARISH PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS 2013/14 

The Parish Councils Precept Requirements for 2013/2014 must be submitted to ESBC by Friday 11th January.  Attached for reference is a copy of the Accounts to date for the 2012/2013 financial year.

4. FLOODING 

Flooding occurred on Wednesday 21st November and in the early hours of Sunday 25th November.  On Sunday 25th November, there was some flooding to properties, including 58, 60, 62 Station Road and 11 Brookside.  The Environment Agency have offered to set up  a drop in session for residents to discuss problems and to include Mr Bulzaccelli, SCC and his team so all flooding problems could be discussed simultaneously.

SCC has agreed to look at the drains on Beacon Road, Station Road, Chapel Lane and School Lane.  
The following email has been received from Mr Sherratt, ESBC:-

Feedback from one of my surveyors (a Rolleston resident) is that the gullies serving Beacon Road and general area have been cleared on a number of occasions by the CC. However the drains serving the gullies have not been properly cleared. There is already a problem with surcharging of drains in this area in times of heavy flow however the reduced capacity of the silted up drains is likely to be seriously exacerbating the situation.

There is a rumour that there is a connection between the ditch on the corner of Beacon Road and Craythorne Road and the storm sewer in Beacon Road which was put in to try to convey the ditch water to the sewer. However this pipe is also purported to be partially blocked.

4. FLOODING (continued)
Despite all of the above comments it may, of course, be a simple case of the drainage system being completely surcharged and as such having no capacity to convey anything to anywhere. Unfortunately in the absence of flooding event, real-time investigation it is difficult to get to a definite conclusion. Hopefully your guys will be able to gather more info to add to this.  Please let me know if you would like any input into this work from ESBC.

6. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
The draft is currently being finalized ready for presentation to the Parish Council in January 2013.

7. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

This forum was attended by Mrs. Toon, Mr. Toon and Mr. Chinn.  The three applications have been accepted and will be put to the funding panel in January 2013.
8. SCC FREEDOM OF INFORMATION COMPLAINT / RESPONSE FROM ICO

The following email was received from SCC on 23rd October, following correspondence sent to them from the Information Commissioners office.  

“I write with regard to correspondence received from the ICO (ref FS50461910) regarding a complaint you made dated 9 April 2012. This complaint asked for the issues highlighted in a letter to the case officer dated 12 March 2012 to be addressed”. 
“I am writing to inform you that a response was provided by the authority to this complaint, and to apologise that the case officer did not make it clear that a response would be coming from another department on behalf of Philip Jones, to the Parish Council”. 
“Your complaint was answered in a letter to the Parish Council from County Councillor Liz Staples, dated 13 April 2012. For reference I have attached a copy of this response. I apologise for any confusion caused. While Philip Jones investigated the issues raised in relation to the FOI request, a single response addressing all issues raised by the Parish Council was sent out”. 
A reply to the above email was sent on 23rd October and the attached letter was received from SCC on 

15th November 2012.  Members are asked to consider how they wish to proceed with this matter.

9. DAMAGED TREE AND BUS SHELTER

A quotation for the repair of the bus shelter is in part 2 of the clerks report.  Mr Eastaugh, ESBC has advised that he would have no objection to the removal of the Box Elder, but that the necessary notification of tree works would need to be submitted to ESBC for consideration.

The following correspondence has been received from Mr Conway, Transcare Solutions:-
“I refer to the above incident involving our client’s vehicle and a tree branch and bus shelter owned and maintained by Rolleston on Dove Parish Council.  Please note our interest as claims handlers for Arriva Midlands North.  Our client is disputing liability on this incident as the tree branch was overhanging and was lower than the 5.5metres clearance it should have been”.
