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There were no members of the public in attendance.
Mr Toon acted as Chairman for the duration of the meeting.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr S Sanderson.
2. TO CONSIDER THE NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Mr Edwards made the following report:-

In October 2011 we held a public meeting in this room that was so well attended that we had to re-locate into the church. At this meeting a steering group was formed under the auspices of the Parish Council to prepare a Neighbourhood Development Plan for the parish of Rolleston.

The steering group was made up of members of the parish council and residents from the village some of whom are members of various organisations in the village. The number of members of this group varied between 11 and 15 as some members left and others joined throughout the process.

The Parish Council had to apply to ESBC to be recognised as an appropriate body to prepare such a Plan, we also asked ESBC to apply for a Frontrunner Grant on our behalf. Fortunately we were successful in this application and ESBC received £20,000 to administer on our behalf to help pay for the Plan.

The group has met regularly virtually every 2 weeks, has consulted the village on a number of occasions in different formats and tried to keep the community informed of progress by distributing newsletters to all households.

Throughout the preparation of the Plan we were advised by planning consultant Chris Bowden of Navigus Planning Ltd. 

Copies of “draft 4” of the Plan have been circulated to members of the Parish Council this is almost the finished version we are now proof reading for punctuation and typing errors, and if approved tonight the Plan will be submitted to ESBC so that they can have it independently examined for general conformity with the current Local Plan and the National Planning Policy Framework.  Mr Edwards added that he did not understand how this will work when there is no current Local Plan and all of ESBC’s saved policies expire at the end of March.

Briefly the Plan comprises a number of policies which are:-

Policy H1: The housing requirement in the village.  We have allowed for 85 new dwellings to be built over the next 19 years. Whilst a lot of respondents to the questionnaire wanted a much lower figure this is the number coinciding with 80% of the village

Policy H2: The types of housing required in the village.  We have recognised that there is an increasing aged population and have included a requirement that 50% of all new properties be suitable for retired people. This does not mean that they must be occupied by retired people.

2. TO CONSIDER THE NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (continued)
Policy H3: Affordable housing priority. It is felt that people with a local connection to the village should be given priority when existing affordable housing is allocated

Policy H4: Affordable housing. Since none of the sites proposed for development trigger ESBC’s affordable housing threshold we have included a requirement for registered housing providers to accommodate the needs of local people requiring affordable housing within their existing housing stock.

Policy H5: Housing allocations. As of 1st April 2012 there were existing planning permissions in place for 15 houses within the village, then the land off Meadow View was granted outline permission for 21 dwellings in November last year add to these ESBC had an allowance of 25 windfall dwellings in their preferred Options consultations which we have accepted. This meant we had to find sites for 24 more dwellings. This was done by asking the village to rate a number of sites which resulted in 2 half hectare sites being chosen one off Shotwood Close and the other off Knowles Hill. We therefore propose that each site should be allocated for 12 dwellings each.

Policy D1: Open space. Rolleston is very well catered for in respect of green space and this is one of the aspects of the village that we want to preserve therefore we propose that any development in excess of 10 dwellings should include some public open space. This is the same threshold that ESBC use.

Policy D2: Heights of buildings. It is proposed that all new buildings and extension to existing buildings should be restricted to 2 storeys high.

Policy D3: Energy efficiency. It is proposed that all new development should exceed the minimum requirements set out in the NPPF and any visually intrusive systems should be avoided especially inside the conservation area.

Policy D4: Minimum parking standards. It is proposed to introduce measures that provide all new development with sufficient off road parking.

Policy D5: Materials and refuse bin storage facilities. It is proposed that all new dwellings and extensions to existing dwellings should be constructed out of traditional materials i.e. brick or rendered walls with tiled roofs. It is also proposed that if there is no direct access to the rear of a new property a storage facility for wheelie bins should be provided to conceal them from view.

Policy OS1: Development boundary. It is proposed that with the exception of the sites allocated in this Plan there should be no further development outside of the existing development boundary. This is to prevent any calescence with Stretton or Burton.

Policy OS2: Protection of open spaces. A number of open spaces were considered to be of such significant value that they warranted being listed as protected areas.

Policy OS3: Protection of views. 2 views were deemed to be worthy of protection

Policy IN1: Community centre. The responses to the questionnaire highlighted a desire for some sort of community facility that would incorporate a parish office. This facility to be funded in part through developers contributions either through Section 106 agreements or the Community Infrastructure Levy once it is introduced.

Policy IN2: Sports and leisure facilities. The responses to the questionnaire also highlighted a desire for some changing rooms at Craythorne Fields, some new allotments within easy reach of the village and the return of the college field to its former use. That of a sports field.

Policy IN3: Transport infrastructure. The village has often considered what improvements could be made to the parking facilities outside the shops in Burnside so it is no surprise that this was raised by numerous people during the consultation process along with the speed of traffic down Knowles Hill. We were also asked if we could update the bus shelters with new shelters incorporating windows and electronic information boards.  Whilst this is aspirational it has been included in the Plan

All of the data collected from the questionnaire and other consultations are contained in the Appendices which due to its size will be a separate document.

2. TO CONSIDER THE NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (continued)
The following amendments were suggested:-

· Remove hyphens between Rolleston on Dove
· Page 7 Elizabeth Avenue was built 1954-1956

· 2:19 add that private vehicles are used as public transport is not suitable for shift workers.
· 3.14 19 years
· 5.7 suggested that it is not clear that loft extensions would be accepted and the issue is that we do not want overly dominant roof pitches.

· 4.22: suggested that further detail is added with regards to them having no interest in providing a new GP surgery in Rolleston. Suggested that it should be added that there is no direct bus service to the hospital.
· Page 47 There is a random YE next to PolicyIN3

Mr Chinn proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved that the Parish Council accept the plan.

The Chairman proposed a vote of thanks for the group that had undertaken the NHD plan.
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
