MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 11th MARCH 2013
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Mrs H. Light, Clerk

There were four members of the public in attendance, PCSO Hardware and Sgt B Champeau.

Mrs Warren proposed, Mrs Redgrave seconded and it was moved that Mrs Haywood be elected to serve on the Parish Council.

93. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
94. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr B Chinn.
95. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mrs Toon declared an interest in Item 14.

96. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th FEBRUARY 2013 
The minutes of the meeting held on 11th February were signed as a true record.
97. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
County Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
98. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that Anslow had submitted their timetable and budget plan for the Neighbourhood Development plan to ESBC.
Mrs Toon advised that ESBC were considering changing the name of the Blantyre Room to the Coltman Room.

99. PRESENTATION FROM SGT CHAMPEAU RE RECENT DRUG OPERATIONS

Sgt Champeau introduced himself to the meeting and advised that he would like to give members an overview of Operation Nemesis.  He advised that there were two serious crime groups within Burton that had resulted accumulated in violence between the groups.  He advised that part of the Police’s aim was to find a sustainable solution to drugs problems.  He advised that there were drug treatment facilities available to users in Burton but that the feedback from repeat offenders was that the treatment was not as good as it could be.  He added that they were now looking to form single premises for all of the groups.  
99. PRESENTATION FROM SGT CHAMPEAU RE RECENT DRUG OPERATIONS (continued)
Sgt Champeau advised that as part of Operation Nemesis, 50,000 cards and 20,000 leaflets had been distributed around town.  He advised that the top 30 offenders have now been visited by a Police Officer and treatment worker and had been given an opportunity to engage in treatment for drugs.  He added that the police had looked at domestic violence issues as there had been advice that these incidents may increase following nemesis raids, but fortunately this had not been the case.  
Sgt Champeau advised that the Police’s aim was to ensure that the gap is not filled by those coming from out of town.  He added that since 16th Jan, 15 drugs raids have been carried out in and around Burton and 22 of the 30 people arrested still remain in custody.  He advised that a Ring of Steel has been put in place to try and stop drugs coming into Burton and added that someone unknown to them had had been found in his house on the Anglesey Road with £6,500 of drugs.  Sgt Champeau advised that one of the aims was to safeguard children and vulnerable adults and added that social services are in attendance or onboard for when they do early morning raids.  
He advised that they were looking for Greater Community Empowerment and hoped to do this by the community creating a forum which meets frequently.  He advised that the Neighbourhood Departments of ESBC have agreed to take the lead, with the idea being that members of the community get together and discuss in an open and safe environment drugs and the issues around drugs.  Sgt Champeau advised that they were “naming and shaming” using Behind Bars images and on ongoing rolling video in Coopers Square of Operation Nemesis.  He added that the message from the police was zero tolerance and also advised that a new school strategy around drugs was being created.  He advised that there would be a unique way of delivering the message, with at least four partner agencies in the classroom including Riot, T3, Sarac and an experienced parent and that they were hoping to get Burton College on board to help with the delivery of the package.  

Sgt Champeau advised that the police had been offering neighbourhood reassurance knocking on doors of neighbours where raids have been undertaken.  He added that the police had been speaking to private and social landlords with a view to having drug dealers evicted from their homes and talked about crack house closures where the house is boarded up and cannot be entered for three months.  He added that various agencies were all involved in the joined up working, including housing, Trading Standards, Border Agency. Sgt Champeau advised that the data had been searched 50 days prior to and after the Operation Nemesis raids and that serious acquisitive crime was down by 57% for Tutbury and Rolleston. He added that this demonstrates that drugs and crime are linked.   

Mr Toon advised that he had been impressed with the results of the drug raids and asked if this was happening in just Staffordshire or the whole of the UK. Sgt Champeau replied that Operation Nemesis was an East Staffs initiative, but he expected that other forces had similar schemes under different guises.  Mrs Warren asked how long this programme would continue.  Sgt Champeau advised that his job was now Operation Nemesis and that he had been taken out of other duties and he had been assured that there would always now be a team of officers working on Operation Nemesis.   
99. PRESENTATION FROM SGT CHAMPEAU RE RECENT DRUG OPERATIONS (continued)
Mr Wyatt asked which age groups would be targeted in Schools and Sgt Champeau replied Year 8 and 9’s as evidence showed that it was most impactive at that age.

Mrs Toon raised the difficulties of removing people from their homes and Sgt Champeau advised that when raids take place, the Police take with them swabbing kits which can tell when the drugs were taken and to what extent.  He advised that this data would then be passed to the landlords, who could look at the tenancy agreements and make informed decisions.  He added that there was also anecdotal evidence of mortgages being recalled on the back of the evidence.  
Mr Edwards asked if Rolleston had a problem and Sgt Champeau advised that there was no known problem in Rolleston.  Mr Edwards asked if there was anything that the Parish Council could do to contribute to the partners, as the village did not have a known problem.  PCSO Hardware advised that being a feeder village into 
De Ferrers, there may be young people in the village that are open to influences from other people who do have experiences.  Sgt Champeau advised that the meetings would be set up, as soon as there was an expression from people to join the meetings and added that it would be a Borough wide initiative to begin with.  Mr Edwards advised Sgt Champeau that he could list the Parish Council as an interested member.  It was suggested that if members passed their email addresses to PCSO Hardware than she could provide regular newsletters and updates.
The Chairman thanked Sgt Champeau and PCSO Hardware for attending the meeting.

101. CLERKS REPORT DATED 4TH MARCH 2013
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:- 
P/2013/00182 Replacement of wooden windows with UPVC, 18 Shotwood Close.
Members object to this application, the original planning conditions specified timber windows and doors should be installed and members feel that this condition should be upheld.
P/2013/00249 Crown thinning by 25% of 1 copper Beech tree (T200 of TPO 1), 30 Hall Road.
It was agreed to ask that this application be considered by the tree officer.
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)

P/2013/00280 Felling of 1 Scots Pine tree, Rolleston Rectory
It was agreed to refer this application to the tree officer and to add that members are concerned with the loss of mature trees within the village.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS
The clerk advised that the following planning applications had been approved in addition to those reported on the Clerks Report:-
P/2013/00088 Application under Section 19 of the Planning (Listed Building/conservation) Act 1990 for internal and external alterations to include the erection of first floor rear extensions and the removal and installation of partition walls without complying with Condition 1 of listed building consent P/2009/01539 dated 04/03/2010 2-12 Burnside.

P/2013/00084 Application under Section 73 of the Town and Country planning Act 1990 for the erection of first floor rear extensions without complying with Condition 1 of planning permission P/2009/01538 dated 04/03/2010, 2 -12 Burnside.

The clerk advised that the Parish Council had been given the opportunity to speak at the forthcoming planning applications committee meeting:-

P/2012/00133/MB/PO Outline application for the erection of 950 dwellings, primary school and children’s day nursery, 5,000 square metres retail, health centre and community facilities, associated open space, landscape, drainage, play areas, including the demolition of 92, 94, 142 & 144 Beamhill Road and agricultural buildings at Green Acres and Upper Outwoods Farm, Land at Upper Outwoods Farm, Beamhill Road.
Mr Edwards advised that the above application was not straightforward.  The developer had challenged ESBC as they had not determined the application, so the developer had now gone to the inspectorate who would determine the application.  He advised that ESBC had suggested refusal.  

3. COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE BIDS FOR 2013/2014

It was agreed to submit an application to make up for the shortfall in the grant received in the 2012/2013 financial year.
4. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR AWARD (Clerks Report, Item 18)

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

5. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report Item 8 and Item 19)
Members noted the details of Mr Hart’s correspondence and agreed that it is a nature trail and discussed the possibility of extending the path in the late summer.
It was unanimously agreed not to go ahead with the purchase of an additional dog bag dispenser at this time.

The clerk advised that the vandalism to the wall had been reported to the Police.

Mr Sanderson advised that around a dozen people had attended the clean-up and had cut back a lot of brambles and overhanging branches and that they were able to chip for about one and a half hours and put them down by the pram entrance and that they had cleared the full width of tarmac and established where some of the station edging stones are.  He added that TREATS are keen to continue with the clearance of the platform and that informal long term thoughts were to level the areas between the two platforms and install a picnic area and to approach Mr Underhill to make a sign.  Mrs Toon added that the original aim was to clear the platform so that people could see where it was and not to interfere with the Jinny Nature Trail. Mr Sanderson clarified that the initial thought is to clear the original platform surface and that no discussion had taken place with regards to the removal of any trees.  He added that the vision was to clear platform the platform and that a vision for the long term could be to clear the second platform.   Discussion took place that this should not take place until the birds had finished nesting in September. Mr Toon advised that he had spoken to the Burton Mail photographer who advised that he would go out and take some further photographs.
5. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (continued)
Mr Sanderson advised that his son was a member of a conservation Group at Derby University and they have been working on footpaths in Tutbury and surrounding area and they were keen to get involved in projects similar to the Jinny Nature Trail. 

6. CHAIN LINK FENCE – SPREAD EAGLE PUBLIC HOUSE

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

7. ESTIMATED EXPENDITURE 2013/2014


Members noted the details of this item.

8. CRAYTHORNE LANE DITCHES

It was agreed to write back to Mr Griffiths and advise that what SCC is not factual and that historically SCC have cleared these ditches.
9. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
It was agreed to follow this item up with Mr Mason and highlight concerns that with the improvement of weather there will be more children out and about and therefore heightened concern about the silting up of the lake.  Members unanimously agreed that we should be pushing ESBC to have the lake dredged.  
10. PARISH COUNCIL ASSETS

Mr Edwards made the following report:-

“In the past few weeks our attention has been drawn to the condition of the notice board outside Starbucks and the old station wall in the Jinny Trail. In both cases it is obvious that we as a Parish Council have not been aware of the neglected condition of these Parish Council assets. Previously Jamie’s Garden and The Spread Eagle Island were examples of our neglect.  Our play equipment are assets that are checked regularly and most of our benches now have plastic slats so that they are basically maintenance free but are nevertheless checked annually”. 

“What I want to do is introduce a system of formal inspection of all Parish Council assets. This could become the responsibility of one of our existing sub-committees or we could create a new sub-committee solely to undertake this task.  Some examples of assets that we do not inspect are:- notice boards, fences, gates, hedges, bins, village sign, village gateways, bus shelters, posts on the Croft, posts on Jamie’s Garden, posts at Meadow View,  trees in Craythorne Wood, trees on the Croft, trees in the Jinny Trail, Jubilee Orchard, bye-law signs, ditches, Meadow View culvert grid etc”.  
It was agreed to add the item to the May agenda when the other committees would be reviewed.  

11. USE OF THE CROFT




It was unanimously agreed to allow permission for use of The Croft and Elizabeth Avenue for car parking
12. APPEAL – WORLD CHALLENGE (Clerks Report, Item 5)


Members agreed not to give a donation on this occasion.  It was discussed that Stretton Parish Council do not give donations to individuals and discussed that there was some merit to this. It was agreed to add this matter to the April agenda for further consideration.

15. SUPER FAST BROADBAND

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
16. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Mrs Toon advised that a couple of ladies at WI had asked why the Chapel Lane and School Lane gullies had not been cleared out.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should take this up with SCC.

The following report was distributed on behalf of Mr Chinn prior to the meeting:-

“Two meetings have been held with the RBL, Church, Civic Trust, Borough Councillor and Parish Council representatives at the first meeting, and apologies received from Councillor Toon, George Featherstone and the Rector at the second meeting on 27th February. It was noted that a list has been compiled from statistics provided by the Veteran’s agency and the War Graves Commission, and together with Arnold Burston’s research it is known that there are some mistakes on the original plaques which will need to be corrected”.
“It was resolved that the RBL will attempt to obtain quotes for refurbishment of the plaques and it was noted that one contractor had already quoted that a preliminary survey would cost £250. (The RBL had obtained a list of approved contractors).  Therefore it was considered that it would be more effective to provide photographs of them when enquiring further.  I pointed out that if a contribution is to be requested from the Parish Council it will be necessary to do so at the earliest opportunity, due to the need for the Parish Council to set budgets and priorities in advance for the next year. Therefore an effort will be made to collect further information before next Monday’s meeting.  I understand that the Rector is looking at the cost/options to refurbish the Lych Gate structure including provision of new steps and railings”.

Neighbourhood Development Plan:  Mr Edwards advised that the pre submission consultation was open until 25th March and after this time the group would meet to consider representations and the plan would then be sent to ESBC who would also undertake a 6 week consultation period.

Burton Road Development, discharge of water: Mr Edwards advised that having read the Tutbury Parish Council minutes, Rolleston Parish Council had written and objected.  He added that ESBC planning has assured Mrs Toon that the water would not come near Rolleston.

Mr Edwards advised that a hedge had now been planted behind the fence on Cornmill Lane.
Mr Edwards advised that at the recent flood surgery, the Environment Agency had advised Mr McLaughlin that they would remove the two large build ups of silt, by Bridge and by Brook House.  It was agreed to follow this up with the Environment Agency.

Signs: It was agreed to obtain a quotation for cast aluminium signs, with raised letters and emblem. It was agreed that the emblem should be added to the village green sign and to add the date to Queens Diamond Jubilee Sign.
