CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON
MONDAY 8th APRIL 2013

1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY
Attached for consideration is a letter from Mr. Wain, expressing his interest in joining the Parish Council.  The clerk has written to him, outlining the criteria to become a Parish Councillor and has asked him to attend the Parish Council meeting providing he is eligible to stand.  It will need to be proposed by a member that Mr. Wain be co-opted to stand, seconded and moved on a majority vote.
2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning application has been received for consideration:-

P/2013/00258 Formation of new vehicular access including dropped kerb, 52 Station Road.

P/2013/00338 Installation of solar panels on side elevation, 113a The Lawns.
P/2013/00304 Erection of a single storey front extension, The Old Hall, Hall Grounds.
It was necessary to comment on the following application outside of a meeting:-

P/2013/00293 Felling of one Scots Pine Tree (W17 of TPO1) Caernarvon House, Hall Grounds, Rolleston On Dove, Staffordshire 

Members would like to ask ESBC tree officer to confirm that the damage will make the tree unsustainable. If this is the case, members would support the application. Members welcome that the residents are proposing to undertake replacement planting.
P/2013/00335 Felling of 1 Apple tree, 1 Cherry tree and 1 Eucalyptus tree, Land adjoining 4 Marston Lane.

Since the village has recently lost so many mature trees members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council do not support this application as it currently stands. The Parish Council objects on the grounds that the proposal is for the removal of four mature trees with no replacement planting being proposed.

6. BROOK HOLLOWS

The following correspondence has been received from Mr Mason, ESBC:-

With regard to Brook Hollows, there is a maintenance schedule for the grounds which has been discussed before and remains in place. With regard to the fish pond there is no intention to remove the silt.

With regard to safety aspect there are “no swimming signs” around the Brook hollows and there have been extra life lines installed 2012.  Both done at the request of parish and with the Fire Services advice. Staffordshire Fire and Rescue Service were met on site to ensure the right location for the life lines.

Apparently there is a concern that the agreed maintenance schedule is not being carried out and some areas need attention. We would hope that the PC could influence ESBC to partner up for this. We are also writing a letter to ESBC expressing concern particularly about the silting lake area.
