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Seven members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.
102. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mrs Thorp and Mr O’Farrell advised that they were attending on behalf of Rolleston Scout Group and asked for permission to use the historic photographs that the Parish Council own to do a now and then book/pamphlet for publication.  They advised that the proposed project would help the Beavers and Scouts to gain badges.  The Chairman replied that procedurally the Parish Council should not discuss an item unless it has already been added to the agenda but that he saw no issue with the proposal.  The question of copyright was raised, and 

Mr Chinn advised that when something was over 75 years old, then there was not an issue with copyright.  

Mr Sanderson suggested that Mr McLaughlin would also be a good point of reference.

Mr Irwin spoke on behalf of TREATS re the work that has been undertaken on the old railway station.  He advised that the first part of the work had been carried out, but they needed to know how far they could go as he had been in receipt of emails stating that no work should be carried out on trees or bushes until after the birds have nested.  The Chairman replied that no work should be undertaken to the hedges or bushes until at least September and it was added that there were also badges, foxes and rodents on the trail.  Mr Jobson added that damage had been caused to the brick work by self sett trees that were growing out of the wall. 
103. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence.
104. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
105. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11TH MARCH 2013
Page 59:  The minutes were signed subject to clarification that the use of The Croft and Elizabeth Avenue for car parking was for the occasion of the Transport Festival only.
106. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
County Councillor Fraser advised that he had met today with Mr Rayson, SCC and he had clarified that the installation of the bus shelter had nothing to do with SCC and that they had not given permission for it and added that Mr Hovers, ESBC had now asked to meet with him to discuss the shelter.  Councillor Fraser advised that SCC were also looking at the build outs by the Cricket Club.
107. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that she had been pursuing the installation of the bus shelter and she advised that ESBC were currently undertaking a survey on the bus service that is being offered in the Borough.  Mr Edwards added that a villager bus had hit the newly painted railings on the Spread Eagle Island.
108. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11TH MARCH 2013
Page 57: The clerk advised that she had not heard from Mr Gopsill, but would follow up the request for him to provide quotations for the repair of the two noticeboards.

Item 92:7: Sand bins, the location was agreed for the sand bin on Brookside.

Page 58: It was reported that Burton Conservation Volunteers have been undertaking work on the footpaths. 

Page 60:  Mr Edwards advised that at the Flood Surgery the Environment Agency had suggested to 
Mr McLaughlin that they would remove the silt from the Brook. Mr Edwards added that the clerk had contacted the Environment Agency to get confirmation of this and they had now said that they would undertake a sedimentation survey.

109. CLERKS REPORT DATED 1st APRIL 2013
1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY (Clerks Report, Item 1)
Mr Wain introduced himself to the meeting and advised that he was looking to join the Parish Council as he thought the village was going down the drain. He went on to say that hedges were overgrown and the verges in Beacon Drive were a disgrace and made several references to the verge outside of the clerk’s property.  He added that the Parish Council should be leading from the front.  It was suggested that it may be beneficial for Mr Wain to meet informally with a member of the Parish Council so that he could get a better understanding of the Parish Council and the role it undertakes. 
2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

P/2013/00258 Formation of new vehicular access including dropped kerb, 52 Station Road.

It was agreed that members would support any recommendations made by the Highways Authority.

P/2013/00338 Installation of solar panels on side elevation, 113a The Lawns.
No Comment.
P/2013/00304 Erection of a single storey front extension, The Old Hall, Hall Grounds.
Members support this application.
P/2013/00354 Reduction in height by 5 metres of 1 fir tree, reduction in height by 8 metres of 1 holly tree and crown reduction by 30% of 1 Hawthorn tree (W13 of TPO1), Mulberry Cottage, Home Farm Barns.

Members support this application.  

3. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report.  
Land South of Branston: The Chairman asked if anyone knew why the land south of Branston had been refused as it was within the emerging local plan.  Mrs Toon advised that a lot of the argument was access and a lot of the ground was ash.

4. POLICY FOR MAKING DONATIONS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Mr Wyatt suggested that come up with criteria of four to five points and the appeal has to meet the criteria and it was suggested that there should be a cap on each donation.  It was agreed for Mr Wyatt to come up with a proposal for the next meeting.
5. ROLLESTON SCOUT CARNIVAL

Mrs Toon proposed, Mr Edwards seconded and it was moved to make a donation of £150.00.

6. BROOK HOLLOWS
It was agreed that the village should be told what ESBC have said and agreed that an article could go on the front page of the next edition of the Rollestonian.  It was agreed to ask ESBC what they have spent on Brook Hollows within the past few years and suggested that it may be beneficial to speak to Civic Voice, English Heritage etc. for advice.
7. BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 14)
It was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council was not in favour of the shelter.  It was agreed to submit a formal complaint to Mr Hovers and advise that members feel that it is in the wrong location, it is on a dangerous bend, it is ascetically unsuitable, within visibility splay it is the wrong design for a rural location and it needs to be re located to a safe place in keeping with the rural setting.
8. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 7)
This matter was deferred until the next meeting.

9. CORRESPONDENCE FROM ROLLESTON CIVIC TRUST
It was agreed to make the Civic Trust aware of the current position with regards to Brook Hollows.

It was agreed to undertake the following tasks at Village Clean up: 
Paint planters/posts land adjacent Spread Eagle Island
Repair on Weir

Rub down Ken Bradley bench

Cut Croft Perimeter

Remove Debris in Brook

Trim the Willow trees
Remove self sett trees on Burnside part of Brook.

Remove silt build up on the corner by Brookhouse

Tidy up Jitty between Spread Eagle and Church

Wash railings along Burnside.

Spread Eagle Island:  It was discussed that planting was due to go ahead within the next week or so and discussed that frequent watering would be part of getting the planting established.  Mr Edwards advised that the “watering” was not part of either of the existing contracts and would therefore need to be added as an extra.  He advised that he had spoken with Mr Gould and he did not wish to provide a quotation for the watering up.  Mrs Warren proposed and it was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to provide a quotation to water the plants on the Spread Eagle Island.
10. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Mr Sanderson reported that the contractor had now finished the paintwork on the Island and that the replacement tree had been planted.  He added that the membrane was due to be completed on 9th April and that the outside verge had been backfilled and a majority of the stone work was now in place.  He advised that Mrs Warren was ordering the turf with the expectation of it being laid this weekend and that Karin Kay the garden designer and the Civic Trust volunteers would be on site at the weekend to undertake the planting.  
10. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (continued)
Mr Sanderson advised that he had spoken to Bottle Kiln design with regards to concerns about the paintwork and he had been advised that the contractors had applied a primer, undercoat and two top coats and Mr Stone was of the opinion that the paintwork is guaranteed for a reasonable amount of time.  Mr Chinn advised that there was a lot of grit on the side of the road from the removal of the original paint from the railings, which has spread over to the land adjacent to Spread Eagle Island.  Mr Chinn suggested that there could be some lead in the paint and added that there were procedures for its removal and asked for it to be ascertained that the contractors had followed procedure.  Mr Sanderson replied that he would clarify this with Mr Stone, but that the contractors undertake regular work for the highways.  Mr Edwards advised that he was not happy with the current stability of the railings.
Mr Wyatt asked that members were more respectful towards one another and Mr Davies suggested that it should be reviewed how projects like this are handled in the future.  
11. METHODIST CHAPEL (Clerks Report, Item 6)
A brief discussion took place around the decision that was to be made in the near future with regards to the closure and sale of the Methodist Chapel and the suggestion that the feasibility of it becoming a Village Hall should be investigated.  It was agreed to add this item to the next agenda for further consideration.
12. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS 
Mr Edwards advised that a meeting between the Alliance and ESBC had been arranged for Monday 15th April.  He added that as Mr Morris was no longer a Parish Councillor there is a vacancy for a Rolleston representative.
13. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mr Sanderson advised that a hedgerow and tree had been removed from the frontage of The Hollies, Chapel Lane.
· Concern was raised about the A boards advertising slimming world, that had been chained to street furniture and agreed to ask SCC if they had permission to do so.

· Concern was raised about fly posting of play group events.

· It was reported that the tree that had come down from the Spread Eagle garden into the passageway had now been removed.

· Mr Chinn advised that he had attended another meeting re the Lychgate but not much progress had been made.

· Mr Edwards advised that the NHD plan had now completed its pre submission consultation and there was a lot of support from people within the community. He added that ESBC and neighbouring Parish Councils have commented that the plan is not in conformity with the local plan and that a meeting had been organised for 26th April between representatives of the group, ESBC and Anton Draper from DCLG. (Clerks Report, Item 4)  

· Mr Edwards advised that Rolleston Club have expressed an interest in the shelter and it was agreed to add this item to the next agenda. (Clerks Report, Item 13)
· Mr Edwards advised that within the budget there was a Chairman’s allowance of £100 and he would like it to be donated to Blue Cross Centre.
· Mr Edwards advised that a row of Leylandi trees have been planted at the back of Elizabeth Avenue playing fields.  It was noted that these were on PC land and had been planted without PC permission and should therefore be removed.
· Mr Edwards advised that once a new Chairman had been elected he would be standing down.

Mr Sanderson proposed and it was moved to suspended standing orders at 9.30pm.
