8. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
The Parish Council were asked if they were “pro or against the development of the college playing fields”.  Members confirmed that they were against the proposal for the development of the college playing field.  The clerk confirmed that the Parish Council had formally objected to the original proposal, had objected to the amended scheme and were due to consider the revised transport scheme later on in the evening.  Mr Davies added that the NHD steering group were also against the proposed development.

Mr Anderson asked that the Parish Council convey this message to the village.  Mr Wyatt asked Mr Anderson how he would suggest the message is best conveyed. Mr Anderson replied that he felt a newsletter through peoples letter boxes would be the best option.

10. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8TH APRIL 2013

11. PRESENTATION OF THE ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR AWARD

The Chairman presented Mr Partington with the Rollestonian of the Year Award. He thanked Mr Partington for the work he had undertaken with the Cricket Club, VDSG, Choral Society and RODSEC.  The Chairman gave a synopsis of the work that had been undertaken by Mr Partington. Mr Partington gave a small speech of thanks and told the meeting how he came about to live in Rolleston and how he had enjoyed the work that he had undertaken in Rolleston.

12. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.

13. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon did not have a Borough Councillors report to make, but advised that Mr Griffiths MP had agreed to speak to ESBC with regards to the de silting of Brook Hollows and that he had offered the use of a JCB for the removal of the silt in the Brook adjacent to Spread Eagle Island.

15. CLERKS REPORT DATED 6TH MAY 2013
1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY (Clerks Report Item 1)
Mrs Warren proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved that Mrs Simnett be co-opted onto the Parish Council.  
Mrs Simnett signed her declaration of acceptance of office.

2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

P/2013/00429 Outline application for the erection of 950 dwellings, primary school and children’s day nursery, 5,000 square metres retail, health centre and community facilities, associated open space, landscape, drainage, play areas including the demolition of 92, 94, 142 & 144 Beamhill Road and agricultural buildings at Green Acres and Upper Outwoods Farm, Land at Upper Outwoods Farm, Beamhill Road.

It was agreed to object to this application.  A copy of the objection letter will be held in the minute book for future reference.
P/2013/00358 15% crown reduction of 1 Acer to include removal of branches below 2.6m, 20% crown reduction/lifting of laurel tree, felling of 1 prunus tree and reduction in height by 2.5m of 14 leylandi trees forming a hedge, Winton, Hall Grounds.

It was agreed to refer this application to the tree Officer.
P/2013/00431 Crown lifting by up to 3m of 1 holly tree (TPO No 1), Winton, Hall Grounds.

It was agreed to refer this application to the tree Officer.

Application No. ES.13/03 - Change of use from agricultural land to a 9 wicket square and outfield for use by Rolleston Cricket Club at Land off Dovecliff Road, Rolleston on Dove, Burton on Trent

Members fully support this application.

P/2013/00540 Use of first floor of existing triple garage as annexe for dependant relative, Sunnymead, 46 Dovecliff Road.

Members had no objections to this application.
3. PLANNING DECISIONS  

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and the clerk advised that the following applications had also now been approved.

P/2013/00338 Installation of solar panels on side elevation, 113a The Lawns

P/2011/01521/JI Outline application for residential development of up to 21 dwellings including details of access land off, Meadow View.

4. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN


The clerk confirmed that the plan had now been submitted to ESBC for formal consultation and that the group would be circulating a newsletter within the next couple of weeks advising the village of the current position with regards to the plan.
5. COLLEGE FIELD – S106 AGREEMENT (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Mr White spoke about his concern with the Parish Councils support of the S106 agreement and added that he felt a political game was being played.
Mr Anderson suggested that an insufficient amount was being proposed, in comparison to what other Parish Councils including Tutbury and Barton under Needwood had been offered.
Discussion took place around the proposed agreement, including the potential cost to maintain the Public Open space.  Discussion also took place around the vulnerability of maintenance costs of the proposed changing rooms.
Mr Brady asked the Parish Council if they would change their position if the amount of proposed S106 money was increased. Members re iterated that they were against the proposed development and the Parish Councils objections would still stand regardless of the S106 proposal.
The Chairman advised members of correspondence received from Mr Bush expressing his concerns with regards to the revised highways scheme.

It was unanimously agreed to object to the revised Highways Scheme.  A copy of the objection letter will be held in the minute book for future reference.
6. METHODIST CHAPEL (Clerks Report, Item 5)

It was agreed to try and ascertain the position with the Methodist Chapel.
7. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 6)
It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged between members of the Highway committee and TREATS.  It   was also agreed that no further works should be undertaken at this stage.
Mr Gawthorpe expressed his concern about the proposed scheme and suggested a compromise should be considered.  

8. ANNUAL RETURN FOR YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2013

Members completed Section 2 of the Annual governance statement 2012/2013
9. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Mrs Warren advised that she had spoken to Mr Gould and conveyed that he should not use weed killer and that it had been concluded that he should use a plastic strimmer.  It was agreed that Mr Gould should be asked to mow the lawn on the Spread Eagle Island. 

It was agreed to purchase bark to be placed around the plant area, to help stop weed growth and to help aid water retention.
10. CRITERIA FOR MAKING DONATIONS (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Mr Wyatt advised that he was looking to draft the policy which would be scored on the following criteria:-

Where people live, where they will be spending the grant, proportion of funds, proximity of event, has the applicant previously applied, individual or group application. It was suggested that a cap should be put on grant applications and that applications could be considered at specific meetings, e.g. on a quarterly basis.
11. REQUEST FOR DONATION - FOJORPS

Mrs Toon proposed, Mrs Haywood seconded and it was moved on a majority vote to make a donation of £50.00.

12. SHELTER

It was moved that the shelter could be given to Rolleston Club and suggested that they be asked to make a donation towards FOJORPS in lieu of any payment.
13. BUS SHELTER, CHURCH ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 11)
It was agreed that this matter should be progressed with a formal complaint to Mr Davies.
14. EMERGENCY PLAN

It was agreed to place an article in the next edition of the Rollestonian.

15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mrs Toon advised that two gullies in Brookside are blocked.
· Mrs Warren raised concern about the plastic sticking up by the build out to Shotwood Close.
· Mr Davies reported the collapsed road drain adjacent to 116 Station Road.

· Mrs Toon asked that we write to Environment Agency and ask for permission to clear the silt.

· Mr Sanderson advised that the bus shelter on Station Road was coming to the end of its life.
· Mr Toon reported a large pot hole on the bend of Anslow Lane.

· Mr Wyatt reminded members that the footpath walks were taking place on 9th & 23rd June, commencing 10am, 

meeting at Spread Eagle.
