Twenty five members of the public, County Councillor Fraser and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance. 
16. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


The Parish Council was asked what they knew about the proposed development off Knowles Hill / Anslow Lane.  Mr Toon replied that SCC had indicated that they wished to develop the land and that the PC was looking to organise a Public Meeting ASAP. Councillor Fraser was asked to relay what he already knew. (Item 21)

Mr Ford asked who represented the Parish Council on the Association.  The clerk asked for clarification as to if he meant the Alliance of Parish Councils or the NHD plan group.  Mr Ford re iterated the association.  The clerk replied that the Parish Council were not members of Staffordshire Parish Councils association.
17. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence.
18. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST



Mr Wyatt declared a personal interest in P/2013/00606 Erection of a single storey rear extension (amended scheme), 30 The Lawns. 

19. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13TH MAY 2013
The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.
20. MR DAVID HUGHES, ENVIRONMENT AGENCY

The clerk advised that Mr Hughes was not now attending the meeting and that the following email had been received:-

“I’m afraid I still have not had the full report back from our surveyors on the state of the culverts through the village. As you know, we have been carrying out surveying works all over the County at various sites where there are flood problems and it is taking a while for all that data to be collated and returned to us in the form of written reports and mapping for each site that has been surveyed”.

“I do have a good idea in my mind where we should be going and I have in fact submitted a potential scheme to the regional flood defence committee for funding to replace/upgrade the pipe that runs from the end of Craythorne and down Beacon Road. However, without the survey report I don’t think I’m going to be able to give a fully detailed picture for Monday’s meeting”.

 “Maybe we can set up a flooding only meeting later this month and get all parties to attend”.
It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged as soon as the relevant information was available.

21. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Councillor Fraser advised that he had been invited to attend a meeting at SCC to discuss property thoughts that SCC were developing for Rolleston.  He advised that the current John of Rolleston Schools were not ideally located due to their split sites and added that thoughts were collected to see if the area between Knowles Hill and Anslow Lane could be developed for a single site school, some housing and a GP surgery.  Councillor Fraser suggested that if an alternative site could be found, it could reduce the pressure on the Borough Council to grant permission for the development of the second phase of the college site. He advised that SCC were keen that the meeting should not be held under a veil of secrecy and that he had invited Parish Council Chairman James Toon to attend the meeting with him. Councillor Fraser advised that the meeting terminated with an agreement to contact the Parish Clerk so that the Parish Council could be made aware of that days meeting.  Councillor Fraser advised that he felt that he had been attacked by some people following the proposals becoming public knowledge.
Mr Sanderson suggested that Councillor Fraser had been on a fishing trip, with the land being County Council owned and the County Council being in a position to give themselves planning permission. He added that the College still has a planning application that is to be determined. He added that the proposed development was on the extremity of the built up area of the village and a majority of parents would have to transport their children to school by car.  

Councillor Fraser was asked what would happen to the existing JOR sites should the proposals go ahead.  Councillor Fraser replied that there was a possibility that the Alderbrook Site would be developed.

Mr Davies added that the County Council knew full well that a Neighbourhood Development Plan is currently being undertaken for Rolleston and added that he doubts this plan has just come up and there has been no consideration to Localism by the County Council.  Mr Wyatt asked Councillor Fraser how long the proposals had been in the pipeline.  Councillor Fraser replied that he had only just found out about the proposals. 

It was suggested by the members of the public, that between 3-4 weeks ago there were photographers along Knowles Hill with tripods up and down the hill.  Mr Sanderson added that ESBC had advised that they were approached by SCC around two weeks ago and asked to include the site in the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA).
Councillor Fraser was asked how many houses were being suggested.  Councillor Fraser asked Mr Toon to advise, to which Mr Toon replied 300.  Councillor Fraser was advised that it had been suggested that the school would be free gratis as if the houses were built it would fund the cost of the school.  Councillor Fraser advised that he did not know.

The Chairman was asked who took down the notices that had been erected in the village advising them of the proposals and to attend the meeting. Mrs Toon replied that she had taken the notices down as they were incorrect.

Mrs Warren asked that Councillor Fraser goes back to SCC and convey the message that the Parish Council are absolutely anti any development.  

The Chairman advised that as soon as the Parish Council had further information on the proposals a public meeting would be held.  It was suggested that a flier should be created and issued to the whole of the village to make them aware of the meeting.  
The Chairman thanked Councillor Fraser for attending the meeting.

22. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that the Borough Council were not happy with the proposed development of the land off Knowles Hill/Anslow lane.  
23. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13th MAY 2013

Item 15:8: The clerk advised that the internal audit had now taken place and that the Annual Return had now been submitted to Grant Thornton for external audit.

23. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13th MAY 2013 (continued)
Item 15:9:  Mr Sanderson advised that he had asked for the grass to be cut before the Transport Festival and it had not been done.  He added that since then it has been done with a strimmer but not to an acceptable standard.  The clerk was asked to address the matter with Mr Gould.

24. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD JUNE 2013

1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

Mr Davies proposed, Mrs Warren seconded and it was moved that Mr Adams be co-opted as a member of the Parish Council.  Mr Adams signed his declaration of acceptance of office.
2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

P/2013/00570 Erection of a replacement pavilion, 15 Burnside

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the application.
P/2013/00604 Replacement of wooden windows with UPVC, 36 Shotwood Close

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application as it is against the original development conditions which specified that timber windows and doors should be installed.
P/2013/00630 Felling of 1 Birch tree (T301 of TPO1) Rolleston Pre School, School Lane

It was agreed that as the tree was subject to a TPO the application should be considered by the tree officer. It was added that should the application be approved, members support the proposed replacement planting.

P/2013/00629 Erection of a single storey front extension to form porch, 52 Beacon Road

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the application.
Mr Wyatt left the room whilst the following planning application was discussed:-

P/2013/00606 Erection of a single storey rear extension (amended scheme), 30 The Lawns 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the application.
P/2013/00583 Installation of a replacement front door, 2 Shotwood Close

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application as it is against the original development conditions which specified that timber windows and doors should be installed.

A meeting was scheduled for Monday 17th July to consider the following planning applications:-

P/2013/00636 Erection of three detached dwellings, detached triple garage, detached car port and construction of vehicular access, Land at Craythorne Road.

P/2013/00659 Erection of a part single storey front and two storey side extension 

68 The Lawns

P/2013/00591 Erection of twenty four dwellings and associated works, off Harehedge Lane

3. PLANNING DECISIONS  

Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report and that the following application had also been approved. 

P/2013/00572 Erection of a detached double garage (non material amendment – installation of two roof lights on the rear elevation, 222 Station Road.

4. COLLEGE FIELD – S106 AGREEMENT


It was moved that the Parish Council accept the £50,000 towards a Parish Room.


It was moved that the following projects should be put forward under the £150,000 towards recreational facilities: - Pump Track / Trim Trail / Changing Rooms at Craythorne Field.
It was moved that it should be specified that the money for education should be spent specifically on Rolleston Schools.
It was moved that it should be proposed that the Highways money should be spent on parking provision by the shops.

5. METHODIST CHAPEL (Clerks Report, Item 5)
The clerk advised that no date no response had been received from Super Intendant Pellett.

Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Sanderson seconded and it was moved on a majority vote that an application is submitted to ESBC to register the Methodist Chapel as a Community Asset.
6. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Mr Sanderson suggested that the plan presented previously by TREATS was a schematic plan and just that.  It was agreed to revisit the matter again in September.
It was agreed that a joint meeting should be held with Stretton Parish Council for Monday15th July, 
Old Grammar School Rooms, commencing 7.30pm.

7. ROLLESTON PLAY GROUP

It was agreed that it was essential to promote the group and members supported the provision of a small shed on The Croft on a temporary basis.

8. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
The clerk confirmed that Footpaths 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 & 19 were walked on Sunday 9th June.
It was reported that one stile was wobbly, there was a footpath sign uprooted and thrown in a hedge and agreed to ask Mr Oates to install hard core around the stiles.
9. CRITERIA FOR MAKING DONATIONS

Mr Wyatt proposed, Mr Davies seconded and it was moved on a majority vote that subject to minor amendments the form/criteria be adopted by the Parish Council.
10. REQUEST FOR DONATION - FOJORPS

Mr Wyatt proposed, Mrs Redgrave seconded and it was moved that FOJORPS should be given a retrospective donation of £150.00 towards one of the day’s attraction at Community Day. 
11. BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 12)
The clerk clarified that the bus shelter is within the visibility splay.  For the benefit of the members of public in attendance the clerk was asked to read the following correspondence received from ESBC:-
“Thank you for your email and letter to Michael Hovers dated 13th April, outlining the complaint Rolleston on Dove Parish Council has with the bus shelter on Church Road.  I will respond to the specific concerns as listed in the letter”.  
Location: The shelter is located to serve the bus stop, which in turn serves members of the public using public transport to visit the Borough Council’s cemetery.  Therefore the location is appropriate.  If you have an issue with the location of the bus stop, you should take this specific matter up with Staffordshire County Council.  Similarly, the lack of a metalled access relates to the bus stop, not the bus shelter.  In terms of visibility, the shelter does not compromise any requirements of the highways authority.   
 Aesthetics: The bus shelter is designed to serve a basic purpose.  A more elaborate design, such as a timber or brick shelter with tiled roof is not justified and would cost the public more money.
11. BUS SHELTER (continued)
Lack of consultation: East Staffordshire Borough Council does consult on local projects, and we have a strong track record that supports this fact.  However, I do not believe this is a local matter.  Users of the facility could be anyone in East Staffordshire or even people who live in other local authorities coming to visit the cemetery.  
 “Given the scale of the required consultation exercise compared to the scale of the work (being the erection of a bus shelter next to a bus stop), I believe the decision not to consult was sound.  Therefore, we will not be removing the bus shelter as it presents no unnecessary risks, but will serve the residents of East Staffordshire and the wider community.  If the parish can put forwards a case for a bus stop shelter in Rolleston, we would of course listen to what you have to say, and decide if such a request was justified”.
“If you remain dissatisfied with my response, and wish to pursue a complaint, please write to Peter Davies, Democratic Services and Resilience Planning Manager, (copied into the email).  Peter will then arrange for your complaint to go to the next stage in the complaints procedure”.
Mr Toon advised that Councillor Fraser had advised that the bus shelter would be moved back. 
Station Road Bus shelter:  It was moved that a suitable replacement should be sourced.  It was agreed that grant funding towards the cost of a shelter should be investigated.
12. SCC NEIGHBOURHOOD HIGHWAYS VISIT

It was reported that there were 2 potholes on the Lawns junction and that the coping stones down Brookside were loose.

13. MEADOW VIEW FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 8)
The clerk advised that a site meeting had taken place with SCC, ESBC and Mr Powell in attendance, but that the Parish Council had not been invited to attend the meeting.  The meeting was advised that the following correspondence was received from Mr Hughes following the meeting:-

“Myself and Andy Beard met with Mr Powell and I think he is happy with what is being done now. I only see this as a temporary measure to relieve Mr Powell’s problems. I am hoping to bring together an overall scheme for improving the overall flood situation in Rolleston soon. But this needs to be a concerted effort with action by the EA, ST, SCC, the parish council and individual landowners. Any problems, give me a ring”.
Mr Powell advised that he was disappointed to hear that the PC had not been invited to attend the meeting.  He advised that the pipe that used to take the playing field drainage was damaged but took some water.  He advised that they had now diverted the pipe into the ditch.  Mr Powell added that he was still fairly concerned that the short term solution has not been remedied.  It was added that the contractors should have consulted with SCC for land drainage permission and the Parish Council as they are riparian owners of the ditch.

14. THE CROFT

Mr Toon advised that the metal band around the Oak tree needed to be removed along with some lower branches of the tree.  He added that Mr Martin had advised that he would be willing to do this. Mr Sanderson proposed, 
Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved to proceed with this item.
It was agreed that the Self sett trees growing in the Church wall should be removed along with the self sett trees surrounding the Copper Beech tree. 
The clerk advised that a tree application would need to be submitted to ESBC as it is within the Conservation area
Posts; Mr Toon advised that the aluminium socket protrudes from ground and advised that Mr Deacon had suggested that he could concrete round the posts but leave a gap where the bolt goes in.  It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to undertake the work.  

15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mrs Redgrave advised that she had been approached by someone who would like the Methodist Chapel to become a medical centre.
· Mr Adams advised that the footways, public open space and playgrounds on the Westbury Homes estate were very overgrown.
· Brook Hollows: Mr Wyatt raised concern about the amount of rocks and stones in the waterfall.  It was agreed to contact ESBC and ask that they have a structural report undertaken on the waterfall and to advise that several trees need trimming back.

· Mrs Simnett advised that the small tree on the footpath adjacent to Westbury Homes/Meadow View had been broken. 
· Mr Sanderson commended the ladies for the work that they had undertaken on the planters and the Spread Eagle Island.

· It was agreed to report the overgrown hedge on Elizabeth Avenue to SCC.
