CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON
MONDAY 12th AUGUST 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

P/2013/00833 Erection of a front porch and part two storey and first floor front, side and rear extension, 62 Beacon Road.

P/2013/00823 Installation of 2 velux windows to kitchen roof, Alder Brook Barn, 62 Church Road.

P/2013/00889 Erection of single storey front, side and rear extensions, two storey rear and side extensions, front porch, detached double garage with office above, erection of 2m high timber entrance gates including demolition of existing single storey side extension, 1 Marston Lane.

P/2013/00890 Conservation area consent for the demolition of existing single storey side extension to facilitate the erection of single storey front, side and rear extensions, two storey rear and side extensions, front porch, detached double garage with office above, erection of 2m high timber entrance gates including demolition of existing single storey side extension, 1 Marston Lane.
P/2013/00914 Erection of a single storey front extension, 8A Meadow View.

P/2013/00846 Repositioning of wall to front elevation, Oaks Croft, Church Road.
P/2013/00843 Felling of 3 fruit trees and 1 mountain ash, removal of the 6 lowest branches from oak tree, and lower branches from 1 copper beech tree and 1 purple leaved cherry tree, The Croft (Rolleston on Dove Parish Council).

At the July Parish Council meeting, members agreed to object to the following application due to insufficient information received on the proposed use of the detached workshop:- 
P/2013/00774 Installation of 3 dormer windows to rear elevation to facilitate loft conversion and erection of a detached building to form workshop with storage space above, Two Pins, Hall Grounds.

The following information was subsequently received from ESBC and circulated to members for consideration. 
“The agent for the above application has confirmed that the workshop would be used for the client’s kit/classic cars.   This use would be classed as being incidental to the enjoyment of the dwelling, being akin to a standard garage. A condition could be attached saying that the workshop store shall not be used for commercial purposes at any time”.
It was agreed that the objections would be withdrawn subject to the proposed condition being added.
It was necessary to comment on the following application outside of a meeting:-

P/2013/00840 Crown lifting of 1 Ash tree by pruning at trunk and removal of 3 lower branches to give a 5.5 clearance above ground level (W3 of TPO1), Newent, Fiddlers Lane.

Members agreed that they would support any recommendation made by the ESBC tree officer.
	
	

	
	

	Craythorne Golf Club: It is understood from the minutes of Stretton Parish Council that Mr Wright from Craythorne Golf Club had recently had a meeting with a potential buyer who wishes to develop a retirement complex. 

Brookhouse Hotel: Although no planning application has been received to date, the clerk has received correspondence from Mr Everington with regards to proposals to convert the Brookhouse Hotel and existing outbuildings to form four individual units, with a further three new build detached houses.  It is understood that a planning application will be submitted within the next few months.  Mr Everington has contacted ESBC and asked for the site to be included in the revised SHLAA.  ESBC have advised that the Council is not intending to allocate small scale allocations and has set a threshold of a minimum of 100 units for strategic allocations.  ESBC has also advised that they expect small scale developments to come forward through Neighbourhood Development Plans.


2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Appeal Ref 2192783 – Land at Upper Outwoods Farm, Beamhill Road,

“I am writing to inform you that the Inquiry into proposals for the development of land at Upper Outwoods Farm, Beamhill Road, Burton upon Trent has been postponed by the Planning Inspectorate at the request of the appellants, Hallam Land Management”.

“The Planning Inspectorate has agreed to postpone the inquiry due to the proximity of inquiry and the formal resolution to approve the recent planning application on the 8th July 2013”.

“Parties have 6 weeks to agree and sign the Section 106 agreement and inform PINS of progress.  If progress is not made PINS will consider the need to reschedule the inquiry”

3. SCC LAND OFF ANSLOW LANE / KNOWLES HILL

As agreed at the last meeting the clerk has written to Councillor Atkins & Councillor Winnington.  The following response has been received from Councillor Winnington, Portfolio holder for Economy and Infrastructure Staffordshire County Council, Conservative Chief Whip  and no response has been received from Councillor Atkins:-

“There is no change in Policy! Whilst I can appreciate your sentiments, I am sure you will appreciate that in any well run Portfolio there will be occasions when strategic sales and indeed Acquisitions occur”. 

4. COLLEGE FIELDS PLANNING APPLICATION
It is understood that the application is to be considered by the Planning Committee on Tuesday 27th August.  A representative from the Parish Council will be invited to speak at the meeting.

5. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT – LAND OFF HAREHEDGE LANE

Proposals were on display at the Public Consultation evening held on Monday 15th July.  It is understood that the proposals are for the development of 500 dwellings and that an outline planning application will be submitted in September.

8. STRETTON NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The following correspondence has been received from Stretton Parish Council:- 

Stretton Parish Council is currently preparing a Neighbourhood Development Plan for the parish area of Stretton.  In November 2012 East Staffordshire Borough Council formally designated the plan area and a launch event was held to obtain views of local people this was then followed by a survey of local businesses in April 2013.

The information obtained from these sources has formed the basis of the attached Issues and Options document for consultation.  The consultation will run for a period of 12 weeks from Monday 8th July 2013 until Monday 30th September 2013.  Two drop in sessions have been organised - Monday 16th September 2013 at Stretton Priory Centre 3pm - 6pm and Tuesday 17th September 2013 at Stretton Social Club 6pm - 9pm.

Your views on the issues and options identified plus any others that you consider should be included would be gratefully received.  Representation should be made by completing the Response Form (attached) and either posting or emailing to Mrs A J Smith – Amanda@strettonplan.com.

9. METHODIST CHAPEL

The application to have the Methodist Chapel registered as a Community Asset was submitted to ESBC on 10th July.  To date no response has been received.

No further communication has been received from the Methodist.

10. FLOODING

A meeting was held on Friday 26th July and attended by Mrs Toon, Mrs Redgrave, Mrs Haywood, Mr Lunt, Environment Agency, Mr Hughes, SCC, Mr Beard, ESBC and Mr Jones Severn Trent Water.  This meeting was arranged following the offer of a use of a JCB from Andrew Griffiths, MP for clearance of sedimentation on the Brook.  The authorities have advised that they feel that the JCB could be used more effectively and would have a better impact if used on the clearance of the various ditches.  A summary is outlined below:-

Rolleston Brook: The EA does not believe that carrying out de-silting works on the Rolleston Brook will be effective. They have assessed the depth of sediment in the Rolleston Brook and have not found any areas that would require sediment removal for flood risk purposes.

In the past they have removed considerable volumes of sediment from the Rolleston Brook as a one off project. This sediment had developed due to the thick reeds blocking the majority of the channel. They now manage reeds by spraying them with licenced chemicals so this amount of sediment should not develop in future. A considerable amount of plant machinery is required for such work over a number of days. 

If the sediment is removed it will have to be disposed of correctly as depositing sediment on the riverbank will reduce floodplain storage and is likely to increase the impact of any future flooding. There will be significant costs associated with transporting and disposing of the sediment correctly. Additionally, removing the sediment without identifying the source will eventually result in the work having to be continually carried out.

The removal of sediment will require a flood defence consent which may not be granted if certain conditions are not met. Examples of this are if the sediment is a suitable fish spawning ground or if protected species such as water voles are present in the area. An exemption would also need to be granted for the removal of sediment after it had been tested to ensure it is not contaminated.

10. FLOODING (continued)
Other Watercourses: Whilst the EA do not advise using a JCB on the Main River, there are other areas of flooding in the village which would definitely benefit from such works. Whilst the EA manage the risk from the Rolleston Brook; Staffordshire County Council (Flood Risk Management) have a supervisory role for all of the other watercourses through the village. Since the last significant floods, they have been locating, cleaning and surveying the other main drainage routes through the village.

Attached is a map that shows the four main drainage routes that have been found. These convey surface water from above the village and from the village itself and discharge into the floodplain to the North of Station Road. In the recent severe floods, it was overflowing water from these routes that caused residents the most problems in the village. They believe that there were only a few properties on Brookside that actually suffered flooding from the Rolleston Brook itself.

Route 1 probably causes the most trouble. The roadside ditches either side of Craythorne Road, discharge into a pipe that runs down the right hand side of Beacon Road. This pipe is in a very poor state of repair and water overflows and cascades down Beacon Road before flooding properties at School Lane, Station Road and Alderbrook Close. SCC have submitted a scheme bid (which has been approved for local levy funding by the Trent Regional Committee) to improve/repair this pipe to reduce the risk of this happening in the future. They are now awaiting confirmation of DEFRA grant to allow us to proceed first with modelling (the system is quite complicated and links to Severn Trent systems) and then hopefully with a scheme. Cleaning out the roadside ditches alongside Craythorne Road back to the golf course, would improve the conveyance and storage capacity upstream of the village. Although care will need to be taken, not to worsen the current situation.

They have also negotiated with a developer looking to build on the area shaded yellow and they are happy to carry out some of the works to clean the ditches next to the site, install a new screen and repair some of the pipes as part of their development. They also intend to preferentially flood the created open space on their new site to prevent flooding down Beacon Road.

Route 2 is where Severn Trent sewers from the Meadow View development discharge to the floodplain. However, highway drains from South Road also discharge to this sewer. De-silting the ditch that the sewer discharges to, should therefore improve the drainage capacity on South Road and quickly remove surface water from the road.

Route 3 is where the Meadow View culverted watercourse conveys water from the playing fields above the village and discharges to the floodplain. Survey showed that the pipe is in good condition. But during recent flood events, the end of the culvert has been completely submerged. If they could clean out the ditches from the discharge point all the way to where the ditch flows into the mill fleam, the culvert should be able to run at full efficiency. This should reduce the possibility of flooding at Meadow View and might allow us to divert some of the flow from the Craythorne Road to reduce the pressure on route 1.

They would also suggest cleaning out the ditches upstream of the culvert to further improve conveyance and storage capacity.
10. FLOODING (continued)
Route 4 is where surface water and highway drains from the East end of the village discharge. In the recent floods, there was a lot of standing water on the main road around Southill and Walford Road. A series of local drains all discharge to the ditch marked on the map in red. This ditch is heavily silted and the ends of the sewer pipes are barely visible. They believe if we could clean out the ditch from here to where it joins the watercourse that passes the cricket club, standing water should be able to drain away far more efficiently.

In short they would like to use the JCB to clean out all the open watercourses coloured red on the attached map. Although the loan of the machine may be free they will still need a driver and there may be additional associated costs (e.g. to dispose of excavated silt in awkward places). The EA is talking about making a fund available to the Parish which they will be able to use to carry out flood prevention works. It is hoped that we can use this fund to finance these aspects of the works.
All these works would need to be with the agreement of the landowners and SCC will work with the parish to negotiate these permissions. SCC believe that if we could carry out the works as described,  it will significantly improve the current situation, buy some breathing space to get the scheme done on Beacon Road and also see about carrying out any other works on ageing pipes and sewers through the village.
Members are asked to consider if they support these proposals.

11. BUS SHELTER
Church Road:  The following correspondence has been received via Councillor Fraser and is a response from Mr Hovers, ESBC: - “Sorry, no, there must have been some misunderstanding. I had offered Mr Ahmet the option of moving the shelter backwards. He refused as he then felt he would then be unable to cut his hedge”.

Station Road: The response below was received from Councillor Fraser following a request for an application form to apply for funding towards the cost of the shelter:-
“With regards to your request for help for bus shelters, I’m afraid we have to differentiate between local member’s community support fund and my access to the DHP funding, which as said, is very limited and includes things like the resurfacing of Beacon Hill”. 

“I have already made some of my £10,000 available this year, and please remember I want to distribute this among a number of Parishes within my Division. I will look at my remaining availability, but I have little doubt that the cost of a bus shelter is beyond my ability”.
12. BROOK HOLLOWS 

The following correspondence has been received from Ms Joyce, ESBC with regards to the waterfall:- 

“I have looked at the Waterfall and it looks pretty sturdy to me .I’m aware of the brickwork on the side of the waterfall was repaired several years ago . I’m also aware that this cost about £15k to get repaired by Tes Landscapes. In the winter when the vegetation is down I could see that these walls were in good condition. I think that the brickworks in the bottom of the waterfall have always been here since then. I will monitor the Waterfall and the sides of the walls, and if I think it does require a structural survey, then I will let you know.”
Further to a request made by the Parish Council in April, the following information has been received from Mr Mason, ESBC: - “According to the figures I was supplied with, the total amount spent between 2007 and 2012 solely on grounds maintenance and repairs is £61,500” 

 

13. ESBC 5 YEAR SUPPLY

As agreed the clerk contacted ESBC to ask what the position was with the 5 year supply, following the permission granted for 100 dwellings Guinevere Avenue, Stretton, 950 dwellings Outwoods and 660 dwellings Land South of Branston.  The following response was received from Ms. Miller:-

“We will be revising our land supply calculation in due course and will publish this on our website”.

14. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

The following communication has been received from Mr Stone:-

“I looked at the flowering cherry yesterday - it is dying back on some branches and not looking happy - probably a combination of stress from the heat and not yet being established.  I will replace it in the autumn if it continues to die back”.

15. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

At the May Parish Council meeting it was agreed that a meeting should be arranged between the Highways Committee and TREATS to ascertain the extent and nature of the works to be undertaken.  It is suggested that this meeting is now scheduled, so that details of any proposed works can be put to the Parish Council for consideration at the September Parish Council meeting. 

A meeting with Stretton Parish Council has been arranged for Monday 16th September.

19. BURNSIDE WILLOW TREES

The following communication has been received from Mr Greenhalgh:-

Following last week’s incident when part of one of the willow tree came crashing down onto Burnside, I am writing to express my concerns about the remainder of the tree and if it is safe.

I live at No 11 Burnside and have estimated the height of the remaining part of the tree and that should, it too, come down it would cause major damage to my home. I am not sure if the PC is responsible for the condition and upkeep of the trees. I understand that they pay for them to be trimmed. 

If the PC has responsibility; can you assure me they have or are having the tree examined for the risk of further collapse? If they do not have responsibility can you advise who does?

The following communication has been received from SCC:-

I contacted the Environment Agency last week and their gentleman rang me back on Friday. He does not believe the bank to be theirs to maintain. I am in the process of looking back over old records to see if I can find anything. I did ring East Staffs Borough but was told that Peter has now left the Authority. I am trying to make contact with Trudy Joyce for further information. This won't be a quick one to resolve. Highways have limited funds for tree works and as such this has to be spent on Highway trees. County Land Charges insists the bank is not ours.  I will try Trudy again today and then come back to you.

20. MEMORIAL BENCH

The following correspondence has been received from Ms Amanda Agar for consideration:-

Dear Rolleston Parish Council


Further to a telephone conversation today, 24th July 2013, with Mrs Light, I would like to request your permission to please have a memorial bench installed, either on Elizabeth Avenue, or the adjacent park, in memory of my nephew, Jordan Agar, who was killed tragically in a road accident on the 13th April, 2012, the day after his 16th birthday.


Although Jordan is originally from Tutbury, his parents are divorced, and Jordan spent every weekend, every holiday and literally every spare moment that he could staying with his dad, Jason Agar, who lives on the Avenue.  Jordan was a very popular, well liked and much loved young man in Rolleston, with many many friends in the village who have all been devastated by his death.


I understand that initially friends of Jordan’s approached the council regarding having a memorial bench installed, and the plan was given approval.  Unfortunately since then nothing has actually progressed.


I, as Jordan’s auntie, would therefore like to ask permission for the memorial bench to be once again approved, on the understanding that we would need to raise initial funds, so that we can progress with this application.
Members are advised of the following record from the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 12th May 2012:-  “It is understood that the Parish Council were going to be approached and asked for permission for a memorial bench to be sited on Elizabeth Avenue in memory of Jordon Agar who had died in a motorcycle accident in Tutbury.  It was noted that Jordan’s father lived adjacent to Elizabeth Avenue and that he used to spend a lot of time in the village.  It was moved that this request should be approved”.
