33. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mrs Wyers asked if the public can attend the Planning Committee meeting on 27th August.  The clerk confirmed that the meeting was a public meeting that would be held at the Town Hall and that the Agenda should be available to view the week previous on ESBC website, under Planning Committee meetings.
Mrs Wyers asked for clarification on the Clerks report that route 2 was Station Road.  The clerk advised that it should read Station Road. 

Mrs Wyers advised that their garden was under 9 inches of water for 10 days following the heavy rainfall on 27th July.
Mrs Burton advised that number 35 Beacon Road had also suffered flooding to her rear garden during the heavy rainfall on 27th July.

38. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that she did not have anything to report to the meeting.  Mr Adams advised that he understood that the Friends of Outwoods Group had lodged an appeal against the development, but that it had been reported in the Burton Mail that the application had been rubber stamped by the Borough Council.

40. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH AUGUST 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS


Members commented on the following applications:-

P/2013/00833 Erection of a front porch and part two storey and first floor front, side and rear extension, 62 Beacon Road.


It was moved on a majority that there were no objections to this application.


P/2013/00823 Installation of 2 velux windows to kitchen roof, Alder Brook Barn, 62 Church Road.


It was moved that there were no objections to this application.


P/2013/00889 Erection of single storey front, side and rear extensions, two storey rear and side extensions, front porch, detached double garage with office above, erection of 2m high timber entrance gates including demolition of existing single storey side extension, 1 Marston Lane.


P/2013/00890 Conservation area consent for the demolition of existing single storey side extension to facilitate the erection of single storey front, side and rear extensions, two storey rear and side extensions, front porch, detached double garage with office above, erection of 2m high timber entrance gates including demolition of existing single storey side extension, 1 Marston Lane.


It was moved that there were no objections to this application but that members would like to see conditions attached to the consent to ensure that the garage is not to be used for commercial purposes or as a dwelling.

P/2013/00914 Erection of a single storey front extension, 8A Meadow View.


It was moved that there were no objections to this application
P/2013/00846 Repositioning of wall to front elevation, Oaks Croft, Church Road.

It was moved that there were no objections to this application
P/2013/00925 Erection of a replacement detached garage, 128 Walford Road.
It was moved that there were no objections to this application

P/2013/00843 Felling of 3 fruit trees and 1 mountain ash, removal of the 6 lowest branches from oak tree, and lower branches from 1 copper beech tree and 1 purple leaved cherry tree, The Croft (Rolleston on Dove Parish Council).

2.  PLANNING DECISIONS  

Members noted the details of the planning decisions.
3. SCC LAND OFF ANSLOW LANE / KNOWLES HILL (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Mr Adams asked that the Parish Council write to Councillor Fraser and ask for clarification as to when he first knew about the proposals.
Mr Adams advised members that a Knowles Hill/Anslow Lane action group had been formed.

4. COLLEGE FIELDS PLANNING APPLICATION (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Mr Adams advised that he would be available to speak at the forthcoming planning applications committee meeting.

5. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT – LAND OFF HAREHEDGE LANE

Mr Adams suggested that the Parish Council liaise with Outwoods Parish Council with regards to the proposals.  

Mr Wyatt expressed how disappointing the exhibition was.  He added that there were no notices advertising the event and when he challenged the developer they suggested that they had done all that they needed to do and what the County Council asked them to do.  He added that they said they had written to 500 houses and placed an advert in the Burton Mail.  Mr Wyatt suggested that they should give equal publicity to consultations for proposed developments as to what they would to selling the houses.  It was added that the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) states the importance of consultation on key substantial development.  Mr Wyatt added that he felt that the consultation had very purposely been low key and was unacceptable. He added that the Information presented was very superficial, the information provided was not open and transparent and no consideration had been given to the cumulative impact of developments.  Mr Adams added that they had no supporting evidence for the traffic survey.

It was agreed to write to SCC, Councillor Fraser and First City. 
6. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Mr Anderson advised that the NHD plan is now under formal consultation with ESBC, ending 4th September. He added that the plan gave a really good representation of what people feel should happen in Rolleston.  Mr Anderson advised that as a Front Runner it has been very difficult process and even the people that we seek advice from are feeling the way. Mr Anderson advised that people need to write/email ESBC and let them know that they support the plan.  The chairman passed thanks to everyone who had been involved in the NHD plan.

7. ANSLOW NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
8. STRETTON NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

10. FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 11)
Route 2:  It was noted that this should read Station Road.

Concern was expressed that the clearance of the ditches will expediate the issue and it was agreed to ask the authorities to prioritise the proposed works to Beacon Road within this financial year.
It was agreed that the proposed development needs to be separate to the overall flood prevention plan.  

11. BUS SHELTER

Church Road:  It was agreed that this was a safety issue and should be passed back to Councillor Fraser.
Station Road: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
12. BROOK HOLLOWS 
It was agreed to go back to ESBC and ask for a breakdown of the expenditure. 

13. ESBC 5 YEAR SUPPLY (Clerks Report, Item 6)
It was noted that not everyone had internet access and discussed that the Council should be more openly communicating with people, in particular Parish Councils.  

Settlement Hierarchy: - It was agreed to write to ESBC and ask them to re-evaluate the villages score in the Settlement Hierarchy assessment, following the loss of the Methodist Chapel and the anticipated closure of the Brookhouse to development. It was noted that it should be added that the facilities are closing for reasons other than people not using them.  

14. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Mrs Warren proposed, Mr Sanderson seconded and it was moved to write and thank Mr Stone. 
Mr Sanderson reported that there had recently been a weeding session and there was due to be another one in the near future.  It was noted that due to personal reasons Mrs Kay had needed to take a back seat.
Planters: It was agreed to write and thank Manor Park nurseries for the donation of flowers for the replanting of the Burnside planter that was overturned when the willow tree part collapsed.
15. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 12)
It was agreed that Mr Toon would arrange a date between the Highways committee and TREATS.
Mr Adams asked for Cycles to be added to the agenda between Rolleston and Stretton Parish Council.

16. MATRIX FOR APPOINTING CONTRACTORS (Clerks Report, Item 13)
Mr Davies advised that this information would be available for the September meeting.
17. PARISH COUNCILS WEB PROVISION (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Mr Wyatt proposed, Mr Adams seconded and it was moved that Mr Wyatt puts together a proposal for restructuring the planning part of the village website.

It was agreed to carry on liaising with SCC in order to ascertain who held responsibility for the trees.  It was agreed to ask for some professional advice as to what works needed to be undertaken with a view to submitting a grant application under the Neighbourhood Priorities.
20. MEMORIAL BENCH

It was suggested that the bench would be best suited within the play area and should be in keeping with the existing benches.  It was agreed to ask Mrs Agar to consult the Parish Council on the bench to be purchased when she was in a position to do so. 
21. QUARTER 1 ACCOUNTS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  It was noted that the over expenditure on the footpaths and Capital Expenditure projects was due to 2012-2013 projects not being completed and paid for until the 2013-2014 financial year.
22. STAFFORDSHIRE POLICE – “SAFER, FAIRER, UNITED COMMUNITIES” STRATEGY CONSULTATION

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

23. NEIGHBOURHOOD PRIORITIES

It was agreed that the three priorities should be as follows:- Priority 1 Willow Trees Burnside, Priority 2 Replacement of Station Road Bus Shelter, Priority 3 further tarmac works to Craythorne Car park. 

24. FOOTPATH FROM ALMSHOUSES TO SPREAD EAGLE CAR PARK

It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to dig out the offending root and fill with hard-core.

· It was reported that the Glebe Close sign was on wooden legs and was rotten.
· Concern was raised about the quality of the mowing on the grass bank at the top of Knowles Hill.

· It was noted that the Give Way in 150 yards road sign on your right before the chicane for Dovecliff Road has been turned 180 degrees.

Install two step stile on Craythorne Road to Beacon Road path
To install two Aston one way gates on the entrance to Beacon Road/Craythorne Woods Footpath and on the entrance to Craythorne Woods.
BCV cost 1.5 days

33. EMAILS
