CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 14th OCTOBER 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

P/2013/01093 Erection of a detached building to provide additional living accommodation and a single storey side extension to form utility room, 3 Alderbrook close.

P/2013/01134 Remove epicormic growth and crown reduction of branches to give 1.5 clearance from dwelling of 1 oak tree and crown reduction by 2m, crown thinning by 20% and crown raising to 5 metres from 1 lime tree (TPO190), Long Branch, Anslow lane.

P/2013/01108 Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and a single storey rear extension, 7 Hawksley Drive.

P/2013/01118 Erection of a one and a half storey side extension and installation of dormer extensions to the front and rear elevations, 85 The Lawns.

P/2013/01144 Reserved matters application for the erection of 21 dwellings, including details of appearance, landscaping, layout and scales, Land off, Meadow View.

An extraordinary meeting of the Parish Council has been called for Wednesday 9th October to discuss this item.
5. KNOWLES HILL/ANSLOW LANE
No response has been  received to the Parish Councils letter of 18th September,  addressed to Cllr Winnington, with the following people being copied in:-  Cllr Atkins, Cllr Parry, Cllr Fraser, Andrew Griffiths, MP.
The following email has been received from Cllr Ian Parry, Deputy Leader, SCC in response to the Parish Councils communication to Cllr Winnington and Cllr Atkins sent on 16th August.  This appears to be a generic email that has been sent to everybody who has written to SCC raising their concerns:-

Thank you for your recent email regarding the proposed development at Rolleston on Dove.  

 

The County Council has a responsibility to ensure that its land assets are uses to support economic growth, employment and housing. We recognised this part of Staffordshire has an identified housing need to support its growing local economy and population. 

 

We have therefore offered for consideration a parcel of land for potential housing needs. This will be subject to local consultation and necessary planning approval.

 

There is also a requirement and strong desire to improve primary facilities in the community by the construction of a single site primary school.

 

After reviewing our property across the county, the land off Knowles Hill/Anslow Lane is considered as the best potential site of a new single site primary school, to replace the current split site of John of Rolleston Primary, together with around 150 homes.  

 

If agreed and subject to all of the usual planning regulations, this will mean John of Rolleston Primary will be housed on a single site rather than two separate ones, which I am sure you will agree, can only be of benefit to both the school, the community and Rolleston’s children.

I agree that the loss of agricultural land is a decision that should never be taken lightly. We recognise the contribution that farming makes to the Staffordshire economy and wellbeing. We therefore ensure that our farming estate is also able to acquire land where this supports improved efficiency and productivity, as well as disposal where this supports a compelling need for an alternative use. 

5.  KNOWLES HILL/ANSLOW LANE

There is increasing pressure on local authorities to deliver more viable housing sites and inevitably a proportion of this will have to be located on agricultural land in the absence of suitable brownfield alternatives. 

 

I trust that this explains the County Council’s position. As mentioned previously, the County Council is committed to delivering growth and prosperity across the county and this site has the potential to contribute to that economic agenda. 

 

However, given your concerns I will commit the County Council to fully consult with the local community on any proposal for this site prior to any planning application being submitted.

7. ESBC NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING LOCAL PRIORITY SETTING EVENT 2013
The next Neighbourhood forum is to be held on Tuesday 19th November 2013 at Branston Golf and Country Club, Burton Road, Branston, DE14 3DP. The start time will be confirmed but it is expected to be arrival and registration at 6pm.  Mr. Toon and Mrs. Warren are the Parish Councils representatives for this. 
8. ESBC REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS

The above Act requires East Staffordshire Borough Council to review their UK Parliamentary Polling Districts and Polling Places on a regular four-yearly cycle. The exercise in East Staffordshire will include a review of Local Government polling arrangements.
They are looking for feedback on any aspect of polling districts and/or polling places currently [or potentially] used and invite representations and comments from interested persons.  Local political parties and Councillors will be consulted and views are invited from electors within the Parliamentary Constituencies of Burton & Lichfield (part) as well as such persons as may have particular expertise in relation to access to premises or facilities for persons who have different forms of disability.  Local community groups will also be consulted.

The consultation period for the review will commence Tuesday 1 October 2013 and end on Thursday 31 October 2013.

9. DOG FOULING

The following correspondence has been received from ESBC:-

Should people have problems with dog fouling and wish to name anyone they have seen allow their dogs to foul and not clean up, they can contact either 01283 508526 or 508856 to speak to one of my team of Community & Civil Enforcement Officer’s.  Information such as name and address of the person, when and where they walk their dogs would be useful.  However, we try to avoid getting in the middle of neighbourly disputes. 

 

Email option is on the Council’s website on the ‘Contact Us’ enquiry form, which will then be passed to our team.  

 

The penalty for failing to clean up after your dog is £75 Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN) issued under Section 59 of The Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 and The Fouling of Land by Dogs (ESBC) Order 2010 and can lead to prosecution at magistrates’ court and a fine of up to £1,000.

 

We can also issue Fixed Penalty Notices for failing to keep a dog on a lead and failing to keep a dog out of an exclusion area and failing to put and keep a dog on a lead when instructed to do so by an authorised local authority officer. All of which carry a £75 FPN with a maximum penalty of £1,000.  We also issue £75 FPN’s for littering with a maximum penalty of £2,500

9. DOG FOULING (continued)
Just to make you aware myself and Mark visited Twenty lands today and also Need wood avenue / Garrett Square and opposite the Jinny Public house. We have stenciled the whole area and will be monitoring the area. We have spoken to a few of the residents who have said they are pleased that we are doing this.

The following email has been received from Ms. Maxim, ESBC with regards to the suggestion that CCTV could be used to catch offenders:-

In respect of the dog fouling problems and the use of CCTV, unfortunately we only have 3 mobile cameras for overt surveillance which are currently committed for issues such as ASB.  The normal procedure for installing CCTV is any issues are taken to the Joint Operations Group which meet each month and after resources are allocated to the issue, if there is still a problem the group consider whether CCTV can be installed.  At the moment no additional resources have been put into this problem so it wouldn’t be allocated CCTV, my only suggestion at the moment is to report the dog fouling as and when it occurs to the Communities and Civil Enforcement Team so they have a record of the problem and can allocate resources required.  
If there is a significant problem and despite additional resources they could take the matter to the Joint Operations Group and ask for CCTV to be considered.  I should point out that for CCTV to be installed there would have to be a significant problem and all other options will need to be exhausted but dog fouling has not in the past warranted the use of CCTV.  It is worth monitoring the situation once you have spoken with the CCE team and know what resources they will put into this problem.

13. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

The following email has been received from Mrs Gawthorpe for consideration:-

Having walked the Jinny nature trail regularly over the last few years (mainly from Dovecliff road to the steps) I notice the saplings that were planted 10 years or so ago are becoming very tall and dense and the path generally is becoming very overgrown through lack of management.  Would it be possible for the PC to ask an expert in nature conservation (like Laurence Oates) to come along and assess the Jinny trail to advise on how it should be selectively thinned to protect the best species?  I would be very happy to serve on a working party to help.

The following email has been received from Mr Hart for consideration:-

I contacted you earlier in the year regard the state of the Jinny Trail – was advised that maintenance was on going. To the best of my knowledge nothing has been done. Volunteers spent many hours clearing the old platform- what a waste of effort, all now totally overgrown. After heavy rain the top is washed down into the road.

The condition of the trail is most unsatisfactory, if you compare the condition of the Stretton end, this end is appalling.   B9Perhaps the Rolleston end should be renamed The Jinny Jungle trail!!!!!!!
A site meeting has now taken place with TREATS and a copy of their proposals is attached for consideration.
14. BROOKSIDE SETTS

The following email has been received from Mr & Mrs Boast for consideration:-

The Set Stones in the kerb of Brookside are being knocked out because the material from the grass side has worn down so that they have no support when the tractor drives over them.  I have put 3 sets that were knocked out inside my gate (no18) otherwise they will get lost.  We would welcome the PC's response to this problem
