54. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
55. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

56. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

57. MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON 9th & 16 SEPTEMBER, 9th OCTOBER 2013
The minutes of the previous meetings were signed as a true record.
58. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Councillor Fraser advised that he had offered a grant of £500.00 towards the proposed works to the Willow trees on Burnside.
59. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Councillor Toon advised that she had been awarded a grant for the marquees for the 2014 events.
60. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9th , 16th SEPTEMBER  & 9th OCTOBER 2013
47:22 It was noted that there had been an advisory received that the selected variety was susceptible to disease and a further variety was therefore being investigated.
61. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9th , 16th SEPTEMBER  & 9th OCTOBER 2013 (continued)
53:1 It was noted that the letter had been sent from Chris Bowden to ESBC, but they had refused to defer the application.  It was noted that the letters have now been drafted for the “Calling In” and will be submitted within the next two days and members were advised that letters of support for the “Calling In” have been received from Chris Bowden, Navigus Planning, Neighbourhood Development Plan Steering Group, College Fields Action Group and Village Community Group.

Mr Adams proposed, Mr Toon seconded and it was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council write to Andrew Griffiths, MP and County Councillor Fraser and ask them to provide letters of support for the calling in.  
62. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7TH OCTOBER 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:- 
P/2013/01093 Erection of a detached building to provide additional living accommodation and a single storey side extension to form utility room, 3 Alderbrook close.
No objections

P/2013/01134 Remove epicormic growth and crown reduction of branches to give 1.5 clearance from dwelling of 1 oak tree and crown reduction by 2m, crown thinning by 20% and crown raising to 5 metres from 1 lime tree (TPO190), Long Branch, Anslow lane.

Refer to Tree Officer

P/2013/01108 Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and a single storey rear extension, 7 Hawksley Drive.

No objections.
P/2013/01118 Erection of a one and a half storey side extension and installation of dormer extensions to the front and rear elevations, 85 The Lawns.

Object, Concerned re loss of access to the rear of the property and inadequate wheelie bin storage.

P/2013/01144 Reserved matters application for the erection of 21 dwellings, including details of appearance, landscaping, layout and scales, Land off, Meadow View.

It was agreed to strongly object to the proposed application.  The following objection has been submitted to ESBC:-

Rolleston on Dove Parish Council (RODPC) would like to register its opposition to this application:-

The proposals differ significantly from the outline planning permission P/2011/01521/JI.  The reserved matters application has no consideration on the effect on neighbouring properties and amenities.  The revised scheme has placed the 3 bedroom bungalow next to the public footpath with a 4 bedroom house which is too close to the boundary and will be over powering from the footpath.

The original scheme had a wider range of properties including four 3 bedroom bungalows and ten three bedroom house.  The proposal now has only one 3 bedroom bungalow and offers no 3 bedroom houses.

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)

Members are concerned about the proposed loss of trees within the revised scheme.

The Parish Council are in receipt of a letter dated 14th October from benbaileyhomes, and advise that they are not willing to consider the adoption of the SUD’s feature (balancing pond).

For the reasons above members would ask that consideration is given for the proposal to be modified to be more in keeping with the original proposals.

P/2013/01174 Felling of 4 conifer trees, 3 plum trees, 1 Pear tree, 1 Robina tree, 1 Birch tree and 1 locust tree, crown reduction of 1 Beech tree by 30% and selective pruning of 1 Laurel tree and 1 Cherry tree to give garage roof clearance, The Croft House, 11 Station Road.

Members raised concern about the amount of trees to be felled within the Conservation Area and agreed that the application should be referred to the tree officer, with a request to ensure that replacement planting takes place

P/2013/01196 Crown reduction by 50% of 1 Willow tree, 30 Church Road.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

5. KNOWLES HILL/ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report, Item 7)
It was agreed to respond to SCC and ask the following: - Where does the strong desire come from? Where did they come up with the idea of this being the best potential site?  It was agreed that it should be added that the village is at capacity in terms of facilities and couldn’t cope with an additional number of people/large amount of houses and that growth has got to be done when it’s relevant, where it’s relevant and sympathetically with the community.
6. ESBC STRATEGIC GREEN GAPS

Councillor Toon advised that the Borough Council have always been proactive in preventing coalescence of Rolleston.  Mr Adams added that he welcomed that the Borough Council are actively looking at Strategic Green gaps and suggested that we need to re iterate that we need to prevent coalescence would like the document to be adopted and carry some weight.  

7. ESBC NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING LOCAL PRIORITY SETTING EVENT 2013
Members noted that the three priorities have been submitted.  Mrs Toon suggested that some financial provision should be allocated towards tree works for the trees on the banks along Brookside.

11. VILLAGE CHRISTMAS TREE 

Mrs Warren proposed, Mrs Toon seconded and it was moved that the Christmas tree be purchased at a cost of £125.00.
12. FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 13)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed to follow up the request for a meeting with the various agencies.
Mrs Burton re iterated her concerns raised at previous meetings and concern was expressed about the pipe that had been installed to the access of the field on the right hand side of Craythorne Road.

13. JINNY NATURE TRAIL
Members noted details of the correspondence received, including an additional email which had been received from Mrs Gawthorpe.

An overview of the proposed project was given to the meeting, with the idea being to open up the remnants, install signage and level the area.  It was added that there would be some thinning of trees in order to reduce the canopy to allow light into the proposed wildflower meadow and that some of the wood would be kept to form habitat piles, with the rest being removed from site. It was noted that there was interest from TREATS and Burton Railway society to form a working party.  
It was added that the group were looking to commence work before the end of October with a view to Phase 1 being complete by Spring.  It was also recognised that any works should be sympathetic with the nature trail and badger sett.
It was also noted that some further self sett trees/dead/diseased trees needed to be removed and that this should be arranged with a Parish Council contractor.

Mrs Haywood proposed, Mr Sanderson seconded and it was moved that Treats should be allowed to commence work on their proposals.

Councillor Fraser was asked to speak to Mr Rayson, SCC and request that the setts are re-instated.

31. THE CROFT TREES

Members approved the following quotation received from Barnett Tree Services:-
Felling of 3 fruit trees and 1 mountain ash, removal of the 6 lowest branches from oak tree and lower branches from 1 copper beech tree and 1 purple leaved cherry tree, The Croft £325.00.
32. BURNSIDE WILLOW TREES
Members approved the following quotation from Barnett Tree Services:-

· Willow 1 Crown reduction

· Alder Crown reduction and small crown lift to prevent damage to high sided vehicles

· Willow 2 Removal of limb above split in order to reduce any further rot and small crown lift

· Willow 3 General tidy up, small reduction in crown

· Willow 4 Removal of large limb obstructing view of give way sign, in order to improve visibility at the Burnside/Station Road/Church Road junction.

It was noted that a partial road closure controlled by traffic lights and signage would need to be arranged for the duration of the works (estimated 3 days), which would be set up and carried out by GTS.

32. BURNSIDE WILLOW TREES (continued)
It was noted that the above works were subject to the necessary permission being obtained from ESBC and that a grant application had been submitted to ESBC for the finance of the works.
33. CRAYTHORNE PLAYING FIELD/CAR PARK TREES
Members approved the following quotation from Barnett Tree Services:-

Large Willow. Removal of two large limbs which show signs of splitting and rot (potentially landing on football pitch).Oak Trees. Crown lift of three oak trees in car park to prevent any damage to vehicles £855.00.
34. CRAYTHORNE WOODS
The clerk advised that Mr Barnett had offered to do a survey at no cost to the Parish Council in which he would mark trees up that he recommended for first thinning or removal due to them being dead/diseased or supressing other trees.
