Three members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance. 
63. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mr Wyers raised his concerns about the works that had been undertaken to the Ash and Copper Beech tree on The Croft. He suggested that the works had been done at the wrong time of year.  The Chairman replied that the application had been submitted to ESBC as the proposed trees were within the Conservation Area and the works were undertaken subject to the necessary approval being obtained.  Mr Wyers was also advised that the works had been undertaken by a qualified tree surgeon.
Mr Irwin referred to an email communication sent by Mr Baker requesting permission to plant bulbs at the entrance to the Jinny Trail.  This request was approved by members. 

64. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Cllr R Davies.
65. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Adams declared an interest in item number 7.

66. MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON 14th OCTOBER 2013
The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.
67. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Cllr Fraser advised that he had been invited to a meeting with Cllr Winnington and Andrew Griffiths MP to discuss the County Council’s proposals for the land on Knowles Hill/Anslow Lane.  He advised that Mr Bloor had now left the County Council and the meeting had been called to discuss first hand the response that had been received from villagers on the proposals.  He assured the meeting that all the County Council were listening to the concerns being raised by the village.

Cllr Fraser was asked if he knew where the land is, that is earmarked for a new Senior School within ESBC Pre Submission Local Plan.  He replied that he did not know, but there was adequate secondary school provision within the area.


Cllr Fraser advised that a meeting would be taking place on Thursday 14th November, 1pm, St Saviours Branston to discuss SCC transport strategy in relation to developments within the area.  He invited a member of the Parish Council to attend.
68. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Neighbourhood Priorities: Cllr Toon advised that the funding through Neighbourhood Priorities fund was also available to other organisations.  It was noted that an application had been submitted by the Almshouse Charity and TREATS for the funding towards the Jinny Trail project.
Footpath: Cllr Sanderson asked what the position was with regards to Mr & Mrs Badcock’s request for a new footpath.  The clerk advised that the Parish Council had agreed at the previous meeting that they did not feel that they could pursue this at this time and had replied to the Civic Trust and suggested that they contact SCC Rights of Way Department who are responsible for the footpath network for some advice.

College Fields planning application:  It was noted that this application was deferred at the last planning committee meeting and was likely to be re considered at the planning committee meeting to be held on 25th November.  Cllr Toon advised that a further site meeting would not take place, unless there was a change to the plans.
69. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 14th OCTOBER 2013
62.6: The clerk advised that she had responded to this and that ESBC had suggested that the response was incorporated into the Parish Councils response on the Pre Submission Local plan.
62.13: Jinny Trail: It was noted that there were some surplus coping stones which needed to be recovered from site.  It was noted that the working parties would take place on the first Saturday in the month.
62.14: Cllr Fraser was asked to follow this matter up with SCC.

62.26: It was noted that this matter needed to be followed up with ESBC.
62.26: It was noted that the give way sign was still the wrong way round.  The clerk advised that she had followed this up with SCC who had replied to say that they understood that the item had been resolved and that she had responded to say this was not the case. 
70. CLERKS REPORT DATED 4TH NOVEMBER 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The clerk advised that the following response had been received from Mr Brown, Planning Officer, ESBC:-

P/2013/01247 Screening Opinion land situated off Tutbury Road and Rolleston Road
“Essentially the screening opinion is a technical matter to determine whether an Environmental Impact Assessment in required.  Thus, this application is not a matter of opinion but rather of fact (whether the impact of the development would be more than local).  Given that Land South of Branston, Red House Farm and Marstons (Harehedge Lane) did not require such a document it is likely that given the near similar scale of this development that it will not also be considered as needing an EIA”.

Members commented on the following planning applications:- 

P/2013/01040 Outline application for the erection of a detached dwelling, Poppies, 3 Brookside.
Members would like it to be ensured that the plans are in keeping and sympathetic with the Conservation Area.
P/2013/01277 Erection of a front porch, part two storey and single storey rear extension, first floor side and single storey front extensions, 62 Beacon Road.

P/2013/01291 Erection of a single storey rear extension, 53 Knowles Hill.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS  

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY (Clerks Report, Item 3)
It was noted that there were no forthcoming candidates.
4. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE (Clerks Report, Item 4)
It was noted that no further communication had been received from the prospective youth representative and that the clerk would follow this up prior to the next meeting.
5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members were advised that a meeting had been arranged with representatives from the NHD plan group with Mr Somerfield, ESBC and Cllr Jessell, ESBC for Wednesday 13th, 2pm, The Maltsters.  It was discussed that ESBC had suggested that they had some concerns with the Independent Examiners report and it had therefore been suggested that the Examiner was invited to attend the meeting, but that ESBC had not acknowledged this request.  It was also noted that a representative from the Department for Communities and Local Government had also been invited to attend, as ESBC had suggested that they had been receiving conflicting advice to what the NHD plan group had, but that it was understood that they would not be sending a representative to the meeting.  It was noted that should ESBC decide not to arrange the referendum, there could be a request for a Parish poll. 
6. COLLEGE FIELDS PLANNING APPLICATION (Clerks Report, Item 6)
The clerk advised that on Monday 11th November a sign had been erected by Burton and South Derbyshire College saying “Private, No trespassing” to the gate on Fairfield Avenue.
7. KNOWLES HILL/ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report, Item 7)
It was agreed to respond to Cllr Parry with the Parish Council’s questions which remained unanswered.
8. PRE SUBMISSION LOCAL PLAN CONSULTATION

It was agreed to ask Mr Edwards if he would be willing to share his challenges on the pre submission local plan with the Parish Council.  It was noted that both Barton and Tutbury Parish Council were keen to attend a meeting of the Alliance so that a joint response could be submitted to ESBC in addition to individual Parish responses on the pre submission of the local plan.  It was agreed that a meeting of the strategic villages should be arranged for Wednesday 20th November, 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms, Rolleston and that Mr Edwards should also be invited to attend this meeting.

REVISED LOCAL VALIDATION CRITERIA FOR PLANNING APPLICATIONS CONSULTATION

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
10. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Cllr Wyatt gave a summary of the findings and recommended that attention is given to the following items:-

Tafflands: 
Climbing Cube: It was suggested that a quotation should be obtained for a frame to surround the cube.
Slide: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to supply a quotation to install matter at either side of the slide and for additional top soil to be added.
Platform, play house: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to shave the protruding bolts.
Elizabeth Avenue:

Skate Ramp: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon if the pipes could be extended and joined to the floor.
Basketball: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to shave the protruding bolts.
Elizabeth Avenue Goal Posts: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to provide a quotation to align the posts.
Fence: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to install a new spoke on the fence.
Sign on gate: It was agreed that when a new sign was purchased for the gates, the no cycling sign should be removed.
Meadow View: There were no items considered to need attention on the Meadow View report.

Cllr Wyatt advised that he is liaising with Mr Bush and that this matter is on-going.
12. DEFIBRILLATOR (Clerks Report, Item 11)
It was agreed that further information needed to be obtained on the training required, associated costs and any insurance and legal implications associated with the purchase of a machine.
13. FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 9)
The clerk advised that she had received the following email from Mr Hughes, SCC on 13th November:-

“Andrew Griffiths has not been back to me. This is why I would appreciate being able to contact JCB direct. I wonder whether we should drop the JCB idea and go for a local machine and driver. Or maybe the EA might have a machine and driver and be interested in the work. Rob, do you think you could ask about this please? I cannot simply give a place for a machine to turn up and start work. I need to walk the site and agree the works with the landowner and driver in advance. And I can’t get anyone out to look at it, when they don’t know what machine they would be using”.
It was agreed that an update from both SCC, and the Environment Agency should also be sought with regards to the replacement pipes on Beacon Road.  Cllr Toon advised that there were reports that some of the gullies were still blocked.

15. THE CROFT

Trees: It was noted that there was a quotation in part 2 of the clerks report for the tree stumps to be dug out, the ivy removed and for the area to be seeded. 
Almshouses: It was noted that there was a quotation in part 2 of the clerks report for the clearance of the area around the boundary and for a Hawthorne hedge to be planted.

19. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Cllr Simnett reported that the play area by Meadow View was overgrown and it was agreed to ask Mr Gould to undertake a further cut of the whole village at a cost of £500.00
· Cllr Sanderson advised that it had previously been agreed that a follow up meeting would be arranged with Mr Gould for the end of October, and this was still to be arranged.

· The clerk was asked to arrange for the planters on Burnside to be removed prior to the proposed tree works taking place.

· It was noted that the Crab apple tree had now been planted on the Spread Eagle Island and the flowering cherry moved to The Croft.  It was noted that Mr Deacon had advised that the flowering cherry wasn’t a root ball grown tree and only 3rd of the root ball was affective, which was likely to be the main cause of the tree not doing very well.

· It was agreed that a letter should be sent to the landowners on Station Road, asking if it would be possible for them to trim back their hedges.

· It was agreed to write to Beacon Road developers and respectfully request that they reinstate the grass verge on Beacon Road when the works have completed.

· Cllr Wyatt asked if the issues with the signs identified on the footpath walks had been resolved.
