1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

P/2013/01353 Erection of a single storey side extensions and installation of a dormer window to side elevation, Wilwyn, South Hill.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS  

The following planning applications have been approved:-
P/2013/01196 Crown reduction of 1 Willow tree by 50%, 30 Church Road.

	P/2013/01174 Felling of 4 Conifer trees, 3 Plum trees, 1 Pear tree, 1 Robinia tree, 1 Birch tree and 1 Locust tree, crown reduction of 1 Beech tree by 30% and selective pruning of 1 Laurel tree and 1 Cherry tree to give garage roof clearance, The Croft House, 11 Station Road. 

P/2013/01199 Erection of a rear dormer extension, 92 Walford Road.


P/2013/01134 Remove of epicormic growth and crown reduction of branches to give a 1.5m clearance from dwelling of 1 oak tree and crown reduction by 2m, crown thinning by 20% and crown raising to 5 metres from 1 lime tree (TPO190), Long Branch, Anslow Lane.

5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

ESBC have suggested that they will not be in a position to undertake the Referendum until April/May 2014.  The proposed timelines have been challenged with ESBC as other local authorities have progressed to referendum in less than half of this time.
6. COLLEGE FIELDS PLANNING APPLICATION

This application was refused at the planning committee meeting held on Monday 25th November.  It has been reported in a press article that Sarah Drew, Assistant Principal has commented that the College will be appealing the decision.
It has been suggested that the Parish Council may wish to consider asking ESBC to put up an independent planning consultant to defend this case, especially as the college will most probably have a barrister representing them.  
In terms of the Parish Council being involved in the appeal, they can ask to appear as a Rule 6 party. This means that you can get involved, give evidence, examine witnesses, etc.

14. EAST STAFFORDSHIRE BOROUGH COUNCIL HOUSING CHOICE SUPPLEMENTARY PLANNING DOCUMENT REVISION OF APPENDIX 1

The Housing Choice SPD Revision to Appendix 1 Consultation is open for consultation from 20th November to 20th December 2013.  The following consultation statement has been copied from ESBC website:-
This statement is prepared in accordance with The Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012. This statement relates to minor revisions of Appendix 1 to the Council’s Housing Choice Supplementary Planning Document to clarify rather than change the policy position. The Council has therefore not previously consulted any persons. The revisions of Appendix 1 are set out below. Any person may make representations about these revisions.

Explanation
The Housing Choice Supplementary Planning Document was adopted by the Council in December 2010 following consultation in September-October that year. The current document can be viewed on the Council’s website and under 'supporting documents' below.

The revisions of Appendix 1 are designed to clarify application of the policy in the Council’s adopted 2006 Local Plan as follows:

To clarify what was always meant by “urban extension sites” following a recent appeal decision. This term is derived from Affordable Housing Viability Study, which is the evidence base supporting the policy position. The key characteristics of the urban extension site modelled by the study were scale and complexity leading to higher development costs, and one third of the site providing public open space rather than being developed. Hence the viability study conclusion for urban extension sites is only relevant for sites with these characteristics, not for other urban extension sites. The term “urban extension sites” is therefore replaced by a new term defined by these characteristics.

To avoid misinterpretation of the previously stated 15% affordable housing requirement on such sites as being the total for such a scheme rather than, in accordance with paragraph 4.56, the amount for an individual phase coming forward at reserved matters stage.

To clarify the affordable housing expectation on other Greenfield sites.

To clarify the calculation of commuted sums given the above changes. The revisions are intended to provide greater clarity to planning applicants and to assist the Council in securing the amount of affordable housing that is needed and which it is viable for developments to provide.

These revisions maintain the current policy as an interim position. The Council has recently published its Pre-submission version of the new Local Plan for East Staffordshire. It will be publishing a new version of the Housing Choice Supplementary Planning Document to align with this emerging new Local Plan within the next few months and this will be based on the most recent evidence.
