REPORT OF MR. C. WILSON STAFFORDSHIR COUNTY COUNCIL 


Mr. Wilson, Project Manager, with Staffordshire County Council.  Mr. Wilson is the engineer in charge of the traffic-calming project on Church Road.  


Mr. Wilson showed members a map of Church Road that shows the possible location of the build outs and speed cushions.  He recognised that there are issues with the position of the build out and cushions outside the Church.  Mr. Wilson stated that all property owners on Church Road who are affected by the locations of the cushions would be consulted including St. Mary’s Church.


Mr. Wilson showed members several designs for the gateway markings at the Tutbury end of the village.  A copy of the agreed design is attached to the minute book.  Mr. Wilson also commented that the lighting will have to be improved along this area.


Mr. Wilson stated that the timescale for this project to commence would be between August / September 2004.


Members agreed to move this project forward and formally approved the County Council proposal subject to the County providing full consultation with the residents affected by the new measures.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Wilson for attending the meeting and giving his report.

The Parish Council wish to remain open minded on the project of a hard standing area for cars on Elizabeth Avenue Play.  Members agreed to see how well the back entrance to the school would be supported before making a commitment.

3.
The Parish Council agreed not to support the project for a parents waiting area on Elizabeth Aveune Playing Field by the school gate.  Members felt that this was the responsibility of the school to provide this area on their land.

4.
The Parish Council considered the schools concerns with the road crossing at the top of Beacon Hill / Knowles Hill.  Members agreed to support the school in contacting the County Council asking them to look into this problem.

Members agreed not to nominate another Parish Councillor for the position of Local Education Governor at John of Rolleston Primary School.

JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL – COMMUNITY DAY

Four members voted for this proposal and four members voted against.  The Chairman took a casting vote for the proposal.  This proposal was agreed.

Members noted that a meeting had been arranged with Stretton Parish Council on Monday 24th May, meeting at Rolleston.

Members supported the action taken by the Chairman and Clerk in agreeing the sum of £180 for the removal of the blown down tree that was blocking the Trail.  This payment was made to Mr. R. Bradley.
