9.
FOOTBALL TEAM – CRAYTHORNE FIELD


A meeting was held on Monday 17th May with Rolleston Boys Football Team representatives.  The meeting was called following an incident on Saturday 15th May when the football team organized a league event that took over the entire field.  The Parish Council was not informed of this event.


At the meeting the football team apologized for failing to inform the Parish Council of their intentions and for not keeping the Parish Council informed of their training days and matches.  

Since the meeting details of the teams training days have been received – Saturday and Sunday mornings.   Details of the team’s insurers have been received.  


The only outstanding concern is that the team has mislaid the gate key for entrance on to the field in an emergency situation.


Stretton Football Team were granted permission to use Craythorne Field as a one off training session as Stretton’s playing field is being reseeded at present.   The team used the field on the evening of Thursday 3rd June.

10.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD


It was reported on Monday 7th June that the gate that leads onto the field had been taken off its hinges.  It appears that a car has been driven around the field.  The grass has not been damaged.  DSK have been asked to weld the gate to the post to prevent this happening again.  Members are asked to support the action taken by the Clerk in asking DSK to repair the gate.

11.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL



The Parish Council recently held a joint meeting with Stretton Parish Council.  The issue of the cycle way was discussed.  At this meeting it was agreed that Rolleston Parish Council should invite a representative from Sustrans to the next joint meeting to give Stretton Parish Council an opportunity to voice their concerns.  The next meeting is to be held at Stretton on Monday 27th September.



A copy of that letter has been forwarded to Stretton Parish Council and a response is now awaited from Sustrans.  

12.
PLAYGROUND REPORTS


Following on from a lengthy telephone conversation with Mr. Truslove, Open Space Office at ESBC it is suggested that the Council needs to consider the Playground Reports at a separate Working Party meeting.  It is apparent that other Parish Councils are experiencing problems with this years NPFA Annual Inspection Reports.  Faults have been found suggesting that items of equipment are too close to boundary fences and that fall heights are incorrect.  This is the first time these items have been commented on since the new equipment was installed less than three years ago.

  In the past the group has consisted of the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Mrs. Toon, Mrs. Gordon, Mr. Bradley and the Clerk.  It is recommended that the Group make a full report to the next Parish Council meeting.

13.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD



A new cradle seat to replace the burnt one on the toddlers play area has been purchased for £94.00 from Record Play.  (Members are asked to support the action taken by the Clerk).  This was purchased in an attempt to replace the swing as quickly as possible.  However, when the seat came to be fixed to the chains it was discovered that the fixtures have melted with the heat of the fire.  In discussion with the Chairman it was concluded that this was a good opportunity for the chains to be replaced rather than repaired.  If members recall it had been recommended by the Playground Inspection report over the last three years that the chains be replaced with correct size when the opportunity arises.



The Environmental Officer reported that the other cradle seat has also been vandalized beyond repair.  It has been suggested that this too should be replaced completely.



The Cost of two new chains and one more cradle seat plus fittings is £180.30 plus £24.25 carriage.



Record Play has repaired the damage to the skateboarding equipment.

14.
SEVERN TRENT


A letter dated 26th May has been received from OFWAT.  The letter states the following: -

‘Like customers, we want to see sewer flooding problems resolved.  Severn Trent water has advised you that a capital scheme is needed to resolve the flooding and that this forms part of its business plan submitted to us.

The company must deal with sewer flooding cases in a prioritized basis and it is for the company to prioritize schemes.  There are many competing requirements for funding in the period 2005 – 10 and significant in creased in bills may be needed.  We have already examined the company’s draft business plan for 2005-10 and we are currently scrutinizing the company’s final business plan.  Expenditure, which the Government wants to see on environmental and water quality issues, will be one key issue.

We will publish draft price limits for 2005-10 on 5th August for consultation and you will understand that we cannot prejudge the outcome at this stage.  We will, however, weigh carefully the arguments you have advanced for the sewer flooding programme.’

A letter dated 8th June has been received from Mr. Hirons, Grey Tiles South Hill.  Mr. Hiron would like to bring to the attention of the Council his concerns with parking on pavements throughout the village and parking outside the post office.  With the post office parking, he is concerned that the limited parking is being taken over by commercial parking.  This includes vehicles parking who are working on the house that is being built and The Old Bake House with taxis and mini buses.  He recommends that the Council consider supporting the need for a time restriction for parking to 30 minutes between the hours of 8.00am to 6.00pm.
