3.
DOCTOR’S SURGERY



Prime Development is proposing to develop on land between the Scout  Headquarters and  97 Station Road.  A copy of the letter received from Prime Development is enclosed for members information.  A basic sketch map has also been received and this will be available for members’ inspection at the Parish Meeting.  During conversations with Prime Development they have stressed the importance of consultation and wish to set up a public meeting with the help of the Parish Council in the near future.

A letter dated 18th August 2004 has been received from  Alex Fox, Chairman of the Primary Care Trust, which explains the background of the move of the Tutbury Practice to Rolleston.   A copy of this letter is enclosed for members.

4.
LOCAL PLAN



A full copy of the revised Deposit Plan including the Proposals Maps has been received.  The statutory consultation period is running from 23rd August to 4th October.



Mr. Plumb, DPDS, made the Parish Council’s previous representations to the Parish Plan and a letter has been received from him asking whether the Parish Council wish him to make further representations to the Deposit Plan.

5.
POST OFFICE



A letter dated 3rd August has been received from Mr. Richards, 36 Alderbrook Close.  The letter has been written to Royal Mail supporting the proposed move of the Post Office with some reservation.  Mr. Richards is asking whether the post box will move to Starbucks and he is asking whether the telephone box will be removed or relocated.



Mr. Richards says that he strongly objects to the relocation of the village and scouts notice boards stating that if they are to be removed from the post office wall then they should be erected free standing on to the pavement in their current position.



Mr. Richards is concerned with the new post office being located in a shop that has not got level access from the pavement.  He is also concerned about the parking outside Starbucks.  

Mr. Richards has given copies of his letter to most of the other village organizations.



Mr. Hayes has asked that the Village Notice board be removed from his property as soon as possible.  Mr. Starbuck has kindly agreed that the notice board could be erected outside his shop.  A meeting took place in July to discuss this with the Civic Trust also being involved.  It was suggested that the existing board be relocated temporarily and a new board be sought.  Mr. Finch has been asked to quote for a new three doored village notice board.  All village organizations will be asked whether they are able to held fund the new notice board.

6.
COUNCILLOR’S RESIGNATION



A letter dated 22nd August 2004 has been received from Mr. J. Hayes, Topiary Cottage, Station Road.  Mr. Hayes has formally resigned from the Parish Council due to his intention of moving away from the village.



The Borough Council has been informed in writing that the Parish Council has a casual vacancy to fill.  The Borough Council will send a Vacancy Notice that must be advertised on the Village Notice board for 14 working days.  If no less than 10 electors from the parish request a poll a by-election must be held in order to fill the vacancy.  If no poll is requested then the Parish Council must co-opt a suitable person qualified to serve as a councillor as soon as possible after the fourteen day period (within sixty days).  

7.
COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE 2004/05



Staffordshire County Council has now approved the Parish Councils bid for funding to cover the cost for the kissing gates on footpath 6 & 7.



The Clerk is experiencing some difficulty in obtaining the landowner permission to erect these kissing gates.  Mr L. Oates, Burton Conversation Volunteers, has kindly offered to help in contacting the two landowners concerned.

8.
BURTON COLLEGE



On Tuesday 10th August a meeting took place with Mr. K. Norris, Principal of Burton Technical College, Mr. A. Plumb, DPDS, Chairman and Clerk.  The future of the college playing field was discussed in full.  A copy of the notes taken from the meeting are attached for members information.

9.
TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD


This has now reached the final consultation stage and will be commencing this Autumn.


The County Council has confirmed that an investigation has been carried out to determine the level of street lighting to accommodate the proposed traffic calming scheme.  The street lighting has been found to be satisfactory.

10.
JINNY TRAIL



A letter dated 7th September has been received from the Government Office for the West Midlands.  The letter forwards a copy of the Secretary of State’s decision and the Inspector’s report of the following appeal.  Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981. Appeal under paragraph 4 (1) of schedule 14.  Appeal by Mrs. Anderson.  Alleged public bridleway between Dovecliff Road, Rolleston on Dove and Bitham Lane, Stretton, East Staffordshire Borough.



The following is a quote from the Inspectors report:-



‘ Recommendation

I  recommend the appeal be allowed and that the Staffordshire County Council be directed to make a modification order to add a public bridleway between Dovecliff Road and Bitham Lane in the parishes of Rolleston on Dove and Stretton to the Definitive Map and Statement for East Staffordshire.’

In a brief conversation with an officer at Staffordshire County Council, the advice given was that the Parish Council should wait until they have received an official response from Staffordshire County Council once the document from the Government Office has been studied.

Mrs. Clamp who lives next to the Jinny Trail has reported overgrown Ash trees that require action on the Trail.  She has asked that the Parish Council look into this matter.

The joint Jinny Trail meeting has been rescheduled for Monday 25th October.  Sustrans have confirmed that a representative will be available to attend this meeting.

11.
CONSERVATION DOCUMENT


Mr. Edwards, Conservation Officer with ESBC has been making progress with the new Conservation Document.  He has asked that a list be made of areas or buildings that are important to the village that are not necessarily in the Conservation Area or Listed separately.  It is understood that the VDSG have completed their list and have forwarded it to Mr. Edwards.  Other village organisations have also been asked to do the same.   

12.
ELIZABETH AVENUE – PLAYING FIELD



At the last Parish Council meeting members agreed to have the five-a-side goal posts relocated from Craythorne Field to the pitch in Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.   Unfortunately these goal posts have been stolen.  This has been reported to the police.  Members are asked to consider the quotation for a new set of goal post that DSK provided (£550).



One of the new toddlers seats in the play area has been vandalized.



Mrs. Elson, 24 Beacon Road, has contacted the Parish Office to ask whether the hawthorn hedge between her garden and the playing field could be cut.  She has also asked who is responsible for the maintenance of the hedge.  The Clerk has agreed to meet with Mrs. Elson to discuss this further.

 On Monday 19th July the working party group met to discuss the play ground inspection reports.  Specific items could be dealt with by the Parish Councils Environmental Officer and others by DSK.  Concern was expressed that new items of equipment were mentioned in the report and it was agreed that this should be brought up with the manufacturers.  It was agreed that a letter be sent to  ESBC and the NPFA expressing the Parish Council’s  concerns about the inconsistency of the report.

A syringe has been found on the playing field.  This was reported to the police.

13.
FOOTBALL TEAMS – CRAYTHORNE FIELD


The Football Team application form from the Rolleston Boy’s Under Twelve’s team has been received.


A letter dated 11th August from Rolleston Cricket Club Football Team has been received.  The team is asking permission to use Craythorne as its home ground this coming season.

14.
FLOODING


During August the village received many flood warnings. There were several instances of flash flooding.   It is understood that no homes were affected but Knowles Hill homes were threatened with flood water entering the back of the properties.


Due to a change in the procedure in the provision of sand and bags the Parish Council needs to monitor the levels of supply more carefully.  The sand and bags are now delivered by contractor and cannot be supplied at a moments notice.


The Environmental Officer has been asked to inspect the drain outside 17 Dovecliff Road as it has been reported that it may be blocked.
