MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

WASP's

Members were concerned that the VDSG fully understood that the Village Survey had a deadline of February.


b.
CRAYTHORNE LANE / BEACON ROAD

Members asked whether the gullies had been jetted.  The Clerk reported that it was understood that the gullies in this area have been jetted through.


c.
FINGER POST - CHAPEL LANE

Members asked on the progress with the quotation for the damaged finger post.  The Clerk reported that the information required would hopefully be available at the next meeting.


d.
CHURCH ROAD - PARKING
The Clerk confirmed that she had contacted Staffordshire County Council over the issue of a poor visibility sign to be erected by Marston Lane junction.

SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
It was reported that the Clerk would be cleaning the anvil on the island as soon as possible.

30.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR

County Councillor Bather made the following report: -

a.
Brookside - It was reported that the wall and lighting had been reinstated on Brookside.   The County Council have also put in an extra gully opposite number 9 Brookside and reinstated the setts along this stretch of road.

b.
Station Road - A section of kerbing by the junction of Station Road and School Lane has been replaced with gully kerbs.  The cavity in the road by this
kerbing has also been repaired.

c.
Station Road - Westbury Homes - The section of road by the new estate has been temporarily surfaced following the recent gas works.  This section of road will be surfaced again once the housing estate has been completed.

d.
Knowles Hill - It was reported that the water drainage on this road was not adequate so the County Council are to build up the side of the road, (house side) and reinstate the kerb in this area.  

e.
Anslow lane - The lane has now been resurfaced and hopefully this will help the road to be safer particularly on the bad bend at the top of the lane.  The footway on the field side of the lane is in the Local Transport Plan and will be addressed soon.


f.
Beacon Road - The County Council have examined the gullies in this area.

g.
Craythorne Lane - The verge mowing on the lane has not been satisfactorily done this time.

h.
Village Notice Board - County Councillor Bather stated that he might be able to help fund the new Notice Board.

Item c - Members expressed their dissatisfaction with the repair work and County Councillor Bather said that final repairs would not be done until the development was completed.  He added that the road might have to be taken up again before then.  Members also stated that the pavement is in need of repair.

Item d - Members asked for a timescale for this work.  County Councillor Bather said that the work would be done this financial year.


Item f - Members reported that there were some large potholes in this area.


Members also asked for a progress reported with the floodwater problems on Craythorne Lane with the water coming off the Golf Club car park.  County Councillor 
Bather agreed to contact the County Council about this.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS - AUGUST

Members noted the comments made on the planning applications received during August.  Some members were concerned that the planning applications 
should have gone to a Parish Council meeting.  It was agreed that this should be discussed at next years July meeting.

PLANNING APPILCATIONS

Mr. Morris declared an interest with planning application g.  Mr. Hodson Walker took the Chair.

PA/20117/010 Erection of a part two storey, part single storey extension to western elevation, conversion of potting shed into garaging, erection of a new vehicular access bridge, relocation of existing footbridge and the erection of a fence and wall to separate new parking area and rear gardens, 14 & 16 Burnside, for Mr. Scott and Mr. Smith

Members were concerned that the footbridge should be reinstated sufficiently high enough not to contribute as an obstruction with floodwater.  If the footbridge is reinstated too low then this could act as a dam. Members asked for clarification that the present footbridge would be relocated and not just reproduced. Members had no objection to the remaining proposals.

Members had no objections to this planning application and welcomed the improvement to this property

DOCTOR'S SURGERY (Clerk’s Report, Item 21)

It was considered that the development would have less of an impact on the street scene if it were located further back on the site.

Members suggested that the entrance might be better if it was located more towards the scout’s side.  This would help with extra visibility.

3.
Some members were concerned with the access and the amount of car parking that provisionally has been allocated on the sketch map.  Members stated that the development must provide adequate parking, as the surrounding road cannot take on any additional parking.  

4.
Members would welcome a bus pull in area on the proposed development.  It was felt that this was particularly important to ease congestion on Station Road and help less abled passengers who would be benefiting from this facility.

Members stated that they welcome this proposed development and would welcome a public meeting with Prime Development as soon as possible. 

5.
LOCAL PLAN
Members agreed that they welcomed the revised Deposit Plan.  Members agreed to decline Mr. Plumb’s offer to make representation to ESBC on behalf of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council.


6.
POST OFFICE (Clerk’s Report, Item 19)
Members noted the letter that had been sent to Royal Mail from a resident of Alderbrook Close.  Members did comment that Starbucks are in the process of designing a plan to improve the access into their shop.

Members stated that they welcome the news that Starbucks are taking on the Post Office business.


7.
COUNCILLOR'S RESIGNATION (Clerk’s Report, Item 8)
Members noted that Mr. Hayes had given formal notice to resign from the Parish Council.  Members agreed to accept Mr. Hayes resignation.  The Chairman on behalf of the Parish Council thanked Mr. Hayes for his time served and wished him well with his future ventures.




Members noted the procedure outlined in the Clerk' s Report for filling a casual vacancy.

Members were pleased to note that a grant from Staffordshire County Council has been received.

BURTON COLLEGE (Clerk’s Report, Item 12)
Members noted the Notes taken from the meeting that was recently held with the Principal of Burton Technical College.  Members agreed that they should allow time for 

Mr. Norris to consult with his Governors.


10.
TRAFFIC CALMING - CHURCH ROAD

Members suggested that the Parish Council should write to Staffordshire County Council to ask them to address the overgrown vegetation that is covering any of the street lamps on Church Road.

11.
JINNY TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 13)
Members noted that Mrs. Anderson had won her appeal to get a modification order to add a public bridleway to the Definitive Map with Staffordshire County Council.  The Clerk reported that she had spoken to the officer at the County Council who is dealing with this case.  He advised that the County Council would look carefully at the Inspectors Report and then make a decision on what to do.  If they decide to abide with the Inspectors recommendations then they will be contacting the two Parish Councils who are the landowners.  As landowners the Parish Council has a right to appeal against the modification order.  If the Parish Council does appeal this will result in a public enquiry and the decision at this enquiry will be final.

Member agreed that the Chairman should given authority to appeal against the order if this was deemed necessary before the next Parish Council meeting.

12.
CONSERVATION DOCUMENT (Clerk’s Report, Item 14)
Members were pleased that the new Conservation Document is progressing.  Members asked that a copy of the VDSG list of buildings and the old Civic Trust list be circulated to members for the next Parish Council meeting. 

13.
ELIZABETH AVENUE – PLAYING FIELD (Clerk’s Report, Item 16)
It was reported to members that the spare set of five-a-side goal posts have gone missing from Craythorne Field.  Members noted that this had been reported to the police.  

Members agreed to accept the quotation for a new set of goal posts from DSK at a cost of £550.  Members suggested that the Clerk make some enquires into obtaining a grant from the Football Foundation to cover the cost.




One of the new toddlers seats in the play area has been vandalized.

It was reported that the Chairman and Clerk would be meeting with Mrs. Elson, 24 Beacon Road, to discuss the hawthorn hedge between her garden and the playing field.  

Members noted that the working party group met to discuss the playground inspection reports.  Members noted that DSK and the Environmental Officer were carrying out various repairs and maintenance.

The Chairman read out a report that had been received from Mrs. Gregory the resident from Elizabeth Avenue who clears glass from the playing field.  The letter had some disturbing reports of anti social behavior around Elizabeth Avenue and the playing field.  It was reported that P.C. Lear already has been forwarded a copy of this report and members agreed that copies should also be forwarded to P.C. Hall and Mr. Fradley from ESBC.

FOOTBALL TEAMS – CRAYTHORNE FIELD

It was reported that Rolleston Cricket Club Football Team wish to have permission to play on Craythorne Filed once again this season.  The football team was also given permission to declare Craythorne as its home ground for this coming season.
