Orders for the payment of money shall be authorized by resolution of the Council.  Cheques and relevant invoices will be signed by two members and the Responsible Financial Officer.

b.
In emergency situations, the Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council subject to a limit of £300.   Before expenditure is approved, the Clerk must seek consultation with the Chairman, Vice Chairman or member of the Council.  Only in their absence can the Clerk approve emergency expenditure to this amount.


c.
Any project undertaken costing over £50,000 should be put out to tender.

 A Notice of Vacancy has been displayed in the village notice board since 22nd September.  If a request for an election to fill the vacancy, signed by ten electors, has not been received by ESBC then the Parish Council are free to co-opt a member within sixty day of the notice.

STAFFORDSHIRE AND STOKE-ON-TRENT JOINT LOCAL ACCESS FORUM



A letter dated 27th September has been received from Mr. Morris, County Countryside Officer, Staffordshire County Council.  The Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000 requires Highway Authorities to prepare a Rights of Way Improvement Plan by Novembers 2007.  Mr. Edwards, Conservation Officer, ESBC has asked the village to compile a list of areas or buildings that are important to the village that are not necessarily in the Conservation Area or Listed separately.  Enclosed is a draft lists put together by the VDSG and the old Civic Trusts list.  The Civic Trust is also compiling a list that will be forwarded to ESBC separately.

JORPS – TRAVEL PLAN



Mr. Arblaster had a second proposal for members to consider regarding the rear access to the school.  Mr. Arblaster required the Parish Council’s support in principle before this meeting.  The proposal was taken to the Village Liaison Meeting where the Parish Council members agreed to support the proposal in principle.  This decision followed a meeting with Mr. Arblaster your Chairman and Clerk where timescales and ideas were discussed.



The second proposal uses the second rear access gate that is located near the toddlers play area.  This proposal would mean that only a short link path is necessary to connect to the existing path.  Also the parents waiting area could be made larger to incorporate a seating area and kick wall facility.  



Due to this new proposal the two new benches have been delayed as members may want to consider that the benches be located on the proposed parents waiting area.  A copy of the proposal will be available at your meeting.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD



The Clerk met with Mr. Elson regarding the overgrown hedge on the boundary of the playing field.   Mr. Gould, Environmental Officer quoted £50 for the hedge to be cut.  Your Chairman and Clerk agreed this quotation and members are asked to support the action taken.

ALMSHOUSE – CHRISTMAS TREE

At the Village Liaison meeting members asked for this item to be on this months Agenda.  They wished to discuss possible relocation of the mailbox.  The Village Notice Board has now been relocated outside Starbucks.

20.
LYCH GATE



A meeting took place on Wednesday 29th September between Mr. Patrick, Carpenter, Mr. Edwards, ESBC Conservation Officer, Mr. Burston and Mr. Marshall, St. Mary’s Church, Chairman and Clerk.  Mr. Patrick called the meeting.  He wanted a decision to be made on the colour most appropriate to stain the new lych gate panels.  A colour was selected that was the nearest match to the existing frame.  Mr. Patrick has said that he will try and complete all four panels and install them by 11th November.  Mr. Patrick has said that if the two right hand panels have not been finished by the 11th he will put back the old panels to make good for Remembrance Day.



Mr. Patrick did show the group the two left hand panels that are now completed.  It was agreed by all that he is doing an excellent job!

DOCTOR’S SURGERY



A letter has been forwarded to Prime Development stating members initial comments on their sketch plan.  They have stated in a telephone conversation that they would like the Public Meeting to take place in the next month.  They have been forwarded the details of how to book the Scout Headquarters and the Methodist Chapel.

FLOODING


A letter dated 24th September has been received from ESBC informing the Parish Council that they are currently reviewing the existing arrangements in respect of emergency sandbag provision.  They have asked for information on the current levels of sand and bags.  They have also asked that the Parish Council review their emergency procedures for the manufacture and distribution of the sandbags.  They recommend that the Parish Council should identify vulnerable residents within the parish and ensure that an appropriate workforce is available to make, deliver and place the sandbags for parishioners who are unable to do so for themselves.


In response the Clerk has ordered another supply of sand and bags and has informed the Borough Council of the Flood Warden procedure already in place.   Each Flood Warden has a list of vulnerable residents in their area and a list of residents who are willing to help their neighbours with sandbags.  There has also been a small reminder in the last newsletter reminding residents where they can obtain sand and bags

A copy of the Parish Council’s Annual Flood Prevention Action Plan is enclosed for members annual review.

At the last Village Liaison Meeting members suggested that SCC be asked to consider installing gully kerbs on Knowles Hill, near the shops, to help the flooding situation in this area.
