COLLEGE PLAYING FIELD – NEW COMMUNITY SCHOOL

SOIL CONDITIONING COMPOST & PRACTICAL HOME COMPOSTING WORKSHOPS


There are approximately 24,000 properties throughout the Borough with access to a brown bin kerbside collection service for garden waste.   This material is windrow composted at facilities managed by Biffa Waste Services Ltd.   The Waste Team is currently investigating the options for making this material available to residents.  The material can be supplied in 40litre bags at a cost of £2.50 per bag.


The Borough Council is asking if any existing organisation or group would be interested in joint working to make this material available.

17.
FLOODING


On the 15th November the Flood Wardens meeting took place.


On Thursday 18th November Brookside, Chapel Lane, School Lane and Craythorne Lane were flooded.  A car was flooded on Brookside. ESBC – FORUM MEETING


The Chairman and Clerk asked for the new changes to the planning application committee meeting and the brown bin service to be items for the Forums Agenda.  The Chairman attended the Forum meeting on Wednesday 8th December and may wish to report further.

19.
WESTBURY HOMES


Over the last few months the Parish Council Office along with the police has received a small amount of complaints over parking around the estate.  The complaints range from inconsiderate parking, parking on pavements and parking outside the front of properties when parking is at the rear of homes.  P.C. Lear has concluded that he will in due courses be writing to all residents on the estate to remind them that blocking pavements is illegal and advising that he will be patrolling the area.

VILLAGE DIRECTORY


Mr. Martin has advised that two volunteers from the Civic Trust are willing to update the Village Directory.  The Civic Trust have asked if the Parish Council can support the costs of the update.  This is for reprinting,  probably about £65.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL


Stretton Parish Council have now confirmed that they are prepared to open the Jinny Nature Trail to cycles but strictly on the terms that both Parish Councils liaise with Sustrans.


A joint Working Group meeting took place on Monday 29th November.  Your Chairman may wish to report on this item.

22.
HISTORY OF ROLLESTON


As many of the members will be aware, Mr. Idris Bowen has been working on the History of Rolleston for approximately 15 years.   He is now very ill and is anxious to sort out the future of his work.   County Archives wish to have all his work (whether finished or not) and he has personally financed the work to date.


There is support in the village to have a local archive room and if this is achieved, Mr. Bowen is happy that a copy of all his work is kept in the village for future generations.    This copy would need to be financed and the Parish Council is asked to consider this.

23.
LITTER BINS


E-mail has been received from Mrs. Barnett, Station Road regarding the litter bin on Station Road.  She is referring to the bin adjacent to the jitty that leads to Meadow View.  She states that the bin is full of dog faeces and has at times been over flowing.  She has asked how often the bin is emptied and whether dog faeces should be disposed off in this bin.


The Clerk has replied to Mrs. Barnett to inform her of the frequency the bins are emptied and that dog faeces can be disposed of in this bin.  The Clerk has also made some enquires at ESBC for an additional bin but was advised that the village has a sufficient number of litterbins.

24.
SCHOOL LANE – TREE


A large tree was recently felled on the corner of School Lane and Station Road.  ESBC’s Tree Officer was aware that this has happened.  The tree was struck by lightening last year and was dead.  Under these circumstances the owners did not require planning permission.

25.
SPRING BULBS


A large donation of daffodil bulbs was received from Mrs. Stone.  Volunteers from the Civic trust have planted them around Cornmill Lane and Dovecliff Road gateways.

26.
BEACON DRIVE


A formal response has been received from LPU Commander, Mr. Farrington, regarding the parked trailer on Beacon Road. Mr. Farrington has stated that he has forwarded the complaint to P.C. Lear.


P.C. Lear has written to state that there is no legislation that would give the police power against the trailer owner.  He goes on to say that he has spoken to the owner of the trailer who is fully aware that he can park his trailer on the road and he believes that the complaint is a personal issue that is being raised against him.  P.C. Lear has stated that he will be monitoring the situation.
