HO/13962/007 Erection of a single storey front extension and a detached double garage, The Cedar Cottage, Hall Grounds

The reasons specified are as follows:-

The pair of cottages are significant buildings in the Conservation Area and the front extension would harm the unity and symmetry of the pair and the proposed roof pitch would be out of keeping with the pitch of the main building to the detriment of the character and appearance of the cottages and Conservation Area and the general visual quality of the area, contrary to Policies En16, En17, En20 and H22 of the Local Plan and Policy NC19 of the Structure Plan. The detached garage would be less than 1.5m from the trunk of a mature Corsican Pine and the proposed foundations would result in some of its roots being severed to the detriment of its future health, contrary to Policy En30 of the Local Plan.

PLANNING ISSUE


It has been reported to an ESBC Planning Officer that a section of building attached to 2a Station Road has been demolished.  The Planning Officer is making enquires as to whether  planning consent was required.

PLANNING APPEAL


PA/26631/005 Erection of a detached dormer bungalow and alterations to existing access – garden to rear/side of 59 Beacon Road.


Mr. & Mrs. Pickering have appealed against the Borough Council’s refusal of planning permission for the above development.   The appeal is to be decided on the basis of an exchange of written statements by the parties and a site visit by an Inspector.


The Borough Council advises that if comments were made at the application stage, these will automatically be sent to the Inspectorate.   If the Parish Council wishes to make any further representations these must be submitted to the Inspectorate in writing no later than 18th January 2005.

REPLACEMENT DWELLING, 29 BEACON ROAD


A letter has been received from Mr. Alan Castillon who has power of Attorney for Mrs. S. Castillon who lives at 31 Beacon Road.   He is greatly concerned about the planning permission which has been granted to replace the semi-detached dwelling at No. 29 Beacon Road and particularly the effect on the health of his housebound mother.


I have spoken to Mr. Castillon and advised him to contact the Planning Officer who would be able to give him more accurate advice on whether he can appeal against the decision.

ANNUAL ESTIMATES OF EXPENDITURE


Estimates of Expenditure for the Financial Year 2005/2006 have been prepared to enable members to agree the level of next year’s precept.


Information received from the Borough Council advises that subject to approval, the tax base will be £1,317.17.   This means that if the Parish Council wishes to raise £1,000 by way of precept, this would result in a charge of £0.76 for a band D property

8.
TRANSFER OF LICENCE FOR THE JINNIE INN


The application for the transfer of the licence for the Jinnie Inn has been served on the Court and will be heard on 10th February.

9.
ANSLOW LANE


The Director of Development Services has replied to County Councillor Bather concerning the provision of a footpath or a built-out and priority system.    A copy of the letter is attached.     The County Council is again stating that the Parish Council is best placed to approach frontages with a view to securing a dedication of land.

10.
COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE – BIDS FOR 2005/6


The County Council is inviting bids once again for path projects to be supported under the Community Paths Initiative Scheme for 2005/6.  The deadline for bids is 28th February 2005.


The County Council say that a project that has proved to be a great success in some Parishes is the replacement of stiles with kissing gates to assist the less agile.   Under the Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000, Local Authorities are now required to have regard to the needs of the less agile when authorising the erection of gates and barriers across rights of way to control livestock.
