PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PETITIONS

TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 26)

Mr. Edwards asked the Chairman when the Church Road traffic calming would be commencing.  The Chairman replied that this item would be discussed in the Clerk’s Report.

b.
PARKING PROBLEMS – WESTBURY ESTATE (Clerk’s Report, Item 28)


A resident from Needwood Avenue asked the Chairman are there any proposals for road marking on the new estate?  She explained that the residents on the estate were experiencing problem with inconsiderate parking by a minority who are not using their designated parking areas.  The resident has written to Westbury Homes asking for help but she has been unsatisfied with the response received from the developer.  There is a concern with road safety in this area particularly once the bus turning circle has been reestablished.



The Chairman explained that there was little the Parish Council could do until the local authority has adopted the road.  The road at present is a private road being the responsibility of the developer.  However, he did explain that some of the issues the resident raised are issues that should be dealt with by the police.  Members agreed to write to Westbury Homes.



County Councillor Bather also added that he would like to see double yellow lines being instated along the frontage of the estate on Station Road.

TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD / MARSTON LANE


County Councillor Bather reported that the latest update was that the Highways Authority plans to commence the Traffic Calming on Church Road at the end of January.

Members raised the issue of the entrance to Marston Lane stated the visibility problems for motorists needs addressing.  Members asked whether a visibility sign could be erected near this junction.


County Councillor Bather responded that he would raise this again with the Highway Authority.

Under Revenue the Planning Consultant was reduced from £5,000 to £2,000

Members agreed to reduce the amount estimated for the Planning Consultant from £5,000 to £2,000

It was proposed by Dr. Trelinski seconded by Mr. Bradley that following these amendments the precept remains at £36,000 for the financial year 2005/06

ANSLOW LANE (Clerk’s Report, Item 10)
Members noted the letter from SCC to County Councillor Bather in response to a footway on Anslow Lane.  Members were concerned that the letter contradicts what was agreed at the last site meeting.  The letter reports that the Parish Council is in the best position to approach frontages in a view to secure a dedication of land.  At the site meeting it was stated that only one property would have to be approached and SCC would be doing that.

The Chairman read out a copy of a letter that had been received which was sent by SCC to the property owner who’s hedge will have to be removed in order for the footway to commence     The County Council is again stating that the Parish Council is best placed to approach frontages with a view to securing a dedication of land.

Members agreed that the two stiles on footpath 5 should be considered being changed to kissing gates.
