A meeting has been called by the Legal Department at Staffordshire County Council following a letter that was forwarded to the department after the last Parish Council meeting.  The letter refers to a collation of various concerns that have been expressed over the last few months with regard to the Bridleway.  The meeting is to be held on Friday 11th February with both Parish Council Chairmen being invited along with County Councillor Bather.

Mr. Davis, Sustrans, has stated that it will be some months before he will be able to make much progress with the plan of a cycleway.  However, he has advised that he will be contacting both Parish Council’s in the near future to set up a day to walk the trail in order to discuss what is required in more detail.

Burton Conservation Volunteers have agreed to clear the second path on the Jinny trail.  However, they have advised that the contractor that has the mowing contract better deals with this work.

26.
TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD


Members may have noticed that the traffic calming on Church Road has now been completed.  The Parish Council Office has received several complaints from residents who are disappointed with the effectiveness of the speed humps.

27.
ESBC – LITTER BIN


ESBC have agreed to replace the small lamppost bin at the end of the Meadow View Jitty on Station Road with a larger more adequate bin.

28.
WESTBURY HOMES ESTATE


Following the last meeting a letter was written to Westbury Homes asking if there was anything that could be done to help the residents on the estate who were experiencing problems with inconsiderate neighbours parking.  The opportunity was also taken again to ask about a village notice board being erected on Garretts Square.  Westbury Homes response: -


‘With regard to the parking on this development, as we have indicated to the residents who have contacted Westbury Homes direct, this issue is a civil matter, and, as you have concurred the police have been involved on several occasions.  Unfortunately, due to the inconsideration of a few of their fellow residents this is the only way the matter can be dealt with if the law is being broken in any way.


In relation to the erection of a village notice board, having spoken to our Development Department I am advised that Westbury Homes would have no objection to this; however, we would request that these works are not carried until the development has been adopted by the Local Authority to avoid any hold-up occurring in this hand-over.’

There was supposed to be ‘cherry’ trees in the grass to the sides of the main avenue.

2.
There was a grassed circle at the top with a major tree in it. This is concrete and the centre drain and manhole make this unlikely? Now is best tree planting time? Should some enquiries be made?
