PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The Planning Officer advises that regarding the previous application on this property the occupiers of No. 35 did not have sole ownership of as much land as they thought, such that two cars could not be accommodated on the property’s land with the extension in the proposed position.  The previous application was therefore withdrawn and a fresh one submitted, (above).  The extension is slightly further back.  This allows for the parking of two cars within the red lined application site, which the applicant says is within their ownership.  The Planning Officer states that she has seen a copy of the deed plan that confirms this.

3.
SPREAD EAGLE 


Concern was expressed to ESBC Enforcement Officer in the recent works being carried out in the gardens of the hotel.  It is understood that they had not gained the necessary planning permission.  ESBC will be requesting a retrospective application shortly.

4.
YOUTH SURVEY – PARISH PLAN


A letter has been received from the Village Design Statement Group who have asked that the Parish Council compile an appendix to the Parish Plan to complete the youth section of the Parish Plan.


The VDSG feel that they have now completed a youth survey but the continuation actions need the more direct authority of the Parish Council.


Enclosed is a copy of the Minutes taken from the meeting at which Gary Williams, SCC Tutbury Youth leader, was the guest speaker.  The VDSG add after listening to Gary it was recognised that a youth club may not be appropriate or wanted.  The group noted the success of a brake dancing exhibition organised in its parish by Stretton.  The VDSG recommended that maybe the second action to be taken once Clare Pidsley has collated opinions from youths at De Ferrers etc, be for a junior RODSEC not necessarily composed of representatives of the existing youth organisations.

6.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES – STANDING ORDERS


At the last meeting members agreed to revise the Standing Orders to allow two representatives to serve on the Parish Council.  The present Standing Order No. 73 refers to one representative.  Members need to approve the following: -

’73:1 The Parish Council shall annually co-opt two Youth Representatives at the September meeting of the Council’

Miss. Pidsley has reserved a place on this programme.   She may wish to report further.

8.
TRAFFIC CALMING  - CHURCH ROAD


A response has been received from SCC regarding early comments submitted from the Parish Council regarding poor lighting and requesting a speed survey in the next 2/3 months.  


The letter states that the lighting of the build out at the Tutbury end of Church Road is programmed to be completed by Wednesday 23rd March.  The proposed lighting improvement to the entire length of the road is imminent.


They are restricted in what signage can be used on the public highway and how these signs can be used.  The Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2004 contain no sign to warn of a ‘hidden entrance’.  The Traffic Signs Manual prescribes, in explicit terms, the regulations regarding the size and siting of signs and the traffic-calming scheme complies with these guidelines.


The Parish Council’s comments regarding the condition of the road surface have been forwarded to the Area Surveyor for inclusion in this carriageway maintenance programme.


SCC states that it is the normal procedure to take speed measurements before and after installation.  The ‘after’ measures are usually carried-out approximately three months after completion in order to allow traffic to achieve equilibrium.  The Parish Council will receive a full copy of all traffic data upon completion.


A letter dated 23rd March has also been received from ESBC.  It is confirming that their engineer had inspected the work and he has established that the work had been carried out to the appropriate codes and standards and there is no further action that ESBC wish to take. 

9.
TRAFFIC CALMING – DOVECLIFF ROAD


A copy of a letter has been received from the VDSG to the Highways Department outlining concerns with the design of the traffic calming scheme on Dovecliff Road.  They are particularly concerned with the position of the build-out at the Stretton end.  They have asked the Highways Department to consider relocating the build-out further up the hill or much further back.

10.
ESBC – PARISH COUNCILS’ FORUM – HIGHWAYS ISSUES


The Chairman and Clerk attended a meeting on Tuesday 5th April at the Town Hall.  Rolleston Parish Council had the issues of the road outside the new estate on the agenda.  Your Chairman may wish to comment on this meeting.

11.
ESBC – PARISH COUNCILS’ FORUM


Details have been received for the date of the next Forum meeting.  The meeting is to take place on Wednesday 8th June at 6.30pm in the Council Chamber at the Town Hall.  Items for the agenda are to be submitted by Friday 13th May.

12.
KNOWLES HILL AND ROLLESTON ROAD


The condition of the pavements from Knowles Hill along sections of Rolleston Road has been reported to SCC.

13.
JINNY TRAIL – JOINT WORKING GROUP


A meeting took place of the Joint Working Party on Wednesday 30th March.  At this meeting a response from Sustrans was reported on.  Sustrans did comment that they thought that is was highly unlikely that the Jinny would become a Bridleway.  (This response was unclear and without the full facts of the Bridleway application being given to Sustrans).


Sustrans did state that they believe that in theory the project of the cycleway could move forward subject to planning consent for the engineering works involved and to being able to fund the project.


Over the last nine months Sustrans has been bound by a contract obliging many to focus almost exclusively on managing a grant scheme that is largely urban in character.  Rolleston Curve and the Jinny are thus not as high priority as they were when Millennium money was available.  However, this doesn’t mean that Sustrans have lost interest and they are hoping to make time to lodge planning applications for the Derbyshire and Staffordshire sections of the Curve in the next few months.


Regarding funding, South Derbyshire District Council is keen on the Curve project and has been negotiating on Sustrans behalf for Section 106 Planning contributions to help progress it.  It is understood that some has already been gathered to cover some of the engineering involved but it is believed that another £150.000 is needed to be raised to reach Station Road.


Mr. Davis from Sustrans ends his email confirming that Sustrans is still keen to help with the Jinny Trail but they have a number of hurdles of their own to clear before being able to give it the attention it deserves.


The Clerk contacted Mrs. Booth from SPCA to ask for comments with the Bridleway.  She has confirmed that all relevant documents have been received from both the Parish Council and SCC but she has not had enough time to ‘plough’ through it.  She has advised the Parish Council that she will contact us as soon as she is in a position to do so.


At the last Parish Council meeting it was suggested that Mr. Williams be invited to the next joint meeting, as he is knowledgeable on byways and cycle ways.  Mr. Williams is willing to come and talk to the group but he was unable to attend the last meeting as he was on holiday.

14.
BUS TURNING – MEADOW VIEW AND WESTBURY HOMES


A response has been received from Arriva to the request for information as to when they would be using the bus turning square on the new estate.  The following is an extract from their letter: -

‘We are currently in the process of reviewing all of our services in the Burton area.  Unfortunately, this review is taking longer than anticipated but we expect to complete it later in the year.

Until the review is complete and conclusions reached, we will not be making any significant changes to services in the Burton area and this includes service 15 to Rolleston.


Once these conclusions have been reached, we will of course be consulting on any changes.’

It was concluded that the Village Notice Board should truly belong to the village with all village organisations contributing towards the cost of a new and larger one.  At this meeting, it was pointed out that the Parish Council was having difficulty displaying legally binding notices e.g. Election Notice, Byelaws etc.  It was concluded that a three-door notice board would be preferable with the Parish Council having exclusive rights to one third.  It was suggested at this meeting that the last contractor who was given the commission to make the present notice board be asked to provide a quotation.  The Clerk volunteered to do this.  It was also concluded that RODSEC would circulate a letter to all village organisations to ask for donations.  The Parish Council would collate the finance as the Parish Council can claim the VAT if relevant. 


The quotation was from Doug Finch, South Hill, - To construct a similar design to the existing one.  To be free standing at a location to be negotiated with Starbuck’s. Construction in pine, plywood.  Laminated three doors and finished in black with across the top the Rolleston on Dove sign.  The cost of the Notice board is £1,896.75.
