TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 10)

Minutes of the meeting held on 14th March 2005 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR


Mr. Bather made the following report: -

a.
Westbury - The section of Station Road along the new estate has been resurfaced.  Mr. Bather reported that he has asked that the grass verge on the opposite side to the housing estate be reinstated.  He stated that some form of signage might be required to prevent cars from parking on this verge.

b.
Dovecliff Road traffic calming – SCC are to monitor the traffic calming.  The position of the build out has been moved following objections from a farmer who demonstrated the he would have difficulty turning large machinery into his field if the build out was to remain at its original location.  The build out is located slightly further up the hill.  Mr. Bather reported he was arranging a site meeting on Dovecliff Road where the issues raised concerning the traffic calming could be discussed with an SCC engineer.  The Parish Council will be invited to attend.

c.
Church Road traffic calming – The improvements to the lighting have been finished in this area.  Mr. Bather shared members concerned with the present condition of the road surface along Church Road.  

d.
Knowles Hill – the repairs to the footway along Knowles Hill have been delayed as repairs are programmed other works.  It is in the program of SCC to resurface the whole footway in this area by the water company.

Old Post Office Station Road – Mr. Bather reported that he had asked the engineers at SCC to look into reinstating double yellow lines outside the old post office.

f.
Rolleston Swimming Pool – The Ivy has been removed from the top of the boundary wall that has aided visibility for motorists exiting Fiddlers Lane.

The Chairman thanked County Councillor Bather.

Members discussed their concerns generally over retrospect planning permission stating that they wanted assurance that retrospective planning applications are judged equally as thoroughly as if the application had followed the correct procedure.  Members agreed that this enquiry should be an item for the next forum meeting at ESBC.

YOUTH SURVEY – PARISH PLAN

The Chairman reported that he would prepare a draft appendix for consideration to the Parish Plan that will complete the youth section.

Miss. Pidsley reported that Mr. York. Headmaster to De Ferrers has suggested that she compile a questionnaire that could be handed out to Rolleston pupils.  Mr. York has declined Gary Williams, Youth Work, offer to go and talk to De Ferrers pupils at their school.  Miss. Pidsley is seeking the assistance of Mr. Williams in compiling the questionnaire.

Members supported Miss. Pidsley’s offer to progress this further.

5.
PARISH PLAN STATUS – MARCH 2005

Members noted the information provided by their Chairman on the status of the actions taken with issues covered by the Parish Plan.  The Chairman reported on the item listed and a copy is attached to the Minute Book.  Members agreed that this exercise had been helpful and it was also agreed that this report should be updated every six months.

Miss. Pidsley reported to members that she had attended the recent Youth Forum Workshop.  She stated that there was discussion on youth rights and the level of voice in the community.  Miss. Pidsley reported that she would like to join the Forum once its up and running.

The Chairman thanked Miss. Pidsley for her report.

10.
ESBC – PARISH COUNCILS’ FORUM – HIGHWAYS ISSUES

The Chairman reported on the recent Forum meeting at ESBC that was called to discuss Highway issues.  The Chairman read out the following extract taken from the Agenda at the Forum meeting that replies to an enquiry over the condition of Station Road outside Westbury Homes development: -

‘Following negotiations with the Developer, a section of Station Road in front of and adjacent to the access road into the site is being re-surfaced.  This section has been badly affected by works undertaken by utility companies providing new services for the site.

The County Council unfortunately do not have powers to require a developer to resurface the existing highway on the completion of works.  The majority of damage in this case has been a result of utility works as previously described.  Currently the utility companies are only required to reinstate those parts of the highway that they have excavated or damaged.’

The Chairman also read out a reply received from SCC concerning the same problem.  The following is an extract: -

‘The County Council’s highway inspectors have looked into this matter on a number of occasions, however the situation has never been adjudged to be ‘dangerous’.  Utility companies have undertaken works in association with the development and reinstatements have been satisfactory, although there are level differences which have temporarily existed during the construction phase which has led to some localized ponding of water.’

Members discussed their concerns with the responses from the Forum meeting and the letter from SCC.

The Chairman also reported on an item discussed at the Forum meeting on ‘Speed Watch’.  It is understood that Speed Watch is a join venture with local communities and the police.  Some members were concerned with the idea of this scheme.

It was proposed by Dr. Trelinski that P.C. Lear should be invited to the next Parish Council meeting in order to give more information on Speed Watch.  This was seconded by Mrs. Toon.  Five members voted for the proposal and three voted against.

JINNY TRAIL – JOINT WORKING GROUP (Clerk’s Report, Item 22)
The Chairman reported on the recent meeting that took place of the Joint Working Party.  He reported that Mr. Williams had agreed to attend the next meeting.  Mi. Williams has knowledge of cycle ways and byways.

ANNUAL PLAYGROUND INSPECTION REPORTS.

Members noted the contents of this years annual playground inspection reports.  It was reported that the only item that requires attention is a loose post on the Meadow View play area’s fence.  The Clerk reported that this repair was in hand

SPCA – ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES AND PROCEDURES

Members noted that details have been received for the above seminar.  The seminar is to be held on Wednesday 27th April at Colwich.

CLEAN NEIGHBOURHOODS AND ENVIRONMENT BILL

Members discussed the details that had been received from DEFRA regarding the above Bill.  Members agreed that the Parish Council would have to take advice if or when this Bill is passed

18.
WESTBURY HOMES ESTATE (Clerk’s Report, Item 14)
Members noted the comments from the Planning Officer that they are aware that certain conditions put on the developers for tree planting etc have as yet not been implemented.  They are in the process of ‘chasing’ the developers to install what was agreed with the Toddlers Play Area and Junior Play Area.  As soon as that has been resolved it is their intention to put pressure on the developers to complete the agreed tree planting in particular the cherry lined avenue to Garrett’s Square.

Dr. Trelinski was asked to contact Mr. Crossley regarding details of the proposals for the new junior play area on the development.

ROLLESTON SWIMMING POOL (Clerk’s Report, Item 25)
The Chairman reported on the letter that had been received from Mr. Bush updating the position with the Rolleston Swimming Pool.



Members sympathized with the current position of the swimming pool.

Members discussed that in principle they would be willing to become a custodian to the swimming pool provided that more information is provided e.g. what is owned at the swimming pool.  Also they wished that two advisory bodies should become involved before any formal decision is taken.  They would like advice from the Parks & Countryside section at ESBC and Staffordshire Wildlife Trust advise.

Members discussed that the swimming pool members at their next meeting could vote that the land be sold for development.  This concerned members greatly.  Many members referred to the possible loss of the trees in this area if this was to proceed and it was also discussed that the swimming pool is outside the village envelop. 

26.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (Clerk’s Report, Item 24)
Members agreed to donate the sum of £650 towards the cost of the new Village Notice board.  Members suggested that if other groups were in agreement the Parish Council take on the responsibility of maintaining the new board. 

27.
THE DERBYSHIRE AIRFIELD CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE

Members agreed with Mr. Taylor’s comments that the present forum should continue but the frequency be reduced to one meeting per year.  There should, however, be the mechanism to call a special meeting in the event of a significant number of complaints.  Members suggested that the annual meeting should take place in summer, as this would be relevant for the time of year when most complaints are received.

OTHER MATTERS BROUGHT UP BY MEMBERS

a.
Tutbury Parish Council – has invited your Chairman to their Annual Parish meeting to talk about communication between Councils. This meeting is to take place after your new Chair has been elected.  However, it was agreed that the present Chairman should attend this meeting and not the newly elected Chair.

b.
Jinny Trail – it was reported that there is some concern that land has been taken off the Jinny Trail to extend a domestic garden off Walford Road. The Chairman and Clerk are to meet in order to inspect this claim.  Members suggested that the farmer to the adjacent field be contacted as this also affected his land.

c.
Oak tree – it was reported that an oak tree in one of the gardens between Walford Road and South Hill has been removed.

d.
Lych Gate – it was reported that the new panels should be in place in time for the VE weekend.

e.
ESBC Community Fund – Dr. Trelinski informed members of a new fund called the Community Fund that has been set up at the Borough Council.  Village organizations have been invited to bid for capital community schemes.  Mrs. Smith is the contact at ESBC for application forms for this fund.

f.
Dower House – it was reported that there is some concern with the condition of the boundary wall to the Dower House on Brookside.  There are some large cracks appearing and the wall seems to be leaning. 

Owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted the Chairman moved that the public and press be excluded from the remainder of the meeting.
