P.C.LEAR’S REPORT (Clerk’s Report, Item 20)


P.C. Lear reported on a new scheme being introduced called Speed Watch.

He explained that the scheme has been launched to help rural villages help themselves in combating speeding vehicles through their villages.  He reported that Kings Bromley was the first village in this area to take the opportunity of this scheme.

He explained that at least six volunteers from one area are recruited and provided with training from the police.  They are also issued with a fluorescence jacket.  Speed Watch is meant to be an advisory scheme with information being passed to the police of motorists that are speeding.  This then results in a warning letter being forwarded to the vehicle owner.  If the motorist repeats the offence then the police become more involved. 

The equipment costs around £400.  Two volunteers work at any one time on roads that have been highlighted of having speed problems.  Speed Watch can only be used on roads with a 30mph or 40mph speed restriction and it is not suitable for 'A' class roads.

Ms. C. Millington reported on her role as a Police Community Support Officer.  She works full time covering Stretton and Rolleston.  Members highlighted their concerns with parking problems relating to the school run traffic.  Ms. Millington said she would look into this.

The Chairman thanked both P.C. Lear and Ms. Millington for their reports.  Members asked for this item to be included on next month’s Agenda.
