BT – PAYPHONES - CONSULTATION



A letter dated 31st May has been received from BT. The letter is part of a formal consultation process regarding BT’s current programme of proposed public payphone removals.  There are currently three street based payphones in the village.  BT has identified one payphone that has very little use.  They are proposing to turn the payphone on Beacon Drive into a cashless payment option phone as an alternative to removal.  This means that the phone would no longer accepts cash payment but still has all other functionality including the ability to make emergency, operator controlled, reverse charge, credit card and Charge card calls.  



The consultation period closes on 3rd August 2005.

JINNY TRAIL


A copy of the Notice of Modification Order has now been received from SCC.  Stretton and Rolleston Parish Council have until 18th July to formally object to this Order.  This Order has been advertised in the Burton Mail and on the Village Notice board.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES – STANDING ORDERS


In accordance with Standing Order 67 a motion to permanently vary or revoke a Standing Order shall when proposed and seconded, stand adjourned without discussion to the next ordinary meeting of the Council.

At the March meeting, (Minute No. 71:23) members agreed to revise the Standing Order No. 73 to allow two representatives to serve on the Parish Council.  The present Standing Order No. 73 refers to one representative.  The following statement was formally proposed and seconded at the April Parish Council meeting, (Minute No. 71:6) and stood adjourned at the May meeting, (Minutes Number 9:4).

‘73:1 The Parish Council shall annually co-opt two Youth Representatives at the September meeting of the Council’ 

All grammar and references to refer to two representatives in the complete section 73 of the Standing Orders.

Members are now asked to formally agree to the amendments to the Standing Orders.

13.
VILLAGE SIGN


It has been reported that on cleaning the sign Mr. Martin found wood rot and water ingress along the base of the sign frame, particularly on the north side.  Mr. Killick, The Lawns, was asked to inspect the damage and he has stated that it can be repaired.  This would involve the following: -

‘Cutting out and inserting new fillets of oak 



Filling some cracks with weather proof mastic

Putting an exterior sealant along the base of the picture to prevent water getting in again’


This would involve removing the sign and post to his garage for 2-3 days.  It is suggested that this would be a good opportunity to give the woodwork two new coats of preservative.  Mr. Killick would only charge for materials.  Mr. Marshall knows how to dismantle the sign and has the equipment to move it and it was suggested that he be contacted to do this.


Your Chairman and Clerk discussed the above job and concluded that there was some urgency in this work to prevent further damage.  It was agreed that Mr. Killick should be asked to commence with the work with the help of Mr. Marshall.  Members are asked to support the decision taken by your Chairman and Clerk.

14.
ALMSHOUSE CHARITY


A letter dated 16th May has been received from Mr. Bramall of Talbot & Co.  He has advised that Cllr Westwood’s four-year term as Trustee to the Almshouse Charity is due to expire on 16th June.  He would like to know if the Parish Council wishes to nominate Cllr Westwood for a further term.

15.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD


Rolleston Plant hire has been asked to provide a quotation for the removal of the topsoil from the car park of the field.  Members are asked to consider whether they want the topsoil removing and left or whether they wish for the car park to be extended by the use of hard core.


A complaint has been received that lightweight remote controlled aircraft are using Craythorne Field on a regular basis.  It is not known whether it is a group of people or one individual who is there often.  A dog walker recently challenged the aircraft owner after the aircraft frightened the walker's dog.  The aircraft owner was abusive.  


A enquiry has been made by a resident on Lodge Hill to whether the Parish Council would consider sell the five-a-side goalposts that are spare at Craythorne Field.

16.
CRAYTHORNE WOOD


Tilhill have made their final inspection of the wood and have reported that on the whole they are very pleased to see how well the wood has established.  However, they are concerned that some of the Beech trees are not established well enough.  They would like to recommend a spot application of herbicide at the base of trees below 1.5m in height to kill the grass that is clearly competing strongly with the tree.  They would also recommend some enrichment planting of other species such as Rowan, Whitebeam, Field Maple and Crab Apple amongst the beech.  This should be undertaken in the winter.


He has reported that some of the trees have suffered frost damage but states that they should recover.  They recommend retaining guards on the trees that are below 1.5m in height and removing the rest. 


Tilhill have sent off a claim to the Forestry Commission for £383.28 being the third and final instalment of establishment grant.  The sum is making up the following: -

Tilhill have offered to do the work that they have recommended if members wish.


It was agreed at the January/budget meeting that the wood would be cut only once this year.  Members are asked whether they want the cut at the end of the mowing season or now before the thistles spread their seeds.

17.
CRAYTHORNE GOLF CLUB



A letter dated 20th May has been received from Mr. T. Wright, owner and Managing Director of Craythorne Golf Club.
He is proposing to submit a planning application for a 40 bed roomed lodge to be sited at the Golf Club.  He would like to invite local neighbours and members of the Parish Council to see the plans and have the opportunity to ask questions about the scheme.  Members are invited to a presentation on Thursday 16th June at 7.00pm.  The meeting is to be held in The Wright Room at the Golf Club.  Mr. Wright would like some indication of how many members will be attending.

18.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD


Three quotations are still awaited for the contract of a second path from Beacon Road to the first path by the entrance gate.  JMP Services, Rolleston Plant Hire and Forbes West have been asked to provide quotations.


Mr. Gould has been asked to submit a quotation to cut the boundary hedge on the playing field.


On Wednesday 25th May the second entrance to the Primary School was formally opened.  Mr. Morris, Mr. Winstone, Mrs. Redgrave, Mr. Hodson Walker and the Clerk represented the Parish Council.

19.
VILLAGE ‘CLEAN UP’ DAY


The annual village clean up day was held on Saturday 14th May.  The morning was well attended by representatives from the Parish Council, Civic Trust, WI and VDSG. There was a considerable amount of bull rushes cleared from the Spread Eagle Bridge down towards the footbridge on Brookside.  Once the bull rushes were removed it revealed a large silt bank that was restricting the flow of water.  The volunteers did not hesitate and removed this extremely smelly silt within minutes.  This has had an excellent effect on the flow of water.

20.
SPEED WATCH


It is understood that your Chairman went to witness a Speed Watch in progress in Abbotts Bromley.  The Chairman may wish to make a report.


Inspector Andy Mason is in charge of Speed Watch.  He has advised that if this Parish is interested then we need to contact him as soon as possible as there are a number of other Parishes interested in this project and they will be limited to how many they can do.  If members agreed to this scheme then six volunteers need to be found to commence training later this summer.

21.
ARRIVA BUS


A letter has been received dated 23rd May from Mr & Mrs. Thomas, 22 Meadow View.  The letter is complaining about the bus service stopping outside his property that results in fumes regularly drifting into his house.  He has complained twice to Arriva and on the first occasion received a letter back stating that the service would be returning to Westbury Homes Estate once it had been completed.  On the second occasion a response was not received.  Mr. Thomas has asked if the Council know when Arriva are likely to stop using Meadow View and if they have to use Meadow View can the buses use it for turning only and not a driver’s rest stop.

22.
PRIME DEVELOPMENT – PROPOSED DOCTOR’S SURGERY


A public meeting was arranged for Wednesday 8th June in St. Mary’s Church where villagers will be given an opportunity to view and comment on the proposed Doctor’s Surgery.


The Civic Trust and VDSG are concerned that as this meeting is an open meeting and not a Chaired Public meeting comments may not be voiced fully on the proposed development.  Various representatives from these groups have volunteered to circulate amongst the meeting to help record residents comments on the development.  Your Clerk will provide pens and paper for the volunteers to help with this task.  Prime Development has agreed that this can take place and has asked that they receive a copy of was is collated following the meeting.  Your Clerk has volunteered to collate all information gathered.


Members are asked to consider whether it is necessary for an addition Public meeting that would be hosted by the Parish Council for villagers to forwarded further comments on this proposal. 

23.
WESTBURY HOMES – JUNIOR PLAY AREA


Mr. Crossley, Parks & Countryside Manager at ESBC has confirmed that there would be two link paths from the Junior Play Area.  One path is proposed to link with the Meadow View Play Area and another to link with Craythorne Field.  Mr. Crossley discussed whether tarmac or hard core would be suitable for these paths.  It is unclear whether he wants Council opinion on this.  A letter has been submitted trying to ascertain what is required from members but unfortunately due to Mr. Crossley’s holidays a response has not been received.  Hopefully contact will be made in time for your meeting.

ANSLOW LANE



A copy of a letter from SCC to Mrs. Dean, MP has been received.  The letter is updating 

Mrs. Dean on the present position with the footway along Anslow Lane.



The letter is concerning as once again SCC have placed this back into the Parish Councils hands by stating that it is up to the PC to contact the owner of Kiln Lodge regarding the dedication of land to aid the footway.  



This is contrary to what was agreed at the last site meeting.  This comment has appeared in correspondence before when a letter was written outlining what was agreed at the site meeting so it is more than frustrating that this has been mentioned again.  A letter stating this with copies of letters previously reporting on the site meeting have been forwarded to SCC.

POLICE



A letter dated 10th May has been received from Mr. Daniels, Key House, South Hill.  He is complaining that he witnessed a large articulated lorry coming from Stretton travelling through the village.  He did manage the take down the vehicle registration number that has been forwarded to the police.  P.C. Lear later reported that he had spoken to the lorry company and advised of the weight restriction and issued a formal warning.



Another large lorry has been seen travelling through the village and was reported to the police.  P.C. Lear also dealt this with and it is understood that the driver was reprimanded.
