Four members of the public, Mrs. E. Rees-Jones and a representative of the Burton Mail were in attendance.

The Chairman called for a minutes silence in respect of those who had lost their lives in the recent terrorist bombings in London.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS


Mr. Marshall reported that fallen timber appears to be blocking the overflow to the waterfall in Brook Hollows.  There were no questions or petitions.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J. Westwood, Miss C. Pidsley and Mrs. M. Woodbine.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


Minutes of the meeting held on 13th June 2005 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

22.
MOBILE LIBRARY SERVICE


Mrs. Rees-Jones gave a short presentation on Staffordshire County Council’s new proposals for the future of the mobile library service in the village.


Mrs. Rees-Jones reported that a new ‘Travelling Library’ is proposed.  The new library will be much larger and better equipped than the present mobile bus.   The travelling library will be available from the car park to Rolleston for 10 hours per week.  It is hoped that this service will commence from the Autumn.


There will be Internet access and members of the public will be able to use this facility.   The library will have the capacity to cater for up to 20 people at any one time.

Members welcomed the new proposal but were concerned that the needs of the disabled and the less active residents were still catered for.   Mrs. Rees-Jones assured members that the new travelling library will still provide a home service for those who cannot access the library for themselves or those who find it difficult to carry their books home.


The Chairman thanked Mrs. Rees-Jones for her presentation.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

CHURCH ROAD & ROAD WORKS


The Chairman read out a Notice regarding a Temporary Road Traffic Regulation Order 
affecting the following roads:-



Beacon Road  - between Knowles Hill and School Lane



School Lane   -  between Beacon Road and Station Road



Chapel Lane   -  between School Lane and Station Road



The Clerk was instructed to contact SCC Highways Department to ask whether residents 
will be able to access their homes and will there be pedestrian access.   Will there be access to 
Craythorne Lane?   Is there going to be provision once the children return to school?   Will there be 
any compensation for the four businesses in this area?

2.
PLANNING DECISIONS



Members noted the applications that had been permitted and refused.


3.
ESBC – PLANNING OFFICERS



Members noted that Rolleston had gained another Planning Officer.
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4.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL



Members noted that the Joint Working Group has recently met to discuss ways to move 
forward with engaging counsel to submit an objection to the Modification Order.



Members did discuss the possibility of the cost of counsel exceeding the estimate of £3,000.   
Members agreed that the Chairman and Clerk should be given the authority to approve the costs if 
the excess was minimal.



A resident whose home backs onto the Trail is writing to object to the Order as she has 
never witnessed horses on the Trail in the last 20 years.


5.
ESBC – RURAL PARISH LOCAL TRANSPORT GRAIN AID SCHEME



Dr. Trelinski reported the aid scheme does not affect this village.


6.
SPCA – POINTERS TO GOOD PRACTICE



It was agreed that this document be circulated to members and then held in the Parish 
Council Office for reference.


7.
THE CROFT



Members refused Ms. Madeley-Carr’s request for permission to use a metal detector on the 
small and large Croft.   The request was refused as it clearly states in the Parish Council’s Byelaws 
(No. 12) that the use of metal detectors is prohibited on all its land.


8.
AUDIT



Members noted that the Annual Return for the Financial Year ended 31st March 2005 had 
been received.   Members agreed that the Clerk should ask that the deadline for submission be 
extended for one week to co-incide with the September Parish Council meeting.


9.
DEFRA – CLEAN NEIGHBOURHOOD & ENVIRONMENT ACT 2005



Members noted  that details had been received for the timetable for implementing the 

Act.

10.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD



Members noted that a donation of £25 had been received for the spare set of five-a-side 
goalposts.


11.
ROLLESTON CIVIC TRUST



Members noted the contents of the letter received from the Secretary of the Civic Trust and 
made the following comments on their points:-



a.
Members agreed that they would look into the painting of the rails along Burnside



b.
Visibility fence on Church Road/Rolleston Lane – Members agreed that this was a 


low priority.   However, it was suggested that members would consider building up 


funds in the budget to pay for the repainting of the fence in the future.



c.
Missing direction finger on post at School Lane – Members agreed to forward this

d.
The fence over the brook at The Lawns entrance – Members agreed to look into a 


scheme to improve this area.



e.
Replacement of street lights with more appropriate ones – Members are concerned 


with the lack of control the parish has over this matter.   Members pointed out that 


the Parish Council was not informed of the new street lights recently installed 




along Church Road



Over the last point, members expressed further concerns on the replacement of lamp posts.   
The vegetation has still not been cut back enough.   The lamp posts outside the Church are of 
particular concern as conservation lamp posts would have been much more appropriate.   Members 
reported that one of the new street lights is protruding onto the pavement making it difficult for 
pushchairs and wheel chair users.

12.
STRETTON EAGLES JUNIOR FOOTBALL CLUB



Members considered Mr. Shorter’s request for Stretton Eagles Football Club to use 
Craythorne Field but after careful consideration, members agreed to refuse this request.   Rolleston 
Boys Football Club and the Cricket Club were both using the field well and it was felt that the 
pitches could become over used and the field was not free on the nights that Stretton Eagles had 
requested.


13.
COLLEGE FIELD



Members noted Mr. Taylor’s concerns with the lack of security with the fencing leading 
onto the College field.   Members agreed that Mr. Taylor had correctly informed the landowners.


14.
CHURCH ROAD



Members agreed that this item had been well discussed with Item No. 11.


15.
CRAYTHORNE GOLF CLUB



Members noted the recent meeting that was held by Mr. Wright, owner and Managing 
Director of the Golf Club.   Members who attended the meeting reported that they were there 
just to listen and they did not make any comment on the proposals for the new development.


16.
FARMING LAND OFF CRAYTHORNE LANE



The Chairman reported that she had been contacted by the tenant who was renting the above 
mentioned land.   The tenant had been served notice on the land.   The tenant wished it to be known 
that he was now not responsible for the field and the condition entrance gate would be kept in.   
Members expressed their concern for the future of the field.

17.
ESBC – WASP UPDATE



It was reported to the meeting that the latest copy of ‘The Buzz’ may have inadvertently 
offended members of the Church Council over one of the questions being asked over ideas for an 
Internet Café.   It is understood by members and the VDS group that proposals for the Church Room 
that may include an Internet Café style project had been in the public domain for some time.  
Therefore it is with regret that this misunderstanding has happened.   It was reported that the Parish 
Council should find the result from the questionnaire useful.   Dr. Trelinski, as Borough Councillor, 
apologised for the misunderstanding but stood by the questions in the document.
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18.
ROLLESTON SCOUT GROUP



Members agreed the sum of £75 to sponsor prizes for the floats in the carnival procession.


19.
SCC – SCHOOL RELATED PARKING ISSUES – STATION ROAD



Members noted the response from the Highways Authority over the problems being 
experienced with the ‘school run’ traffic.  Members were disappointed with the comments in the 
letter.

20.
FOOTWAYS KNOWLES HILL TO ROLLESTON ROAD


Members agreed to forward  the complaint regarding the condition of the footways to the 
Highways Authority in writing not through CLARENCE.

21.
FOOTPATH WALKS



Dr. Trelinski reported on some minor problems on the footpath walks.   He particularly 
mentioned the stile on Footpath 14 (Beacon Road to Craythorne Wood) that is not being used as 
there is a hole in the fencing.   It was agreed to write to the landowner reporting this.


22.
FOOTPATH 14 – BEACON ROAD TO CRAYTHORNE LANE



Members noted that the Highways Authority have cleared the nettle growth on this path.


23.
LYCH GATE



It was reported that the fourth panel has now been installed.   It is understood that some 
restaining is still left to be done.


24.
FLOODS



Members noted the information provided regarding the recent flood warnings.   Members 
suggested that the Highways Authority be contacted to see of the grids along Station Road and 
Beacon Road could be jetted through.


25.
CONSERVATION APPRAISAL AND STATEMENT



Members were pleased to note that the public consultation period for the above documents 
has been extended until the end of September.


26.
TRANSFER OF THE JUSTICES LICENCE



Members noted that a copy of the Notice of Application for Transfer of the Justices Licence 
had been received from the Midland Co-op on Burnside.   Members also noted that a Notice of 
Application for Transfer of the Justices Licence for the Spread Eagle had also been received.


27.
YOUTH GRANT



Mr. Winstone reported on the recent Youth Grant Working Party meeting.   He explained 
that the Group met to discuss the application form received from Rolleston Boys Football Team.   
The Football Team would like another set of full size goalposts for Craythorne Field at a cost of 
£550.   Mr. Winstone confirmed that the Group wish to recommend that this application be 
accepted.  It was agreed to accept the Working Party recommendation and the application was 
approved.
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28.
YOUTH SURVEY



The Chairman read our Miss Pidsley’s report on the progress of the Youth Survey.   The 
Chairman took the opportunity to thank her for her time served on the Parish Council as Youth 
Representative.



Members agreed that once Mr. Williams, Youth Worker, has obtained all the necessary 
information, he should be invited back to a Parish Council meeting in order to update members.



Members also discussed their concerns with what appears to be a lack of back up for those 
youths who are troubled.   It was agreed that enquiries should be made to find our what is available 
for the youth, particularly after rehabilitation programmes.

FREEDOM FOR INFORMATION



Members agreed the Clerk’s suggestion for a scale of payments for copies of the Parish 
Council Minutes and correspondence.

ANSLOW LANE


Members noted hat further copies of letters had been received from Mr. Essery, Anslow 
Lane Residents Association.

STREET CLEANING



Mr.Morris suggested that members should consider engaging someone other that Mr. 
Gould, the Environment Officer, to be responsible for litter picking within the village.   He stated 
that Tutbury and Barton under Needwood both employ a street cleaner in their parish.   The Clerk 
was asked to contact both Parish Councils to ask for more details, particularly of costs involved.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN SCHEME



Dr. Trelinski reported that the enforcement of parking restrictions will be transferred onto ESBC.   ESBC are to review the Neighbourhood Warden Scheme shortly.   At present Stretton and Burton are part of the scheme.   He reported that he had been approached to see whether Rolleston would benefit from becoming part of a Warden scheme.    The Neighbourhood Warden Scheme would cost £27,000 per annum.   He continued to say that Rolleston may wish to become part of a shared scheme that would cut the cost.   The power the Neighbourhood Wardens have is the presence of  a uniform.  At the moment, they are not enforcers with, for example, parking.   It was reported that they have been particularly successful in Stretton.
