ANSLOW LANE


Your Chairman at the last Liaison meeting asked members to consult there organisation on the proposal to bring the Speed Watch scheme to the village.  Mr. Essery, ALRA Chairman has supplied a reported on the proposed scheme that he has asked to be circulated to members for their comments.  Mr. Essery’s report is attached to your Clerk’s Report.


Further correspondence has been received from SCC stating that the Parish Council should approach the owners of Kiln Lodge to ask if he would dedicate land for the footway.  It is understood that County Councillor Fraser has contacted the owner of Kiln Lodge and reported that he is unwilling to cooperate with the SCC.


It is also understood that there will be another site meeting shortly to discuss the footway.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN SCHEME

7.
WESTBURY HOMES


Your Chairman had asked for this item to be on the Agenda regarding a complaint received over the adoption of the Road on this estate.


At the last Liaison meeting members asked for the issues of the Junior and Toddlers play area and the planting scheme to be included on the Agenda.

8.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAY AREA


A section of the metal railings surrounding the Tots area and one of the junior swings bolt have been vandalised.  DSK have been ask to attend to the repairs ask soon as possible.  Members are asked to support the action taken by the Clerk.

9.
THE CROFT


One of the new Hawthorn trees has been vandalised.  Mr. Gould has been asked to replace the tree during the Autumn months.  Members are asked to approve the action taken by the Clerk.

10.
GRASS CUTTING


Mr. Gould has now carried out his scheduled thirteen cuts of the open spaces and is recommending that further two cuts are required at a cost of £550 per cut.  He is prepared to take on the verge cutting at his own expense.

11.
BROOKSIDE


A few complaints have been received that dog fouling seems to have increased on the verge by the Ford Bridge on Brookside.  This has been confirmed by the Environmental Officer who has suggested that members consider erecting a sign to remind dog owner not to allow their dog to foul on the verge.  If members agree then this is the responsibility of ESBC.

ST.MARY’S CHRISTMAS TREE FESTIVAL


Recently there has been a meeting for those involved with this project.  Mrs. Toon asked for this item to be on the Agenda as it is understood that ideas are needed for the Tree decoration.  Members are also asked to approve a limit of £25.00 to cover costs of the tree and decorations.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD – PORTA-CABINS


A brochure has been received from Concept, the company recommended by Stretton Parish Council.  They can provide either new or refurbished cabins.  They have also provided a list of the examples of the type of stock they have.  On this list the most expensive cabin is £5500.  This needs to be looked at in details outside of the normal Parish Council meeting.  It is suggested that a Working Party be set up to deal with this project.

CONSERVATION & APPRAISAL DOCUMENTS

 CRAYTHORNE FIELD


Mr. Gould has expressed his concern that the entrance to Craythorne Field is too narrow for the equipment needed to cut the Field.  He is greatly concerned that the angle he has to drive to negotiate the gate is causing him to drive over the newly laid drainage pipe.  He is asking the Parish Council to consider whether the best solution would be to widen the entrance gate.  He would be prepared to contribute towards the costs.

SCC – TEMPORARY TRAFFIC ORDER


A response is still awaited from SCC to the concerns put forward from this Council to the provision for residents whilst the road works are in progress.

DPDS – ESBC LOCAL PLAN


A letter has been received summarising the objections that were put forward to the First Deposit Local Plan.  A copy is enclosed for members’ information.

KNOWLES HILL


Correspondence has been received concerning an accident, which occurred on Knowles Hill in May, and questions asked about the possibility of traffic calming measures being introduced.  Staffordshire County Council has confirmed that consideration is being given to the provision of a pedestrian refuge at the top of Beacon Road near to the junction of Knowles Hill.   This could improve visibility for pedestrians crossing Beacon Road from Rolleston towards Stretton as well as help reduce the speed of vehicles turning right into Beacon Road.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL


It is understood that SCC have received numerous objections to the Modification Order on the Jinny Trail.  The procedure is that SCC has to collect these objections to produce a case that can be forwarded to the Secretary of State who will issue the order for a Public Inquiry.  It is also understood via a telephone conversation that there will be a Public Inquiry because of the Parish Councils objection and because there has been so many independent objections.  This process that SCC has to following will take some time to complete.
