PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS


Mr. Bather stated that he had concerns over the Dower House/Dove Clinic planning application.  He said that this is a sensitive part of the Conservation Area.  The infrastructure is not equipped to deal with the increase in traffic this new development would bring.  The loss of garden in this rural location should not be supported.  Mr. Bather asked that the Parish Council look at this carefully and ensure that there will be an end to this type of development.


The Chairman replied that the Dower House planning application will be debated by members later on in the meeting.

This is considered over development.



.
The gardens to the proposed properties, plot 4,5,6,7 and 8 are all 



located outside the village envelope.



.
The access is inadequate for this size of development.



.
It has been stated in the Flood Risk Assessment document that this 



development would increase the flood risk downstream – Section 4.7 


in the Flood Risk Assessment.



However, members did state that they support the proposals for the Dower 


House that would return it to one dwelling.

LB/00694/044 and PA/000694/043 Installation of an access ramp and steps, 


erection of a 1.8m high fence and double gates to bin store, installation of a 


window and door to entrance and internal alterations to form staircase and toilets, 

Spread Eagle Hotel




Members objected to this planning application on the following grounds:-

The relocating of the toilets would result in customers trailing 



through the dining area including customers from the gardens.  It 



was felt that the disabled toilet would be used by customers and 



parents with young children not wishing to go upstairs.

Members were strongly against yet more internal changes to this 



listed building.  Any changes should not infringe onto the listed status 


of building.  It was felt that the changes would completely alter the 



character inside the Spread Eagle.

However, members 
are becoming increasing concerned that the number of conservatories on this 
development could have an effect on drainage/flood issues.  

h. PA/06126/006 Alterations and extensions to existing dwelling and erection of a single detached dwelling, detached garage and associated vehicular access, Adjacent Chapel, Chapel Lane, for Winterley Developments Ltd




Members strongly objected to this planning application on the following 


grounds:-

Original House – this proposal is too large.




.
This is a sensitive plot in the heart of the Conservation Area and it 



was felt that the proposals were too extensive to fit in with the 



character of the area.




.
the proposed alterations do not fit in with neighbouring properties.




.
Proposed single detached dwelling – There are no other three storey 


dwellings in this area.




.
It is an unacceptable impact on this area.




.
The house is too large.




.
The house is in the style of a town house and does not reflect the rural 


location.




It was strongly felt that if this proposal was granted the impact of the 


properties would completely spoil this area.  Members would like the 


Conservation Officer to comment on this proposal.

ANSLOW LANE (Clerk’s Report, Item 20)



The Chairman proposed that this Parish Council should go ahead with the proposal to bring 
Speed Watch to the village.  Four members voted in favour for the proposal and two voted against 
with one abstaining.



Following the vote some members still voiced their concerns with bringing Speed Watch 
to 
the village.



Members agreed that the Parish Council should write to the owners of Kiln Lodge regarding 
the dedication of land for the proposed footway.


5.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT



Dr. Trelinski reported on the following:-

a. WASP’s - Mr. Wood, Head of Development Services and Rolleston WASP Officer was retiring from ESBC.  Dr. Trelinski wished to thank him for his support and wished him well in his retirement.



Under the WASP’s Initiative he reported that he has available as our Borough 


Councillor the sum of £3,000.  £700 is to go towards the cost of the last WASP’s 

Questionnaire.  £2,000 to the Parish Council for either the repainting of the rails or 

the second path on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field and £300 to another village 


organisation.

b. Local Plan – There is no final date for the Report from the Inquiry

c. Neighbourhood Warden – This scheme is ongoing with ESBC and they are still considering how they are going to progress this for the future.  They are aware that Rolleston is interested in the scheme and that we are willing to work with other Parishes.

d. Youth Forum – this has been set up.  Dr. Trelinski suggested that we encourage any future Parish Council Youth Representatives to attend the Youth Forum.

Housing – Dr. Trelinski reported further on the recent Burton Mail article that 


reported on housing issues within the Borough and how Brown Field sites come 


into this.


6.
NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN SCHEME (Clerk’s Report, Item 3)



This item was reported with item 5 of the Clerk’s Report.


7.
WESTBURY HOMES



The Chairman reported on the complaint that she had received regarding the fact that the 
roads have not been adopted on the new development.



It is understood that the houses on the Westbury Homes development have now been 
completed.  Members agreed that the roads on the estate need finishing in order for ESBC and SCC 
to adopt these roads.  It was suggested that pressure should be put on ESBC in getting the two play 
areas finished including the two link paths leading to Craythorne Field and Meadow View.  The 
issue of the planting scheme in the new development also needs to be addressed.

8.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAY AREA (Clerk’s Report, Item 7)


Members agreed to support the action taken by the Clerk in instructing DSK to repair the 
section of metal railings surrounding the Tots area and to repair one of the junior swings.  



Members agreed to allow JORPS the use of the playing field as a car park for their Dove 
Valley event.  This was subject to ground conditions.


9.
THE CROFT



Members agreed to support the action taken by the Clerk in asking Mr. Gould to replace the 
Hawthorn trees that had been vandalised.  Mr. Gould has been asked to replace the tree during the 
Autumn months.  


10.
GRASS CUTTING



Members agreed to instruct Mr. Gould to give the open spaces one extra mow this year at a 
cost of £550.  


11.
BROOKSIDE



Members noted that complaints had been received of an apparent increase with dog fouling  
on the verge by the Ford Bridge on Brookside.  


12.
ST.MARY’S CHRISTMAS TREE FESTIVAL



It was also suggested that the tree could be either decorated in just white lights with a 
copy of the Chain of Office badge on top of the tree or the tree could be decorated in the colours of 
the badge.  Members agreed the sum of £25 to cover cost of the tree and decoration.


13.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD – PORTA-CABINS



Members agreed that a Working Party should be set up in order to discuss this project 
further.  It was agreed that the Chairman, Mr. Bradley, Mr. Winstone, a representative from both the 
Football Club and the Cricket Club and the Clerk be involved in the Working Party.


14.
CONSERVATION & APPRAISAL DOCUMENTS



Members discussed the suggestion of a joint meeting with other village groups.  It was 
considered unnecessary as it was felt that it was important that the documents are 
commented on individually by all groups. 



Members put forward the following comments on the above documents:-

The British Legion does not meet in the Spread Eagle.

Members do not support that the field next to the Brook House on Brookside being 


taken out of the Conservation Area.



.
Members supported the comments within the document on the use of PUVC.



.
The new Conservation boundary near Shotwood Close is inconsistent.



Members discussed their concerns that the documents do not address the issues of 
withdrawal of developments rights.  



Members discussed Mr. Underhill’s letter and agreed with all with the exception of  
paragraph 4 were he refers to the document addressing the Conservation Area on its own.  
Members agreed that the documents should discuss the village as a whole.

Members were concerned that not all the village was shown on the maps in the documents.  
The east side of the village has some important properties that should be considered in the future 
for the next Conservation Document.  Members also commented that they would like to see Hall 
Lodge the property adjacent to the main Hall Ground gates listed.



On the whole members supported these documents and thanked Mr. Edwards, Conservation 
Officer ESBC, for his efforts with the document.  Members also wished to thank both the Civic Trust 
and VDS Group for their detailed comments on the documents.

SPREAD EAGLE HOTEL



Members noted that a letter had been received regarding the transfer of licence at the Spread 
Eagle.


16.
 CRAYTHORNE FIELD (Clerk’s Report, Item 8)



Members agreed to consider Mr. Gould’s suggestion to widen the gate to Craythorne Field.  
However, members would like to see a sketch of the position of the new gate.


17.
SCC – TEMPORARY TRAFFIC ORDER



Members noted that a response is still awaited from SCC to the concerns put forward from 
this Council to the provision for residents whilst the road works are in progress.


18.
DPDS – ESBC LOCAL PLAN



Members noted the letter that summarised the objections that were put forward to the First 
Deposit Local Plan.  Members discussed point 4.2 of the letter and suggested that the Football Clubs 
and Crickets Club put pressure on Burton College to allow them to use the playing field.


19.
KNOWLES HILL (Clerk’s Report, Item10)


Dr. Trelinski reported that he had met with residents on Knowles Hill to discuss the traffic 
issues in this area.  Members agreed that it was the responsibility of SCC to repair the hedge 
that has been demolished in recent car crashes.  



It was considered that the rumble strips were not placed in the best position to help the 
speeding traffic on this road.



Members agreed to write to SCC stating that they are concerned with the safety of this 
section of road and that the hedge that has been demolished should be replanted.  Members also 
agreed that a site meeting should be asked for with the SCC regarding the speeding problems in this 
area.
