A letter dated 19th September has been received from ESBC.  They are asking whether the Parish Council want the Play Areas inspected.  They will be using a RP11 consultant (Register of Play Inspectors International).  The cost for this service will be approximately £50.00 plus VAT.

ELIZABETH AVENUE


The Chairman has received a complaint from a resident who lives near the playing field on Elizabeth Avenue.  Since the rear entrance to the school has been opened the number of parents using this facility has increased along with the parked cars.  She is complaining that she can no longer park outside her home at certain time of the day and she has witnessed parents reversing dangerously out of the cue-de-sac because there is no where to turn round.  She was advised to contact the Headmaster to the school.  The police have also been contacted to ask for this situation to be monitored.

SHOTWOOD CLOSE


A concern has been received from a resident from Shotwood Close.  They have been voluntary mowing the grass verge outside their property since they moved in but due to ill health are unable to continue.  They approached the contractors who regularly mow the other grass areas on the estate only to be informed that that section of grass is the responsibility of Adams (this company has gone into bankruptcy some time ago).  They have asked whether the Parish Council could look into this.

26.
STATION ROAD – SEWAGE 


A concern has been received from the owner of the field where it is proposed that the new Doctor’s Surgery is to be developed.  He has had sewage bubbling up in his field for some weeks.  He has asked the Parish Council to help as he was getting nowhere with trying to find out who was responsible for this problem as he believed that the blockage was coming from the manhole in the centre of the road.  The Clerk discussed this with the Chairman and it was agreed that we should contact Severn Trent with concern that this could affect residents along Station Road if this issue was not resolved.  


The landowner has cleared his ditch and the necessary pipe work has been completed by Severn Trent.
