3.
PLANNING MATTERS –PUBLIC INQUIRY


A letter dated 31st October has been received from the ESBC explaining that M1TEE LTD has appealed against ESBC’s non determination of planning permission for the erection of a 40 bedroomed hotel.  The Planning Inspectorate on behalf of the Secretary of State for Transport, Local Government and the Region will deal with this appeal, by conducting a Public Inquiry.  The date of this Inquiry has not yet been confirmed.  
The Parish Council’s comments from the application stage will automatically be sent to the Inspector dealing with the Appeal.  If the Parish Council wish to make further representations to the Planning Inspectorate they must be submitted by 8th December.

4.
NOTICE OF TREE PRESERVATION ORDER

A Notice of Confirmation of Tree Preservation Order 210 has been received for the Orchard adjacent to Orchard Barn.

5.
ROLLESTON SWIMMING POOL


A telephone call was received from Mrs. Hickman, Rolleston Swimming Pool, asking members to consider up to three projects that could possibly be funded by the sale of the swimming pool. These should be projects that could serve as many villagers as possible. The idea is that these projects would then be suggested to members of the club who will be given the opportunity to choose one of the suggested projects.


It was suggested by Mrs. Hickman that one project could be changing rooms at Craythorne Field.

6.
CRAYTHORNE WOOD


A cheque for £383.28 has been received from Tilhil.  This is the third and last instalment of the grant for Craythorne Wood.

7.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT


At the last meeting Dr. Trelinski reported that the developer of 74 Station Road is applying to purchase part of the grass verge from ESBC to gain access.


Mr. Crossley has responded to the letter stating that he will make the Parish Councils comments known when the decision is taken.  However, he has stated that some of the point that this Council made should have been dealt with at the planning stage.  He state that, ‘In terms of open space considerations the Council’s adopted Green space Strategy would not give grounds for retention of this land in that it is not of any significant recreational value.  In terms of visual amenity we do not have a green space policy that supports retention of land solely on the basis of visual amenity.’  


It is understood that there is no timescale for a decision but it should be in the next few weeks and Mr. Crossley has agreed to inform the Parish Council of that decision.

8.
ANNUAL AUDIT RETURN


Work has now been completed on the 2004/05 audit.  The External Auditor has recommended that the fidelity insurance cover is increased.  She has stated that as a guideline the cover should be the equivalent to the year-end balance plus 50% of the Precept. 
9.
CITIZENS ADVICE BUREAU


A letter dated 4th November has been received from the Citizens Advice Bureau.  They are re-registering the charity as they now cover all of East Staffordshire including the Uttoxeter area.  They are asking members to consider a donation towards the redevelopment of this service.  They are also looking for premises for half a day week/fortnight.

10.
FLOOD RISK – CIVIC TRUST


A copy of a letter written from the Civic trust to the Environment Agency has been received.  The letter refers to correspondence of a year ago following the examination of the map of Rolleston which was included with the ESBC Local Plan Review.  The Civic Trust is asking whether a study of the Dove Strategy Flood Model has taken place and has it shown any changes to the Flood Risk Area in Rolleston.  This question is in connection with the proposed development on Station Road.

11.
FLOODING


On Wednesday 12th October the village was flooded with surface water.  The normal areas were affected.  The situation was reported to the Environment Agency.  It was also reported to Severn Trent as sewage was coming up through the man whole covers on Burnside.  It was reported to SCC that the grids on Beacon Road were block and that mud and leaves needed to be cleared once the flood water had drained away.  It is understood that no homes were affected on this occasion.  As this was surface water flooding no Flood Warnings was issued.


The village was also flooded on the weekend of the 22nd October.  It is understood that some damage was caused to vehicles that had not been moved from Brookside.  The resident involved is now on the Environment Agency’s Flood Warning system.


A letter has been written to OFAT reporting the latest sewage situation on Burnside.


The Chairman walked the Alderbrook on the 1st November as in accordance to the Parish Councils Flood Action Plan.  The Chairman may wish to report further.

12.
TUTBURY PARISH COUNCIL


Tutbury Parish Council Minutes for the September meeting have been received. 

13.
SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND


The green concrete bin has been removed from the Spread Eagle Island.  The bin will be replaced with a lamppost bin as to replace the concrete bin would cost over £300.


ESBC has agreed to provide a catalogue so that members can look at possible waste bins for 

The Croft.

14.
CHAIN OF OFFICE


Two name plates have been ordered from Thomas Fattorini Ltd.  They are expected to be received within this month.
15.
STREET CLEANING


Tutbury Parish Council has a contractor who is responsible for cleaning the bus shelters in Tutbury and the main streets in the village.   This includes the car parks.  This contract is for £3,372 and he is instructed to keep the mentioned areas free from litter.  It is understood that the contractor has his own street cleaning machinery.

16.
ESBC – LOCAL PLAN


Mr. Somerfield has sent his apologises that he cannot make this meeting.  However, he has agreed to attend the January Parish Council meeting.

17.
LYCH GATE


The Clerk met with Mr. Marshall to discuss the finished Lych Gate panels.  Mr. Marshall pointed out some concerns that he had with the finished product.  These were mainly in connection with the beading and sills that had been installed around the panels.  Mr. Edward, Conservation Officer at ESBC has been asked to give his opinion.  
18.
SPEED WATCH


Inspector A. Mason who is in charge of the Speed Watch programme has been asked to attend a Parish Council meeting.  It was agreed that he should be invited to attend the December meeting. 

19.
JINNY TRAIL


The Clerk has been in contact with NALC regarding Legal Representation at the expected Public Inquiry.   They have recommended that the Barrister that compiled the letter of objection be asked for details of costs if he were to attend.  Details of hourly and daily costs have been asked for.  A response is now awaited. 


There was a Joint Jinny Trail Working Party meeting on Tuesday 11th October.  At this meeting members agreed to share the costs of legal representation at the expected Public Inquiry.  A copy of a letter written by Mr. Oates objecting to the Modification Order has been received.  A copy of this letter is enclosed for members’ information.


Mr. Essery and Mr. Partington have both provided information regarding when the last Freight train used the railway line on the Trail.  This information will be passed to the Barrister once he has agreed to represent both Parish Councils.


A quotation has been received from Mr. Gould for an additional mow of the paths along the trail.  This quotation is in the confidential section of the meeting.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD


Members are asked to consider an additional mow of the football field.  An additional mow to the playing field would cost £170.

22.
STREET LIGHTS


The Minutes have been received from ESBC for the above meeting.  Within the Minutes is confirmation that SCC have agreed to issue Street Lighting schedules to inform parishes of their plans for the renewal and maintenance of the village street lights.  This system, once in place, should prevent street lights being replaced in the village without consultation.


Members are asked to consider whether pressure should be put on SCC to replace the two street lights outside St. Mary’s Church with Conservation type lights – as on Brookside.

23.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAY AREA


Two complete swings and chains have been ordered as a second swing seat was looking in a very poor state.  The new swings and replacement chains have been ordered from Record Play at an approximate cost of £80.00 each plus VAT.  The new parts will be delivered to DSK for instalment.


A disused tent had been dumped on the play area.  This has been removed and disposed of by the Environmental Officer.
