FLOODING


Mrs. Dean, MP, has been supplied with an update to the situation with the flooding/sewage problems in the village.  She has written stating she is keen to help. 

5.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD


It was reported at the last meeting that the Parish Council had been informed by ESBC planning department that planning permission to erect the new notice board was not required.  Mr. Short, Principal Planning Officer has since advised that this information was incorrect and the whole process has to be started again.

6.
VAT


A repayment of £1,889.45 has been received for the VAT paid in the financial year 2004/05.

7.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT


Dr. Trelinski will be invited to make a report.

8.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL


An email has been received from NALC with details of costs for legal representation if a Public Inquiry is called over the Modification Order for the Jinny Nature Trail.  The Barrister who compiled the letter of objection was Mr. Nardecchia.  It has been strongly suggested by NALC that the same barrister be used for the Public Inquiry.


Mr. Nardecchia costs for one day only are in the region of £6,500.  This would include a site visit and conference with representatives from both Parish Councils.

9.
ESBC – FREE MONTHLY EVENTS GUIDE


A letter has been received from Ms. Atton, Tourism Officer at ESBC.  She is asking whether this Parish want to take advantage of free advertising for any forthcoming events in the village.

10.
ANSLOW LANE


A site meeting has been arranged by Staffordshire County Council to discuss the issue of a footway for Anslow Lane.  Mr. Essery, ALRA, Mrs. Dean, MP, Mr. Morris and Mr. Hodson Walker will be in attendance.  The meeting is to be held on Friday 9th December at 2pm.  The members present may wish to make a report.

11.
‘FOR SALE’ SIGNS


Following the last meeting members agreed to support the objection that estate agents were using the road sign to Shotwood Close to erect their ‘for sale’ notices.   Members also objected to signs being erected opposite Garrett Square.  This was reported to ESBC and it is understood that the signs have now been removed.     

12.
BULKY HOUSE HOLD WASTE COLLECTION


A letter dated 6th December has been received from ESBC.  The letter advised that ESBC will not be providing the above service from the end of 2005.


ESBC will be providing an improved bulky waste collection service, making it a more accessible and sustainable service than the current one.


It is proposed that a new pricing structure is introduced which is fairer and greatly more affordable to people on low incomes.


The simplified application system and revised pricing policy will introduce a flat rate charge of £10 for up to three items, and £3 per item thereafter (up to a maximum of 10).  However, because of legislation it will still be necessary to charge for fridge and freezer collections separately.  Collection and disposal of these items will remain at the current charge of £15 per unit.

STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST


SWT have launched an appeal to help turn two large areas in Staffordshire to more wildlife-rich countryside. The areas are Weaver Hills and the Trent catchments (The Staffordshire Washlands).  SWT are asking for donations towards this cause.

14.
JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL


Following the last meeting Mrs. Toon did agree to be nominated for the vacant position of School Governor for John of Rolleston Primary School.

15.
KNOWLES HILL 


The following extract is taken from a letter sent in reply to the request for a site meeting to discuss various concerns that the village have with Knowles Hill:- 


‘I apologise for the delay to your letter.  Staffordshire Highways has just undergone a major reorganisation with many people either leaving the authority or moving to other posts or areas, as such it is difficult to answer your concerns raised until new people are in post.’  ‘With regard to your letter I would respond thus:-


1.
Knowles Hill, Footway – This scheme was removed from my programme of works as at the 

same time South Staffordshire Water stated they were to undertake major works here.  It 


now seems however, this is no longer the case and I have now asked Central Programme 


team to consider the scheme for inclusion again in their three year programme of works, I 

shall update the parish on progress here.


2.
Knowles Hill, School Crossing and Speeding – I have passed this to Andrew Oakley and 


asked him to investigate the school crossing and speeding issues and respond back to the 


parish on his findings.  I am sure Andrew will let you know if he feels a site meeting would 

be a appropriate, however, Andrew now looks after Lichfield, Tamworth and East 


Staffordshire for all traffic issues and I know his workload is extremely busy, and I would 

be obliged if you could give Andrew time to get to grips with the issues.’ 


This letter also asked the Area Highways Manager to respond directly to Mr. Woodman’s letter complaining of the missing sections of hedge opposite his home at the top of Knowles Hill.  It is understood that a response has not been received.

16.
STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL


A letter dated 6th December has been received from Mr. Thomson, Area Highways Manager.  The letter is informing members that they have decided to consolidate the area office accommodation provision for the Eastern Area at the Lichfield highways Depot.  During December staff will move from the Burton and Tamworth offices to the Lichfield Highways Depot with the intention that all staff will be relocated before Christmas. 

17.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELDS


The application for funding through ESBC Community Development Capital Fund went for consideration on Monday 21st November.  It is understood that the decision on the application was deffered to the next meeting as ESBC want to investigate possible support funding from SCC Travel Wise scheme.  Unfortunately ESBC could not confirm a date for when the next meeting will be.


The two new swings have now been installed on the junior play area.

18.
TRAFFIC SIGNS


The Environmental Officer has been asked to tidy up the village traffic signs.

19.
BUS SHELTERS


The Environmental Officer has tidied up all three bus shelters and some repair work has been highlighted.  A quotation for the works is in the confidential section of the report.

20.
KISSING GATE – BEACON ROAD


The kissing gate was broken and it is understood that Mr. Underhill has repaired it.

21.
 EAST STAFFORDSHIRE NEEDS YOU


Members received a copy of this letter at the last meeting and asked to consider it in time for this meeting.  A copy of the letter was also forwarded to the VDSG and Civic Trust.  A response has been received from the VDSG and a copy is attached to the Minutes for member’s information.  A response is still awaited from the Civic Trust.

22.
ROAD WORKS


An email has been received from Mr. Rayson, SCC Division Highway Manager.  The email is in reply to enquiries to the progress of the road work on Beacon Road / School Lane junction.  The email reads:-


‘SSW water is still currently laying their main, and has yet to do the services to the properties.  The temporary Road Closure runs out on 9th December 05, although this may realistically have to be extended.  However, the culvert along beacon Road has been damaged by the sub-contractors working for SSW, after the recent flooding of Beacon Road / Chapel lane which highlighted this problem, we made SSW water replace a large section of the culvert.  This we believe has solved a number of long standing problems especially those associated with Craythorne Lane and hopefully this persistent problem should now be over.  One minor issue my Engineer has discovered is that the sub-contractors have now damaged the new section of pipe they have just laid and this has now got to be re-laid at their expense, currently their costs here are around £20,000.  I will keep the parish informed.’

23.
PARISH PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS


The Parish Council’s Precept requirements for the year 2006/07 are to be returned to ESBC by 

20th January 2006.

STAFFORDSHIRE MINERALS & WASTE DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK 


Members have been invited to comment on the issues for future mineral supply in Staffordshire.  Comments are to be submitted by 23rd December.

25.
POLICE


Members at the meeting were concerned bout the lack of police presence when they were asked to attend when the Armistice Flag was vandalised.  P.C. Lear was contacted over this issue and he stated that if he wasn’t on duty then this type of nuisance would only be dealt with if an officer was available.  A letter of concern has been forwarded to the police and also included a copy of an email from a resident in Shotwood  Close who was complaining about the lack of police presence when an incident occurred on Shotwood Close.

THE CROFT


Mr. Marshall, JMP Services, will be repairing the broken bench on The Croft as soon as possible.

27.
JITTY HEDGE


A letter has been forwarded to Trent & Dove requesting for the hedge to be pruned.

28.
WESTBURY HOMES – PLAY AREAS


An email has been sent to Mr. Crossley, ESBC Parks and Countryside Manager, asking for an update to the Play Areas on the new development.

29.
TWINNING VILLAGES


Members asked for this item to be on this month’s Agenda.

30.
BURNSIDE – SHOP AREA


Members raised concern at the last meeting for the growing traffic problem around the shop area on Burnside.  These concerns have been forwarded to the police and a letter has been sent to the Highways Authority asked for their comments.


PCSO Millington has been asked to patrol this area.  She has also been asked for an update to the parking situation in the village including the school run and Marston Lane.

31.
CARAVAN PARK – PLAY AREA


Concern was raised at the last meeting for the condition of the play area on the Caravan Park.  Mrs. Toon agreed to look into this problem and she may wish to report further.

32.
FOOTPATH 15


At the last meeting members reported that a Way Marker was missing on Footpath 15 off Craythorne  Lane.  This has been reported to CLARENCE.

33.
AUDIT


At the last meeting it was reported that the External Auditor had suggested that the Parish Council’s Fidelity Insurance cover should be increased.  A letter to the Parish Council’s Insurance Company has been forwarded for comment.

34.
STREET CLEANING


It was discussed at the last meeting that enquiries should be made into the possibility of hiring a handyman to litter pick for two hour per week.  The Environmental Officer has been asked if he wants this additional work and a reply is awaited.  It is suggested that an advertisement be placed in the next Rollestonain and in the meantime members report any litter problems to the Clerk.
