Mr. Martin asked the Chairman whether the Parish Council knew why the new library 
service had not begun this Autumn.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council had not been 
informed why there has been a delay with this service.  The Clerk reported that she understood 
that the delay was down to staffing problems.

57.
REPORT OF INSPECTOR MASON – SPEED WATCH  (Clerk’s Report, Item )

The Chairman introduced Inspector. Mason to the meeting. 


Inspector Mason opened his report by explaining his position in the police force as a Community Speed Watch Officer.  He explained that they had been trailing the speed watch scheme over the last three years and they were now in the position to start five or six more schemes.  The speed watch scheme is funded by the police through Staffordshire County Council.  He explained that this scheme was set up because Parish Councils were asking for ways in which they could help in their own communities.  He said that Parish Councils were in the best position to get this type of scheme up and running.  He said that a minimum of six volunteers are required who will be trained by the police on how to use the equipment.  It is then up to the local police officer to work with the community in finding the most suitable areas to target.  He explained that the purpose of the speed watch scheme is to educate local residents not target individuals.


Inspector Mason explained that the volunteers are to log speeding vehicle details and forward the information onto the local police officer.  It is up to the police to monitor the regular offender and forward appropriate warning letters etc.  He said that the local police officer would only go out on site if there was a specific reoccurring problem.  The volunteers will erect a portable warning sign on the road they are targeting and they can expect to work for half an hour three or four sections a week.  They will be advised to vary the day and time they go out.


Inspector. Mason explained that they are in the process of trying to get permanent signs for the villages that are doing this scheme.  He explained that they would be doing another training section at the end of February / early March with a view to starting new schemes in the spring.


Inspector Mason agreed to email the Clerk a profile form for the volunteers.


The Chairman thanked Inspector Mason for his report.

Members objected to the amended plan.  Members are greatly concerned 


that commercial vehicles are being parked in the driveway.  Under Condition 7 


Permission for Development it states that, ‘Before the dwelling is first occupied the 


parking and turning facilities indicated on the A3 sized 1:100 plan,’ ‘shall be 


completed and thereafter remain permanently available for the parking and turning 

of motor vehicles associated with the domestic use of the dwelling only.

Members are concerned that the commercial vehicle currently being 


parked 
on the property has to back on to a busy main road and this is considered 


highly dangerous.  Members asked that this Condition be enforced by the Borough 


Council.




Members objected to the change in materials being used for the windows 


facing the back of the properties on Croft Close.  It was understood that frosted 


glass should have been in these windows.  Members asked that the Borough Council 


enforce 
the use of original materials that were approved.




Members objected to the change with the ridge height.  Members strongly 


argued that the ridge height remained low and again ask that the Borough Council 


enforce the original agreed ridge height.  




Members strongly objected to the amendments on the whole and concluded 


that the Borough Council should enforce the original agreed plan.




Members also agreed to contact the Highway Authority to ask if double yellow 


lines could be reinstated along this section of road.  It was understood by members that 


there was previously double yellow lines on this section of road but they were removed to 

aid the customers wanting to use the post office.  Members felt that the restriction should 


now go back to the way it was as the post office has now relocated.




Members also agreed to report to the Highway Authority the condition of the 


footway outside this property.  The footway is covered in mud.

It was reported that Mr. Short, Principal Planning Officer had advised that the Parish 
Council do require planning permission to erect the new notice board.  The Clerk and Mr. Short 
are to meet in early January to get the planning application completed.

VAT



Members noted that a repayment of £1,889.45 had been received for the VAT paid in the 
financial year 2004/05.


7.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT  


Dr. Trelinski reported that the cabinet the Borough Council were considering proposals to 
change the Travel Concessions Scheme.  If the new plans are approved the disabled and the over 
65’s will be entitled to a free bus service.



He reported that ESBC should now have all parts of the village covered by doorstep 
recycling.  He asked members to inform him if they are aware of any areas that are not covered by 
the blue bag and brown bin collections. Members did asked Dr. Trelinski to comment on recent 
media coverage that states recycled materials were being sent aboard. Dr. Trelinski replied that as 
far as he is aware this is not happening in this Borough.


8.
ESBC – FORUM MEETING



The Chairman reported that she had attended the recent ESBC Forum meeting where 
Rolleston had asked that a planning issue was to be put on the agenda.  Members wanted to know; 
on what grounds could the planning committee overturn a recommendation by the planning 
officers.  
Mr. Fox, Leader to ESBC had replied that he was also bemused by some of the 
decisions the 
planning committee make.  However, he did state that they had tried to tighten 
up the planning 
procedure, i.e. only committee members who have attended a site meeting can 
comment at the 
planning committee meeting.



The Chairman reported on a new scheme called the Leap Initiative.  This Initiative is 
involved with the WASP programme and other activities.  A group of people go into parishes and 
target problems and help tackle things like graffiti, dog fouling, bins and other local issues.  They 
then return every six months to help assist again.



ESBC are also looking at a scheme called Neighbourhood Hot Spot Wardens.  This 
would 
involve a group of people that could be called upon if a parish was experiencing a 
persistent problem.



The Chairman also reported on a police public meeting that she recently attended.  She 
stated 
that the police are looking into recruiting more PCSO’s.  The police force is also being 
restructured.  The police stated that they are going to have police who will cover local community 
officers who are 
off on leave or get pulled off to another area.  This new move will mean that 
rural parishes will always be covered by a police officer.  The Chairman did report the meetings 
concern 
that our precept could end up paying for policing in the town area.  There was also some 
concern that the police were being centralised.

9.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 22)


Members noted the information regarding the possible costs involved for legal 
representation if a Public Inquiry is called over the Modification Order for the Jinny Nature Trail.  
The Barrister who compiled the letter of objection was Mr. Nardecchia.  It has been strongly 
suggested by NALC that the same barrister be used for the Public Inquiry.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL  (continued)


Mr. Nardecchia costs for one day only are in the region of £6,500.  This would include a 
site visit and conference with representatives from both Parish Councils.  Members agreed that if a 
Public Inquiry was to be called then the services of Mr. Nardecchia should be requested.  
Members agreed that this was a cost that should be included in next year’s precept.


10.
ESBC – FREE MONTHLY EVENTS GUIDE



Members noted that a letter had been received from the Tourism Officer at ESBC.  
Members agreed that this information should be passed onto other organisation in the village like 
RODSEC and the Civic Trust.

Mr. Hodson Walker, Mrs. Redgrave, Mr. Morris, Mr. Essery Mrs. Dean, Mrs. Bramall, 
the Clerk attend a site meeting with Mrs. Portman from the Highway Authority to discuss 
concerns over Anslow Lane including the possibility of a footway.



Mrs. Portman is going to look into 
residents concerns stating that it may be possible to do the project in stages as the Highway 
Authority will not be able to finance a path all in one go.

Members were concerned to learn that ESBC will not be providing the bulky waste 
collection skip that the village has once a year.  Members were concerned that this would 
encourage more fly tipping.  Members considered sponsoring a skip in next year’s precept to help 
residents with their bulky waste.  Members concluded that this information should be advertised in 
the next 
Rollestonian.  Members also agreed to have this item on next months agenda in 
connection with the precept.


14.
STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST



Members noted that an appeal had been launched by SWT to help turn two large areas in 
Staffordshire to more wildlife-rich countryside.  SWT ask for donations towards this cause. 
Members considered that they could not donate to this SWT as this was outside the parish 
boundaries.
