MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

ESBC PRINCIPLE POLICY OFFICER – LOCAL PLAN


The Chairman introduced Mr. P. Somerfield, Principle Policy Officer at ESBC, who had come to talk to members about the Local Plan.


Mr. Somerfield explained that the formal review of the Local Plan started over 12 months ago and during that time there has been opportunities for the public to object to the review.  The consultation was formally over by last December and the Local Plan Inspector received 2,000 objections to the review all of which have to be investigated fully.  Mr. Somerfield gave some examples to the kind of objections that they are dealing with.


The Inspector will be making a report on the review and this is expected this February.  The Inspector will be putting forward recommendations and it is probable that ESBC will adopt these.  Before the Local Plan is adopted the public will get another opportunity to object to the Inspectors recommendations and hopefully the Local Plan, if not held up, will be adopted by July.

ESBC PRINCIPLE POLICY OFFICER – LOCAL PLAN (continued)

He explained that the Local Plan from adoption will be current for 3years.  Mr. Somerfield explained this Local Plan will go on to the next new stage of Local Plans which will be based on a portfolio system which should make it more flexible.  However, he warned that it will take time to move into this new approach.


The Local Development Framework – ESBC will be looking to set out how they can work with local communities and this will be looked at within the next 12-18months.  They will be looking at issues such as housing policies, available employment land and affordable housing.


Mr. Somerfield closed his report by stating that he was willing to come back to the village and talk about the Inspectors recommendations and how they affect Rolleston once he was in a position to do this.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Somerfield for his report.

However, 


members would like to comment on the standard of drawings presented with this 


application.    This is an important Oak tree in a sensitive area and even members who 

are residents in the village had difficulty understanding the application.  This should 

not be the case particularly as the tree is in the Conservation Area.

Members had no objections to this planning application but they do have 


some concerns.   Members felt that it is important that the privacy of the adjacent 


gardens is safeguarded.  Members are also concerned that the application 



does not show the access in enough detail.

HO/14469/011 Erection of a single storey front extension, a part first floor part two 


storey rear extension and a new rear conservatory and erection of a detached 



double garage, High Bank, Hall Grounds, for Mr. R. Paul.




Members had no objections to this planning application.

TP/14469/010 Removal of one Elm tree, High Bank, Hall Grounds, for 




Mr. R. Paul.




Members had no objections to this planning application but asked if 


comments could be sought from the Borough Council’s Tree Officer.

With item ‘a’ members agreed to increase the Clerk’s working hours from 15hrs per week 
to 16hrs per week.



All members agreed the amendments and approved the Parish Councils Precept of £39,500.



The Clerk was asked to contact SCC regarding payment for the traffic calming on Church 
Road and she was asked to claim the WASP fund from ESBC for the path on Elizabeth Avenue 
Playing Field. 


4.
FLOODING (Clerk’s Report, Item 8)


It was reported that a letter had been received from OFWAT who were stating the problems 
they experience in prioritising projects.  A higher priority is being given to areas with properties that 
have been affected by internal flooding.  They have contacted Severn Trent to ask to confirm their 
present assessment of the extent and severity of the sewer flooding problems affecting Burnside.



Members agreed to copy the reply from OFWAT to Mrs. Dean, MP, stating that the Parish 
Council is concerned that this issue is not a high priority as the sewage is spilling out onto a public 
highway.


5.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (Clerk’s Report, Item 17)


Members noted that the Clerk will be meeting with the Planning Department sometime this 
month over the issue of planning permission for the new Notice Board.

6.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT (Clerk’s Report, Item 13)


Dr. Trelinski made the following report:-



Dr. Trelinski has recently escorted the new Chief Executive from ESBC, Marie Atkinson 
around the village.



Recycling – The Blue Bag collection service has now started along Anslow Lane. However, 
he was concerned that Cross Lane would not be included on this scheme until April.  Dr. Trelinski 
reported his concerns with being given inaccurate information from ESBC that stated that all areas 
are now covered by the recycling services. 


7.
ESBC – WASP REPORT (Clerk’s Report, Item 22)


Members discussed the latest WASP report and agreed to ask the VDSG to look at the 
report and use it to possibly draw up some amendments for the Parish Plan.


8.
SPCA – ANNUAL LIAISON WITH COUNTY COUNCIL 



Members noted that an invitation to attend the next annual Liaison meeting with SPCA, 
SCC and all local Councils in East Staffordshire had been received.  Mrs. Toon and the Clerk to 
attend.

PARKING CONCERNS 



Members noted that a letter had been written to the Highways department asking them to 
consider putting double yellow lines on the Lawns bridge.  Members also noted that SCC had been 
asked to 
look into possible parking solutions to help this area.  Members were pleased that 


PCSO Millington had also been made aware of the Parish Council’s concerns with parking and that 
she has agreed to patrol this area as much as she can.

POLICE



Members noted the response from Inspector Burton to the letter regarding members 
concerns with the lack of police presence over the recently reported incidents.  Members expressed 
their concerns with the future of rural policing if the reported mergers happen. 


11.
SPEED WATCH (Clerk’s Report, Item 18)


Members were pleased to hear that six volunteers have come forward for the Speed Watch 
Scheme.  It was reported that any member of the public can report incidences of HGV using the main 
road in the village that has a weight restriction order in place including the Speed Watch team. 


12.
TUTBURY MUSIC FESTIVAL



Members noted that an invitation had been received from Tutbury Parish Council for their 
Music Festival. 



13.
SPCA – AMBULANCE TRUSTS – CONSULTATION & PUBLIC MEETING



Members noted that details had been received from SPCA that Staffordshire and Shropshire 
Strategic Health Authority of a public meeting to consult on the proposals regarding the Ambulance 
Services and the Primary Care Trust.


14.
VILLAGE DIRECTORY


Members agreed that the information in this leaflet requires updating again this year and 
members agreed to support the costs involved.


15.
FOOTPATH 7 – BROOKSIDE (Clerk’s Report, Item 19)


Members agreed that the Clerk should contact the Church and ask whether they would 
allow kissing gates on their land between Marston Lane and Mr. Brooks farm.  Members stated that 
some clarification was required to which stile has Mr. Brook given permission to have turned into a 
kissing gate.

BEACON DRIVE (Clerk’s Report, Item 20)


Members are still concern with the verges on Beacon Drive particularly the ones outside 
the properties 1-8 and 31-33.

TRENT & DOVE HOUSING (Clerk’s Report, Item 11)


It was reported that a response is awaited from Trent & Dove Housing regarding the 
maintenance of the hedge on the jitty off Dodslow Avenue and the condition of the fence that backs 
on to Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELDS (Clerk’s Report, Item 21)

JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 31)


Members noted that Stretton Parish Council have formally agreed to proceed with engaging 
a Barrister if a Public Inquiry is called.


23.
BEACON ROAD



Members noted that damage to the road side by the road works has been repaired by SCC.  
SCC had also cleared the footway on Beacon Road by Neville Close entrance.


24.
BUS SHELTERS (Clerk’s Report, Item 32)


It was reported that Dale Fencing had been instructed to commence with the contract to 
refurbish Knowles Hill and Station Road Bus Shelters.

25.
BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerk’s Report, Item 34)


Members noted the following letter that had been received from Ms. Sides, Open Space 
Development Officer ESBC.  Her letter reads:-



‘Following the removal of the two large trees early in the year, we now have a contractor 


ready to 
commence repairs to the Brook Hollows waterfall wing walls.



The works are anticipated to start on site on the 9th January 2006 and last for approximately 

two weeks.  The footbridge over the waterfall will be fenced off and signage will direct site 

users to use alternative footpaths.



Works will involve the erection of scaffolding, gradual removal of the wing wall stones, the 

carrying 
out of structure repairs and the re-laying of the stones.’



At the last meeting members raised their concerns with the safety on the hand rail on the 
new bridge.  It is understood that this concern has now been addressed.


26.

Members noted the reminder that there will be two guest speakers at the next Village

NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN SCHEME (Clerk’s Report, Item 14)


The Chairman outlined to members the Leap project that ESBC are starting later on this 
year.  Members agreed that there was some confusion between Parish Briefs and the Leap scheme 
and they asked the Clerk to clarify the difference between the two schemes for the next meeting. 


28.
APPEAL



Members agreed a donation of £50 towards the costs of Miss. Wilson’s trip to Sri Lanka 
where she will be doing community work for disadvantaged children.  Members suggested that she 
be asked to talk to either the Civic Trust of the WI in exchange for the donation.


29.
WESTBURY HOMES – PLAY AREAS



Members noted the information provided by Mr. Crossley from ESBC.  Mr. Crossley 
reported that the current planning officer has the view that ESBC must support the plan for the play 
areas that were originally indicated on the drawings for the site at the time of planning consent.  
Members stated 
that they were disappointed to hear the current planning officer’s views, however, 
members did understand the reasons why.



Members agreed that the way forward was that the Parish Council should now reassess their 
play area on the open space on Meadow View.  Members agreed to take up the offer of assistance 
from the Borough Council.


30.
20 MPH SPEED RESTRICTIONS



Members noted the letter from Eton and Horninglow Parish Council about 20mph speed 
limits but agreed that Rolleston has never enquired about such a scheme as there has never been an 
issue around our local schools.   Members did say that they did sympathise with Eton and 
Horninglow Parish Council as their local school is on a main road and as such would possibly 
benefit from a reduced speed restriction.


31.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD (Clerk’s Report, Item 40)


Members supported the action taken by the Clerk in instructing DSK to make emergency 
repair to the height barrier on Craythorne Field. 

32.
PARISH COUNCIL’S INSURANCE (Clerk’s Report, Item 41)


Members noted that the External Auditor had recommended that the Parish Council increase 
its Fidelity cover as at present it was not considered adequate enough.  She recommended that as a 
guideline the amount should be increased to the equivalent to the year-end balance plus 50% of the 
precept.  This would mean raising the cover from £5,000 to £35,000.  



Members noted that the Clerk had contacted the insurance company for advice and was told 
that this increase would not affect the Parish Council premium.  Members supported the Clerk in  
instructing the insurance company to increase the Fidelity cover to come up to the standard of the 
External Auditor’s recommendation.
