Members objected to this planning application.  There was concern that the 


proposed extension was too large.  As planning permission was refused not 



long ago for a detached dwelling on the garden of 
this property members 



considered that the proposed extension would be of similar size to the 



previous proposed house and therefore would find it difficult to understand 


how this proposal could be accepted.  This property is in a sensitive part of 



the conservation area and it was felt that the proposals are out of character 



for this area.  Members are also concerned with the visual impact on the 



street scene with taking such a large green space away.

OU/13341/010 Outline application for the erection of a detached bungalow and 



garage including siting and means of access, 113 The Lawns, Mr. Hambling




Members objected to this planning application.  It was felt that the proposed 


property was out of character.  Members are concerned that there is not 



enough 
room for this proposed property.  They felt that it would be too tight 


a fit between the large tree and the present property.  The access is also not 



adequate and there was a great deal of concern for the tree near the proposed 


property.

2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.  Members also noted the additional planning permission that was reported:-


a.
PA/06738/006 Erection of a detached dwelling and construction of vehicular 


access, Land rear of 74 Station Road, for Mr & Mrs. Jobson


The Chairman read out the conditions that had been placed on the planning permission for 2a Station Road.  Members noted that the owners had been advised that parking of any commercial vehicle on the property would breach Condition 3 of the planning consent.  This condition comes into force from Tuesday 21st February 2006.

PARISH PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS



Members noted that they had received a copy of the agreed estimates for the year 2006/07. 


4.
PUBLIC CALL BOX – STATION ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 3)


Members discussed the letter that had been received from Mr. Hayes, Topiary Cottage.  


Mr. Hayes was asking for the Parish Council’s support as he was requesting that BT  relocate the 
public call box to a ‘safer position and one that will serve the whole community’.

4.
PUBLIC CALL BOX – STATION ROAD (continued)


Members considered this request but felt that they could not support Mr. Hayes.  It was felt 
that the telephone box was in the best position as it was on the main road near the church and Spread 
Eagle pub.  Members were also concerned that if they asked for the telephone box to be relocated 
then the 
village might lose this facility altogether.  



Whilst discussing this item members passed on villagers concerns for the loss of the post 

box by the old post office.  Members did support the relocation of the post box to the new post office 
but felt that there was also a need for one near the telephone box outside the old post office.


5.
ST. MARY’S CHURCH



Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. J. Lowe, Chartered Quantity 
Surveyor.  It was noted that he was applying for a Stopping Up Order under Section 247 of the Town 
and Country Planning Act 1990 in respect of an area of highway land at Church Road.  Members had 
no objection to this Order.


6.
KNOWLES HILL (Clerk’s Report, Item 8)


The Chairman reported on the recent site meeting with Mr. R. Rayson, SCC, 


Mr. A. Oakley, SCC, Mr. Hodson Walker, Mrs. Redgrave, Mrs. Toon, Mrs. Haskell, Knowles Hill 
resident, Mr. Woodman, Knowles Hill resident and the Clerk.



The Chairman reported on the item discussed at this meeting including improvements to the 
signage on the bend at the top of the hill.  Possibility of a traffic island to help school children using 
this road.  It was also reported that Mr. Rayson has said that the resurfacing of the footways on the 
hill was programmed in for completion this year and the road surface will be renewed in the next 
financial year.



Mr. Rayson also addressed Mr. Woodman directly over his concerns with the damaged 
hedge opposite his property.  County Farms have asked that the owners make good this hedge.



The meeting then moved on to problems around the shop area on Burnside.  SCC agreed to 
look into the possibility of marking the road in places to encourage better parking and they also 
agreed to consider double yellow lines on The Lawns bridge.



Whilst discussing various issues in this area the repainting of the railings was mentioned.  
Mr. Rayson stated that once the Parish Council have got the quotations for this work he would be 
willing to see if they could help towards the cost of this work.


7.
DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (Clerk’s Report, Item 9)


This item was discussed as part of item 6.


8.
FLOODING (Clerk’s Report, Item 4)


Members noted the various items of correspondence from Severn Trent, OFWAT and Mrs. Dean.  The last letter received was from Mr. Lane, OFWAT.  He was offering to attend a Parish Council meeting in order to advise members of how they prioritised projects for improvements.  Members agreed to take up this offer and invite Mr. Lane to a Parish Council meeting.


9.
BURNSIDE RAILINGS (Clerk’s Report, Item 46)


Members noted that SCC had provided a sub-contractor who has visited the site in order to 
produce a specification for the work and a quotation.

10.
MARSTON LANE (Clerk’s Report, Item 19)


Members noted the response form Mr. Oakley, SCC to the request for a visibility mirror 
opposite the Marston Lane junction and pointing out our concerns over residential parking.



Members agreed to ask if there is any suitable signs that could be erected warning motorists 
of the dangerous junction and that the lane reduces down to a single carriage.


11.
TRENT AND DOVE HOUSING (Clerk’s Report, Item 20)


Members noted the response from Trent and Dove Housing regarding the hedge on the jitty 
from Dodslow Avenue.  Members were concerned with the comment that Trent and Dove do not 
own this hedge.  Members agreed that ownership of this hedge should be established before any talk 
of maintaining this hedge is progressed.  


12.
MEADOW VIEW



Members noted the letter from Mr. Powell, 23 Meadow View regarding his request to 
purchase a strip of land from the Parish Council so that he can move his boundary hedge further 
away from his property.  Whilst members sympathise with Mr. Powell’s concerns they agreed that 
they are bound by the conditions clearly defined within the Title Deeds that does not allow the 
Parish Council to sell any land which is part of this public open space.


13.
ESBC – RECYCLING



Dr. Trelinski reported that he had received some incorrect information form ESBC 
regarding the blue bag collection service.  Mr. Jennings reported that Cross Lane does benefit from 
the blue bag service and the collection van does drive up to the end of the lane and turn round.  
However, he did point out that other residents on the lane may be confused as the van comes round 
on a different day than the rest of the village.  Dr. Trelinski agreed to contact ESBC regarding this 
confusion.


14.
ESBC – NEIGHBOURHOOD INITIATIVES



Members noted that ESBC are proposing to start their Leap program this March.  All Parish 
Councils in this area are to be included on this initiative. It is a rolling three year program.  We will 
shortly hear from ESBC to where Rolleston is on this list.  The Parish Councils that are chosen for 
the Leap program this year will alternatively have a Parish Brief as part of the Leap program.  The 
other Parish Councils to be included on the list for 2007/08 will be given the opportunity to have a 
Parish Brief while they are waiting for the Leap program.



Members supported the Clerk in her actions in getting this Parish Council’s name on the list 
to be included in the Parish Briefs if we are not on this year’s Leap program.


15.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD CHANGING ROOMS (Clerk’s Report, Item 21)


It was reported that the Chairman, Mrs. Toon, Dr. Trelinski and the Clerk will meet with 
representatives from both football teams on Tuesday 14th February at Rolleston Club.


16.
BLUE CROSS



Members noted that at the last Village Liaison meeting a short presentation was given on 
the progress of the Blue Cross centre on the outskirts of the village.  



Members also noted that Blue Cross stated that it was highly unlikely that they would use 
the Jinny Trail as they have 60 acres for off road exercise.  However, Blue Cross did state that they 
are yet to properly look into this.

17.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (Clerk’s Report, Item 38)


Members noted that this matter was in hand.  The Clerk was asked to contact ESBC again 
over the issue of the other proposed village notice board.  


18.
SPEED WATCH (Clerk’s Report, Item 23)


Members noted that six volunteers for the Speed Watch Scheme have come forward and 
that their application forms have been forwarded to Burton Police Station for approval.

19.
FOOTPATH 7 – BROOKSIDE (Clerk’s Report, Item 36)


Mr. Starbuck agreed to approach Mr. Brooks again over the issues of kissing gates on his 
land.


20.
BEACON DRIVE



Members noted that the condition of the verges on Beacon Drive and the verge opposite the 
Co-op have been reported to SCC.


21.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELDS (Clerk’s Report, Item 44)


Members noted that JPM Services has completed the second path on the playing field.  
Members considered that the section of path from the pavement on Beacon Road to the gate on the 
playing field should also be tarmaced to match the new path.  The Clerk was asked to obtain a 
quotation for this work.  Members were asked to go and look at this section of path in time for the 
next meeting.


22.
WASP REPORT (Clerk’s Report, Item 5)


Members discussed that they will be putting forward comments on the WASP survey 
following the March meeting.  The Chairman reported that the Civic Trust and VDSG have been 
asked to submit comments to the Parish Council on this report by the next meting.  Representatives 
from both groups have been invited to attend the next meeting when this will be discussed.  Mr. 
Morris was asked to have his report prepared in time for it to be circulated with the next agenda.


23.
SPCA – EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE



It was reported that there is one vacancy on the Executive Committee of SPCA in this 
district to serve to the 2007 AGM.  Members agreed that they were unable to submit a nomination 
for this vacancy at this time.


24.
ANSLOW LANE (Clerk’s Report, Item 24)


Members noted that there was no further progress to report on the issue of a footway along 
this lane.  


25.
WEST MIDLANDS PLANNING AID SERVICE


Members noted the invitation to attend a day of presentations and discussion


26.
ST.GILES HOSPICE



Members agreed to donate the sum of £100 to St.Giles Hospice.

BEST KEPT VILLAGE COMPETITION (Clerk’s Report, Item 25)


Members discussed whether to enter this year’s Best Kept Village competition.  The Parish 
Council pulled out of this competition back in 1999 because of some of the rules of the competition.  
Members felt that as the rules are still the same they felt that they still could not enter this 
competition in its present format.  The Clerk was asked to respond to this organisation explaining 
why the Parish Council has taken this decision.


28.
THE LAWNS BRIDGE (Clerk’s Report, Item 26)


Members were pleased with the response from SCC regarding their commitment to improve 
the rails on The Lawns bridge.  However, members asked if it was possible for SCC to forward a 
drawing of what they propose to do.  Members agreed that once this drawing has been received 
copies should be forwarded to the Civic Trust and the VDSG for comments.


29.
STREET LIGHTS (Clerk’s Report, Item 29)


The Chairman read out the following response that has been received from SCC regarding  
the street lights on Church Road:-



‘I understand your Parish’s comments regarding the two columns outside St. Mary’s


Church.  However, SCC can only install standard road lighting in conservation areas (with 

the addition that the columns area painted an appropriate colour) unless a contribution is 


made to pay for the difference in the cost of installing conservation style lighting 


installations over a standard scheme.  During the design period, SCC were conscious of the 

fact that Church Road falls within a conservation area and consulted with ESBC to see if 


they would be able to contribute to the extra cost of installing conservation style lighting.  

ESBC declined due to cost implications.  The requirement to illuminate Church Road to the 

appropriate standard necessitated the need to install 8m high columns.  If similar columns 

and lanterns were used as in Brookside then the number of installations would have had to 

have been increased to achieve the required illumination levels, again this would have had a 

cost implication.



Unfortunately due to the high cost that would be involved in replacing the two recently 


installed columns we are unable to accede to your request.



With regard to the issue of the footway width by column E13, we acknowledge that the 


footway at this location is narrow; it was the only available location at which the column 


could be sited.  I will measure the available width to verify that sufficient room albeit 


narrow is available for a wheel chair to pass and inform you of the result.’ 



Members commented that this was unfortunate news as if SCC had approached the Parish 
Council it may have been able to help fund the conservation style street lights.


30.
ESBC – CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COUNCILLORS (Clerk’s Report, Item 27)


Members were asked to read in detail the report summarising the consultation paper for the 
review of the Code.  It was agreed that comments shall be collated at the March Parish Council 
meeting. 


31.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 30)


Members noted Mr. Daniels letter.  Members were concerned to hear about the cyclists on 
the trail and instructed the Clerk to make enquire with Sustrans.  Members also suggested that a 
letter be written to Mr. Daniels updating him on the position with the trail.

32.
BUS SHELTERS (Clerk’s Report, Item 43)


Members noted the advice from Dale Fencing about the bus shelter on Station Road that is 
coming to the end of its life and that both shelters are in need of creosoting to finish them off.



Members agreed to obtain quotations for the creosoting of the shelters.



Members agreed the quotation provided for the repair of the roof on the Knowles Hill bus 
shelter to the sum of £175.00. 


33.
DOG FOULING


It was reported that dog fouling on Marston and Station Road had been reported to ESBC.  


34.
BROOK HOLLOWS


Members noted the information about the ESBC suggestion for setting up a group called 
‘Friends of Brook Hollows’ to help with future projects within Brook Hollows.  There was some 
discussion as some members were concerned that any future projects should not urbanise this area.  
However, it was pointed out that this was probably one of the only ways for this area to raise the 
money required for such projects as de-silting the lake which would require a great deal of funding.  



It was reported that ESBC are holding a tree planting day on Saturday 25th February.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH



Members noted that the Parish Council office is now on the mailing service provided by the 
police to all local Neighbourhood Watch Wardens.  This service provides up-to-date details of 
reported incidents within the village and surrounding villages.


36.
SPRING BULBS



Members wished to pass on their thanks to Mrs. Stone for her generous donation of 
the Daffodil bulbs.  


37.
ESBC – FLY POSTING



Members noted that the estate agents signs on Shotwood Close have been reported to 
ESBC.
