APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from Mr. Hodson Walker, Mrs. Toon.  It was noted that Miss. Cheung our Youth Representative did not wish to continue with the role with immediate effect.

Unfortunately Mr. Lane OFWAT was unable to attend the meeting.
8. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER



Mr. Fraser made the following report:-

a. Roadworks – Mr. Fraser was unable to give a date for completion of the roadworks in the village.  Mr. Fraser reported that a resurfacing machine had been scheduled for the end of the roadworks and the issue of pieces of Church Road breaking up which was hazardous for small vehicles.  It was also reported that due to the roadworks access to and from the Brookhouse was dangerous.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had a meeting scheduled with SCC on 11th May with the emphasis that the roadworks are going on for to long.

b. Single Site School – The Chair asked if the County Council would be willing to meet up with regards to the single site school.  Mr. Fraser reported that as the District Plan now says no additional housing, he would not expect the housing company would be willing to donate land when there would be no additional housing being built.



The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report and it was requested that Mr. Fraser tries to establish if some roads could be resurfaced prior to the completion of the roadworks.


The Chairman requested that Mr. Fraser tries to arrange a meeting with the County Council with regards to the single site school.

DOUBLE YELLOW LINES

Members objected to this application.  Members requested that the Borough Council 

make sure that the materials used are sympathetic to the Conservation area and 


match like for like.  Members were concerned with the pitch of the roof.

g. TN/15124/008 Reduce height of one conifer by 2 metres, Kimberley, Church Road, for Mr. Caladine.


Members had no objections to this planning application.  Members requested that this 

is forwarded to the Borough Council’s Tree Officer.

h. PA/06126/010 Erection of a two storey side extension, single storey front extension, conservatory to rear and erection of a detached dwelling and detached garage with associated means of access, adjacent Chapel, Chapel Lane, for 

Winterley Developments Ltd.
Members objected to this planning application.  Members understand that the 
previous outline planning permission has now lapsed, but all previous objections still 
stand.  Members are against dwellings in gardens.  It is understood that the proposed 
modifications of the Local Plan does not support dwellings in gardens and members 
were concerned that this development would cause increased traffic congestion in this 
area.

The property does not fit in with the Conservation area as there are no other three 
storey houses in this sensitive part of the village.  Members feel that the design is out of 
character with the area and against both the local plan and against Village Design 
Statement.  The property would dwarf adjacent cottages.  Members concluded that it 
would be overdevelopment on this site.  Members felt that the picture was misleading 
in scale against neighbouring properties.

Members noted that Trent & Dove Housing had agreed for the hedge overhanging the jitty on Dodslow Avenue to be cut back.  Trent and Dove were only responsible for the hedge behind one property and all other hedges were the responsibility of the respective owners.

Members agreed that Trent & Dove had delivered the information that they agreed to do at the Parish Meeting.

Members agreed that we should write to the principal of Burton College and ask for use of the College Playing Field for recreational/leisure use as this piece of land is now out of the Local plan.


Members agreed that they had no further comments to submit against this plan.

8.
ANSLOW LANE


Mr. Fraser reported that SCC had spoken to the landowner with regards to the dedication of land and they are unwilling to donate any land, and without this SCC cannot proceed with the footway.  It was suggested that there was enough land on the opposite side of the road which belongs to SCC for a footpath. This option has previously been looked at, however it is understood that there are services under this piece of land.  Mr. Fraser reported that there are no official plans to say that this land belongs to SCC.


The Chairman requested that SCC formally write to the Parish Council and Mr. Essery stating whether they are going to go ahead or not with the footway.

9.
SPEEDWATCH 

Members agreed that clarification should be sought from PC Lear as to whether this is up & running.


It was reported that HGV’s should not go through the village unless they are specifically delivering within the village.  Anybody can report the vehicle registration of a HGV to the police that is thought to be taking shortcuts through the village.
10. COMMUNITY DAY 

Members agreed to donate £150.00 to sponsor Coe Coe The Clown.  Members agreed that we would like to do a stand again this year, and it was suggested that we could display the old photographs with some interesting historical facts.  Members agreed that Elizabeth Avenue could be used for car parking, and that it should be requested that FOJORPS ensure that the tarmac areas are adequately roped off. 

11. ESBC WASP SURVEY 

Members made the following comments with regards to the letter from VDSG on the ESBC WASP survey.

a. BROOKSIDE.  The restoration of Brookside is a long term aim of the Parish Council

b. COMMUNICATION. The Chairman has attended other PC meetings which are often poorly attended.  The Chairman and Clerk also attend the Forum Meetings at ESBC which are attended by many Parish Councils.  The Parish Council also receives copies of the minutes of Tutbury Parish Council, and Tutbury Parish Council are copied in the minutes of Rolleston Parish Council.
c. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE.  It was reported that we have unfortunately just lost our Youth Representative, but that we would be contacting the Headmaster of De Ferrers for a new rep

d. CRAYTHORNE FIELD. Annual verti-drainage has been arranged and the Parish Council will continue to monitor this.

e. JINNY TRAIL. We are still awaiting the Public Inquiry with regards to the use of the Jinny Trail as a bridleway, and until this has taken place the Parish Council are unable to proceed with any plans for  a cycle way.  The current bye-laws still stand.

ESBC SECOND VILLAGE NOTICEBOARD


Members noted that we have still not received written confirmation from ESBC stating that we can erect a notice board on their land.  It was suggested that the Clerk meets with ESBC and gains written consent.

OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE 

One of the Parish Councillors reported that it was his understanding that the road is a shared responsibility, but the verges belong to the houses and are the home owner’s responsibility. Confirmation of the exact position of this needs to be sought from ESBC.  It was agreed that the Chairman would speak to Mr & Mrs. Babb.

JINNY TRAIL


Members agreed that we should write to Mr. Daniels and advise of the response we had received from SUSTRANS.

17.
DENTAL PRACTICE – TUTBURY


Members agreed that we should write to the Chief Executive of East Staffordshire Primary Care Trust and ask what the provisions are for Rolleston residents.  It was agreed that we should speak to Tutbury Parish Council and advise them to do the same.

SCOUT CARNIVAL DAY 

Members agreed to sponsor the float competition for £75.00.  It was agreed that permission would be given for use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking.  It was agreed that a letter should be written to Rolleston Scout Group emphasising the need to adequately protect the footpaths, as last year cars were seen driving on the tarmac areas.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD 

Members noted that a letter had been received from Rolleston Football Club requesting use of the Craythorne Field for their Open Annual Training Session taking place on Sunday 14th May.  It was agreed that members would give permission for this could take place. It was agreed that a small area of the field could be used for car parking for the organisers, but they should be contacted and reminded to avoid parking on the area by the drainage pipes.

TENNIS COURTS AT MEADOW VIEW RECREATION PARK


It was agreed that the Parish Council think that the village could benefit from such facilities.  However, this bit of land cannot be used due to the deeds which state, in sub section 2 that this land must be used “as public recreation and for public open space and for no other purpose whatsoever”.  It was agreed that we should write to Mr. Jobson and say that we are mindful that it will be a useful facility and suggest that the College Playing Field may be a useful piece of land for this facility and he should contact the Principal of Burton College with his proposal.
