Six members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.

19.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

Mr & Mrs Saunderson voiced their objections with regards to the outline planning application for the erection of 3 residential units, including details of siting and means of access, erection of detached garage for no. 4 Lodge Hill.  Mrs. Saunderson stated that she was told in 1979 that the council was against any more development and now an application has been put in for three, four bedroom houses and that they have also been told that the plot is large enough to site two more properties in addition to this, which would mean five extra houses on the site.  

Mrs. Saunderson was concerned about the increase in traffic that this development would cause as a result of people turning in and out of the properties.  It was reported that this area was already an accident black spot and although the introduction of the speed cameras has helped there is still a problem.  Mr. & Mrs. Saunderson were also concerned about the loss of trees that this application would cause. Mrs. Saunderson said that she felt the replacement of the engineering works with a house would be beneficial to the entire neighbourhood and that the current bungalow was structurally unsafe.  Mrs. Saunderson stated that the farmer was also concerned that an increase in houses would also mean an increase in cars, and in turn would cause obstruction.  Mrs. Sauderson reported that they had bought their property because of it’s peaceful rural position and were deeply concerned about the impact this development would have.     

The Chairman thanked Mr & Mrs. Saunderson for raising their concerns and advised that the planning application would be debated by members later on in the meeting.

They were concerned with the lack of privacy to the 


neighbours at the rear of the property.  Members are against dwellings being 


built in gardens. It is understood that the proposed modifications to the Local 


Plan does not support dwellings in gardens. The house is a feature house and 


is important to the village.

Members support the replacement of the original bungalow



and replacement of the existing workshop.  Members do not support the 3rd 



development, as they feel this would be overdevelopment on the site.  



Members are against the proposed erection of detached garage for no. 4 



Lodge Hill.  




Members would like to highlight their concerns at the proposed loss of trees 


due to this development.  Members would also like to highlight that the 



junction at this site is very dangerous and is a known accident black spot. 

e. Land adjacent to cottages Marston Lane (clerks Report, Item 13)



Members noted that it had been reported to ESBC that several trees had been 


felled and further work was taking place. ESBC had sent out  




Enforcement Officers and all work has now been stopped.  ESBC had 



reported that “it would be inappropriate to make further comment at this 



stage, but an investigation is taking place”.




Members agreed that we should write to ESBC stating that we are deeply 



concerned as this is part of the conservation area and the land is adjacent to 


listed buildings.  Furthermore, we should request that ESBC confirm in 



writing what action is being taken.

PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.
3. 
DOCTORS SURGERY (clerks report, item 3)
Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Mrs. Toon took the Chair.

Members welcomed the fact that Prime Development was re-styling the building and agreed that there was nothing further to discuss at this stage.
It was reported that a letter had been received from the Environment Agency stating that they would not be prepared to re-consider their objections.

SHOTWOOD CLOSE (clerks report, item 11)

Members were upset that proper footpaths had not been installed when the development was initially built, and find it appalling that SCC and ESBC can’t agree on the ownership and maintenance of the service strips of land.

4. SHOTWOOD CLOSE (continued)

It was reported that there were several dead trees on the entrance to Shotwood Close and this had been reported previously, but no action had been taken.  Members agreed that we should write again about this issue.


Members agreed to support the decision of the Clerk for a cut “to put right” the verges at a cost of £60.00.
5.
ANSLOW LANE (clerks report, item 18)

Members noted that there had been further correspondence between Mrs. Dean, MP & Mr. Essery but there was nothing further to report at this stage.

PCSO’S (clerks report, item 5)

Members noted that a letter of acknowledgement had been received from PCSO Millington.


Members noted that we had not received replies from Tutbury, Anslow or Outwoods Parish Councils about the suggestion of sharing an additional PCSO.  Members agreed that we should write again.

POLICE (clerks report, item 4)

Members agreed that further to the letter on behalf of Dr. John Reid, Home Secretary we should write to the Chief Constable of Staffordshire Police and express our concerns about the proposed mergers.

The Chairman read out a report of statistics that had been compiled by the Speedwatch Volunteers detailing the high volume of cars that had been driving at excessive speeds through the village.  It was reported that a further analysis would be available at the Village Liaison Meeting.

QUAD BIKE

Members noted that this issue had now been resolved.

TRENT & DOVE


Members noted that the hedge had still not been cut back and suggested that we contact Trent & Dove again and ask for this to be addressed.

VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (clerks report, item 51)

Members noted that work was underway on the new village noticeboard and work should be complete within the next few weeks.


It was noted that written consent had been obtained from ESBC with regards to erecting a noticeboard on the jitty by the Westbury Homes development. A Planning Application now needs to be submitted.

Members noted that a site meeting had taken place with SCC, and the new railings are due to be installed within the next eight weeks.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL (clerks report, item 27)

In the absence of Mr. Fraser no update was available on this.  

It was reported that during the School Governors meeting, Mr. Fraser had reported that the “Parish Council has changed it’s stance on the single site school”.


Members agreed that the Parish Council are in favour of a single site school, the issue is where we have the single site school.  The Parish Council would support a single site school on the present Alderbrook Site and would make land available on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.

JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL

Members noted that this issue had been dealt with.

STATION ROAD/SCHOOL LANE PARKING PROBLEMS

Members noted that the police had attended following complaints about inconsiderate parking causing heavy congestion during school run.

Members noted that a letter had been received from Burton College saying that they would be pleased to help and would contact us again mid-September with an update.

Members agreed that this should be kept on the agenda, and we should contact the Parks Department again in September, if the project was not moving forwards.

ESBC CONSERVATION OFFICER (clerks report, item 15)

Dr. Trelinski reported that ESBC have been looking at alternative ways of providing this service.  One of the ideas is to go in with Lichfield or alternatively developing the role of Conservation Officer to include landscaping.  Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and raise our concerns that this is not progressing.

Dr. Trelinski reported that the Conservation Area Documents have not gone to cabinet, so are not official policy at the moment.  Members agreed that we should write to the Chief Executive of ESBC and ask when this appraisal will go for approval.


It was reported that we had still not received a copy of the Conservation Area, Character Appraisal Documents and that Dr. Trelinski would chase this with ESBC.

27.
ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION (clerks report, item 10)

Members noted that the reports had now been received and only minor faults had been reported.  It was agreed that the Clerk and Chairman would review the inspection reports and prepare an action list for the next Parish Council Meeting.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL


Members noted the letter that had been received from Stretton Parish Council with regards to a disabled resident and access to the trail from Stretton.


Members agreed that we should write to Stretton Parish Council and say that we have disabled access from the Rolleston end as legally that is what we are required to do. Members agree that we believe that the intended use of the trail is a nature trail and not suitable for motorised vehicles.  We do think however, that Stretton need to provide a disabled access in order to satisfy the law.

JINNY TRAIL – BURTON CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERS

Members noted that the proposed works to be carried out by Burton Conservation Volunteers was on the Stretton part of the trail and any decision and invoices would be the responsibility of Stretton Parish Council.

In addition, the farmers often specify what gates are to be installed, as they are on their land and need to be a suitable barrier for keeping in livestock.
