CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th AUGUST 2006
2.
PLANNING DECISIONS (clerks report, item 3)
Members noted the planning decisions.
PA/02708/008 Members agreed that they wished to discuss the withdrawal of this application.

The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Mrs. Toon took the Chair.

Members were upset that the application for the Primary Care Centre had been withdrawn before a decision could be made by ESBC.  It was suggested that we could invite Mr. Forsyth to a private meeting with the Parish Council to discuss the withdrawal of the application and why the decision was made.  Members disagreed with the idea of a private meeting, as they felt that the Parish Council should not be conducting meetings behind closed doors.  There were concerns that if the meeting was held with Mr. Forsyth in public that the meeting would be open to monopolisation by the public as this had happened previously and as a result the Parish Council had not had the time to discuss the application in greater detail.  It was suggested that we could compile some specific questions to be presented to Mr. Forsyth and invite him to the next Parish Council meeting.


It was discussed that the issue could be with funding as the Parish Council had been advised by Mr. Forsyth that in order to secure the funding the application would have to be completed within specific timelines. 


The Clerk reported that she had received a list of objections and demographics of where the objections had come from and these would be presented at the September Parish Council meeting.  It was concluded that the objections would be reviewed at the next Parish Council meeting and then a decision would be made as to whether to invite Mr. Forsyth to the October meeting.  

3. NOTICE OF INTENTION TO DISPOSE APPROX 44 SQUARE METRES OF  LAND AT MEADOW VIEW 


Members noted the Notice of intention to dispose of land at Meadow View in order to give access to the development at the rear of 74 Station Road.  Members agreed that the previous concerns raised should be re-iterated and in addition concerns that there may be a loss of fully grown, mature trees in the Jitty. Members were concerned that the land had only now gone up for sale, when the development was close to completion, and the access issue was highlighted during the planning application stage.  It was agreed that along with our objections we should state that as the house has already been granted planning, we are able to pre-empt the Council’s decision with regards to the sale of the land and this therefore makes a mockery of the Public Intentions procedure.

OTHER MATTERS BROUGHT UP BY MEMBERS
a. Rolleston Football Club – It was reported by the Chair that Rolleston Football Club had been offered a free portacabin which would be suitable changing facilities for Craythorne Field.  It was agreed that the Football Club would have ownership of the portacabin and a contract should be drawn up between the Parish Council and Football Club.  It was confirmed that members had previously agreed that any portacabin for changing facilities would be situated at the far end of Craythorne Car Park.  ESBC have confirmed that the PC have certain permitted development rights which include the siting of buildings not exceeding 4m in height or 200 cubic metres in capacity on land which they own or is maintained by them.   

b. The Lawns Bridge – It was agreed that the new railings currently being installed are already an improvement on the old railings.  It was reported that a complaint had been 
received from a concerned resident about the width of the vertical bars.

c.
Marston Lane – The Chair reported that ESBC are currently looking for any pictures of the 

trees next to the cottages in situ, so they have more evidence for grounds of prosecution.  The 
Civic Trust and VDSG had both been contacted and asked.  It was suggested that there may be 
some pictures from when the Conservation Area documents were compiled showing the trees.  It 
was recommended that we contact the School, as they have an aerial photograph of the village 
and this may show the trees.  
The Chairman moved that owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the public and press be excluded.
