Five members of the Public, County Councillor Fraser, and Mr. Lane, OFWAT were in attendance.

The Chairman called for one minutes silence to be observed in memory of Councillor Bradley.

The Chairman noted the recent death of Councillor Redgrave’s husband, and expressed that our thoughts were with Mrs. Redgrave and her family at this difficult time.

28.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS (clerks report item 14)

Mr. Edwards expressed his concerns with regards to the sale of the land at Craythorne Lane and the speed at which such sites develop, for example, they move in on the Saturday, hardcore on the Saturday & Sunday and it is already to late when the council try to move in on the Monday. Mr. Edwards referred to a current site in Billeracy where a similar scenario had happened and had now been inundated with travellers. Mr. Edwards enquired as to if there is any way that we can find out when land goes up for sale that travellers are interested in and buy the land between the village, as if travellers move in, house prices will decrease and raising the money to purchase land between villagers was not an unrealistic option.  

Dr. Trelinski advised Mr. Edwards that if groups of people wanted to get together and purchase land then it is up to them.  Dr. Trelinski stated that travellers are human beings and they do have rights within the community.  Mr. Hodson-Walker reported that until rules are broken, then the Parish council can’t react.  Mr. Edwards requested that the Parish Council has a plan in the event of something happening.  Mr. Morris voiced his concerns that the Parish council were not being pro-active enough and by the time that we do something it will be too late.


Mr. Hodson-Walker advised that when land goes up for sale, it is an open market and as long as the sale does not involve a change in use then the local council does not have to be notified.  It was noted that the leader of ESBC has made a statement to say that they are not prepared to make provisions for travellers within East Staffordshire.  It was agreed that any interested parties should write to the council and ask them to reconsider their stance as each council has a legal responsibility to provide a site.


It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Dr. Trelinski and unanimously agreed that the Parish council should write to the Borough Council and say that we regret their stance on not providing a site for travellers and remind them that they are obliged to make provisions somewhere in East Staffordshire, and that a site should be allocated somewhere within the local plan that is properly serviced and not causing a nuisance.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Edwards for raising his concerns, and advised that the Parish Council would be discussing the issue in part two of the Clerks Report.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the meetings held on 10th July and 14th August 2006 were approved and signed by the Chairman.
31.
PRESENTATION BY MR. DAVID LANE, OFWAT

Mr. Lane, OFWAT made the following report:-



Mr. Lane reported that he is a Senior Analyst, with OFWAT responsible for sewerage flooding within England & Wales.  Mr. Lane reported that he has seen correspondence from our MP re the sewerage flooding in Burnside and Station Road, and passed his apologies for not attending the June Parish Council meeting.  Mr. Lane reported that he had been invited to the Parish Council meeting to talk about prioritisation of the Industry regulated on a 5 year cycle and the periodic review.  It was advised that companies submit to OFWAT any plans and then OFWAT are responsible for ensuring that the plans can be funded, along with ecological measures, interests and general duties.



Mr. Lane advised that Severn Trent wrote to our MP stating that a feasibility study would be complete by April 2007, and it was confirmed that the Hydraulic measures are currently taking place.  Based on the results of the study, Severn Trent hopes to commence work late 2007/early 2008.  It was reported that OFWAT would be meeting with Severn Trent in July 2007 to discuss the solution put forward and at that stage OFWAT will ask Severn Trent to present to them.  Mr. Lane advised that he would be happy to come back and update the Parish Council with the results at this time.  
The Chairman thanked Mr. Lane for his report.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER



Mr. Fraser made the following report:-

a. ANSLOW LANE (clerks report item 22)


Mr. Fraser reported that following the recent Anslow Lane site meeting SCC had looked into the questions raised regarding the original planning application for Kiln Lodge.  Mr. Fraser confirmed that the original planning application specified that any hedge planted should not exceed 2 metres in height.  When approached by SCC, ESBC advised that they were not prepared to take any action as to much time had passed since the application was granted.  SCC, County Legal Department are now speaking to ESBC to say that the planning condition has to be re-enforced.



Mr. Fraser noted that the comments of the resident that had came out and objected to the plan for a footway had not been recorded and therefore the minutes could be considered as incomplete.  It was reported that we need to have a simple yes or no answer from every resident on Anslow Lane as to whether they support the campaign for the footway.  It was concluded that the back garden access path was not a good idea, as there were too many issues surrounding gate access and non residential access etc.  

b.
CHURCH ROAD VERGES (clerks report item 29)


Mr. Fraser reported that SCC have advised that they will be willing to match funding towards any project proposed for the Church Road verges, but that we should probably wait for the Access Project at the Church to be completed before we look into this project any further.  Members reported that the issue with the verges was actually further along Church Road, just past the entrance to Hall Grounds.  The Chairman asked Mr. Fraser to ask SCC to look at this specific area.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER (continued)
c.
FINGERPOST – SCHOOL LANE (clerks report item 33)


Mr. Fraser reported that he would be prepared to offer some funding towards the broken fingerpost on School Lane, and that he had also approached SCC who had also agreed to offer some funding towards the restoration.  Mr. Fraser reported that we could also apply for grants through the WASP fund and the Community Fund.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

FORD BRIDGE (clerks report, item 19)


Dr. Trelinski enquired as to whether payment of £1,000 from the WASP scheme had been received from ESBC.  The Clerk reported that ESBC had been invoiced mid-August but to date payment had not been received.  Dr. Trelinski advised that he would take this up with ESBC.



b.
SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL (clerks report item 26)




Mr. Fraser reported that if the Parish Council nominated a couple of members to attend 
along with him, then the Education Authority would be prepared to meet to discuss the idea of a single 


site School.  The Chair reported that the Parish Council have not changed their stance and they would be 
prepared to support a single site school on existing Alderbrook Site.  Mr. Fraser reported that if a single site 
school was to happen, the planned vicinity would be at the back of the Westbury Homes site.  The Chair 
reported that this would cause major opposition within the village, as this would mean that the two existing 
sites would be sold off for development and would change the heart of the village.  Members agreed that this 
should be added to the agenda for the next meeting.



c.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS (clerks report item 38)




Mr. Morris reported that he was concerned that the present Parish council are drifting into a 
bad way of doing things, and it is at the stage where it was when he joined several years ago.  It was agreed 
that this would be added to the agenda for the next meeting of the Parish Council.

2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.
3.
DOCTORS SURGERY (clerks report item 3)
Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Members elected Mr. Morris to take the Chair.

Members noted the complaint analysis that had been received from Mr. Forsyth. Mr. Morris reported that a friend of his had been advised that the Doctors Surgery would be submitting a new application with different developers.  The Clerk reported that she had contacted the surgery but had just been advised that it was still very much the plan for Rolleston to have a surgery but no reference had been made with regards to the developers.  The Clerk reported that Mr. Forsyth had advised as follows when asked if the application had been withdrawn indefinitely:-


“The simple answer to your question is that I don't have one! We have stepped away from 
the issue for the time being and have not yet picked the file back up to establish what direction we 


take from here.  The Practice remains committed to relocation so they can grow their business by 


offering more services to the local community, so you could say the demand hasn't changed. For our 

part, Prime continues to be committed to the practice in realising their ambition to create a new 


surgery.

Mr. Hodson-Walker reported that he is still concerned that the application has been withdrawn following what is only a small amount of objections.  However, unless the Environment Agency was prepared to withdraw their objections, it would finish the application off.  In this instance, the planners should be looking for other suitable sites within the village.

Members agreed that the Parish Council should write to the Doctors Surgery and re-iterate that we are very much in support of the application and we are concerned that no further progress has been made since the withdrawal of the application and we are happy to help in any way we can in order to move this project forwards.  Members agreed that we should be more pro-active if and when a new plan is submitted.

POLICE


Members noted the letter that had been sent from Staffordshire Police re the proposed amalgamation of the forces.

PCSO’s (clerks report item 4)

Members agreed that we should write to Inspector Burton and request that priority is given to finding a replacement PCSO for Rolleston.

BOROUGH COUNCILLOR – WASP REPORT


Dr. Trelinski made the following report:-

a.
TRENT & DOVE HOUSING (clerks report item 35)


Dr. Trelinski reported that at present ESBC has representation of 5 members on the Trent & Dove Housing committee.  However, ESBC were planning on withdrawing this representation.

b. 14/16 BURNSIDE


It was reported that the Planning Department at ESBC are currently in discussion with the owners about moving the renovations forward.  Although the outstanding planning issues have now been cleared up, there is still no firm date for when works are due to commence. 
c. CONSERVATION OFFICER (clerks report item 7)


It was reported that no further progress has been made to date with regards to the recruitment of a Conservation Officer, although the scrutiny group were due to meet later this week to discuss the replacement.

d. CONSERVATION AREA APPRAISAL DOCUMENTS (clerks report item 8)


Dr. Trelinski reported that the Conservation Area Appraisal Document has still not been adopted.  Until the formal adoption takes place, it could have implications on Conservation Area Boundaries.

e. WASP FUNDING (clerks report item 19)


Dr. Trelinski reported that we did secure £1,000 from the WASP scheme towards the painting of the Bridges, and the Clerk has invoiced ESBC for payment.  We do still have another 
£1,000 that we can apply for.  The WASP scheme is changing, as the current administration team 
want to change the way it is done.  This will mean that the Borough Council will only have £1,000 
and there will be a further £24,000 in a pot, which all Borough Councillors will bid for.  Dr. Trelinski reported that at the last village liaison meeting, he had advised that ESBC would not be publicising the WASP Action plan.  Members agreed that this information should be entered into the next issue of the Rollestonian.  Dr. Trelinski reported that it is important that the action plan is publicised as that was the last ESBC funded action plan.

7.
ESBC – BULKY WASTE COLLECTION – LEAP SCHEME (clerks report item 21)

Members noted that ESBC would be providing a free of charge Bulky Waste collection in October through the LEAP project.  It was noted that ESBC would leaflet all houses offering the service and it would be the homeowner’s responsibility to return the completed form back to ESBC.



It was noted that parts of the village had not had their blue bags collected.  The Clerk was asked to contact ESBC and report this issue.

8.

ESBC - WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Members noted the action taken by the Enforcement officers.  The Chair reported that the contractors had been given deadlines for completion of all the work on the Westbury Homes development and it was anticipated that this should be completed by the end of the year.

9.
ESBC BROOK HOLLOWS

Members noted the email that had been received from the Parks Department re the Brook Hollows project.  It was also noted that complaints had been received via ESBC of people leaving their fishing equipment out.

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION (clerks report item 6)
Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and state that we were concerned that the playground inspections were carried out in December, but printed reports were not issued until July.  
Members agreed that we should ask Mr. Gould to provide quotes for the work to be carried out and when quotes have been received a meeting should be arranged for the playground working party.

Mrs. Redgrave & Mr. Winstone agreed to become members of the playground working party, alongside Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Toon.

SHOTWOOD CLOSE (clerks report item 12)

It was reported that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to the dead trees at the entrance to Shotwood Close.


The Chairman reported that a further complaint had been received from Mr. Babb re the maintenance of the patch of land next to his home.  Members agreed that we should write to SCC and ask them to inform the residents of what is happening.

ESBC - BEDDING PLANT/WINTER BULB GRANT 2006/07 (clerks report item 15)

Members agreed that we should take up the opportunity of the bedding plant/winter bulb scheme on offer from ESBC.  

It was noted that someone along station road had dug out the grass verge opposite the houses and planted bulbs, making the area difficult for our environmental officer to mow.  Members agreed that SCC should be notified of the issue as the verge is part of the highway.

ESBC – MARSTON LANE

Members noted the action that was being taken by ESBC.

14. 
ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB (clerks report item 30)


Members noted that the portacabin has now been installed, although some works still need to be completed.  It was agreed that we should check next month that the agreed works had been completed, and if not write to the Football Club.  It was agreed that the land surrounding the portacabin should also be looked at, as it will become extremely muddy and slippery in poor weather conditions.

Members agreed that they had no objections to the Cricket Football Team continuing to use Craythorne Field for matches, as long as they liaised with Rolleston Football Club re match dates etc.

15. ESBC - ROLLESTON CONSERVATION AREA CHARACTER APPRAISAL

Members agreed that we should write again with regards to the Conservation Area Character Appraisals and state that we are concerned that this is still a draft document and does not seem to be moving forwards.

SCC – ANSLOW LANE (clerks report item 22)


It was reported that no conclusion was reached during the recent Anslow Lane Site visit.  It was discussed that a resident came out of her house at the end of the meeting and stated that she was not in support of a footway along Anslow Lane.  It was discussed that the Parish council should write to the residents independently from ALRA and ask for a simple yes or no answer as to if they are in support of a footway along Anslow Lane.  Mr. Winstone asked if the Parish Council were still in support of the footway, as he had heard from one or two members that they did not support the proposal.  

Councillor Trelinski advised that he has always said that he is in support of the footway, providing the overall majority of residents are in favour of the scheme.

It was suggested that SCC do not have the funding for the scheme and that SCC need to write to ALRA and state that the footway is not going to go ahead.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had already written a letter to ALRA.  The Parish Council advised that this letter needs to come from SCC and not Mr. Fraser.  The Parish Council agreed to write to SCC and say that we need to know yes or no if the footway is going to go ahead.  Dependant on the answer from SCC, the Parish council will then decided whether to proceed with writing to the residents.   
19.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (clerks report item 23)

Members agreed that the idea of meeting with SCC on site to discuss the issues surrounding parking on Burnside was to get the professionals opinion and for SCC to say what solution they thought would be most effective.  It was agreed that our County Councillor would speak to SCC and ask them for their professional opinion.
