The Following letter has been received from Mr. Rayson with reference to our letter dated 17th January:-


“As mentioned previously the County Council are moving towards developing five year programmes of work and allocating funds on a County Wide basis on priorities generated from condition surveys.  The aim of the changes are to ensure that funds are targeted to repair the roads in the poorest condition, this is to ensure that we make more efficient use of contractor resources and reconstruct roads to give a 40 year design life, as opposed to resurfacing roads to give a cosmetic appearance, but not tackling the underlying problems.  As a result there have been some winners but many losers and unfortunately Church Road and Station Road are not in the current five year programme.  However, the process of assessing the network is an ongoing process and these roads will be assessed again in the next two years.  I shall also ensure that where funding opportunities arise Church Road and Station Road will be considered as necessary”.


“I am sorry that I cannot give any more positive feedback to you on this matter”.

SCC – FOOTWAYS

A letter dated 19th February has been sent to SCC asking for a progress report on this issue.

SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES

A letter dated 19th February has been sent to SCC asking for a progress report on this issue.

9.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES

A letter dated 19th February has been sent to SCC asking for a progress report on this issue.


Letters have been sent to Hilton Parish Council and South Derby District Council asking for them to consider erecting “Unsuitable for HGV’s” signs at the Hilton entrance to Marston Lane.


The following response has been received from the Nestle factory Manager:-


“Thank you very much for your letter (dated 20/2) regarding HGV vehicles entering Marston Lane in Rolleston on Dove.  As you point out they are most probably being guided through Sat-nav systems that do not have a full appreciation on the total unsuitability of the routes being proposed to the drivers”.


“I appreciate your openness to the root-cause of this issue and to reassure you from the Nestle perspective we are now writing to the transportation companies that deliver into our site to highlight the "preferred routes" that should be used when delivering to our factory premises in Hatton”  
9.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES (continued)


“I would ask you to recognise that this may take a some time before the communication gets understood, but then you should see a step improvement from inbound vehicles to our factory. I would be obliged if you could feedback to me  in about 2 -3 weeks time any change in this situation before we need  to assess what options are available to move this forward if nothing has changed (such as your suggestion in site a traffic sign saying "No access to Nestle factory"??)”. 


Following the last Parish Council meeting, P.C. Lear has advised that he has spent several hours within the village at varying times, observing the HGV’s entering the village.  P.C. Lear advised that 6 out of 7 vehicles entering the village appeared to be making deliveries within the village.  P.C. Lear advised that he did follow one lorry that had come off the A38 and was following his sat nav directions to Nestle.  

P.C. Lear stopped the lorry and spoke with the driver and also went into Nestle and spoke to them directly.  He advised that potentially the issue may increase as Nestle are expanding their production from 5 to 16 lines.  P.C. Lear advised that he considered that the issue was with lorries delivering to the factory rather than taking out of the factory.  P.C. Lear advised that we would need to give the issue a period of time and if it does not improve than the only thing that can be done is to arrest the drivers and prosecute them through the courts.

10.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL 


A letter has been sent to SCC highlighting that members were concerned that they seemed unaware of continual speeding issues long Knowles Hill and advising that Knowles Hill is now the accident black spot for the village. To date no response has been received.
11.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH

A copy of the Traffic Calming survey has been received.  Attached is a copy for member’s perusal.  A letter dated 12th February has been received from Mrs. Dean, MP advising that she has raised the County Council speeding policy with Mr. Hilton, Corporate Director of Development, SCC and will be in touch in due course.

The following email has been received from Mr. Topliss and Mr. Essery, they have asked me to bring it to the attention of the Parish Council:-
1) We came to the RODPC meeting to hear what Inspector Burton had to say, until we read the minutes we had no idea that at the previous meeting Clr Fraser had made a report about speeding in Rolleston, which 

was based upon an email received from an officer of the SCC.

2) In view of the fact that we had previously expressed a view about the SCC speed monitoring in Church Road we are surprised that our opinion was not sought by the PC as to the accuracy of the figures presented by Clr Fraser.
3) Rolleston on Dove Speedwatch is under the direction of the Staffordshire Police but it also reports to the Parish Council so we would hope that in the future we will be asked for an opinion when officers of the SCC make statements about speeding matters in the village.

Attached for members are the Speedwatch Results from November 2006 – February 2007, and a Report for the Parish Council compiled by Mr. Topliss and Mr. Essery.

SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE

SCC – COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE – BIDS FOR 2007/08


A letter has been sent to the Rights of Way Department, SCC advising them that the stiles on Footpaths 9 and 19 are in a dangerous condition, but the landowner will not allow our contractors access to his land.  SCC has advised that they have instructed a ranger to inspect the footways and will report back to us in due course.

SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS

A letter has been sent to SCC, advising them that we have been offered a visibility mirror from ESBC and asking if the Highways Department will consider erecting the sign, and be prepared to take on any necessary maintenance.  To date no response has been received. The broken tap at the Cemetery has now been repaired.

16.
SCC – SOCIAL CARE AND HEALTH SERVICES 


The following letter has been received from the Programme Manager – Changing Lives, SCC in response to our letter:-


“Can I reassure you and the Parish that all steps will be taken to minimise disruption to residents who will be moving from our Local Authority homes to other facilities in the independent sector i.e. residential or nursing care.  Residents will be assessed in order to determine their needs and will have as much choice as possible in where they move to”.


“Could I also clarify that the modernisation of the care programme is not in fact an exercise in privatisation.  The existing homes are unlikely to be sold as going concerns.  It is hoped that some sites will be sold for extra care developments in order to increase the housing stock available to older people with additional care needs”.

17.
SCC – PROPOSED CHANGES TO BUS SERVICE


A copy of the letter sent to ARRIVA has been forwarded to SCC, advising that we are against any reduction in the level of bus service provided to the village.  

18.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC INQUIRY


It has been advised that the Public Inquiry will be held on Wednesday 11th April, it will take place at the Priory Centre, Stretton.  Upon contacting NALC in order to appoint the barrister on behalf of both Stretton and Rolleston Parish Councils, the Clerk discovered that both of our previous contacts at NALC were no longer with the company.  The Clerk was then notified that the file containing details of the case had been lost by NALC.  The Clerk advised NALC of the background information and was notified that NALC would no longer be able to instruct the Barrister on our behalf and it would be necessary for the Barrister to be appointed through a firm of Solicitors or via a Planning Consultant.  The Barrister, Mr. Nardecchia has now been appointed through Solicitors used by Stretton Parish Council, it has been confirmed that one of the partners of the company is a specialist in planning cases.  SCC has forwarded copies of the case to the Solicitors, Barrister, Stretton Parish Council and Rolleston Parish Council.  The following email has been received from NALC:-

JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC INQUIRY (continued)

“I note that NALC last corresponded with the Council in respect of the above matter in November 2005. Tim Ricketts, who first advised the Council in this matter left NALC’s employment in August 2005. NALC employed a locum solicitor, Carol Coleman, to take his place temporarily until I was recruited in January 2006.  Regrettably since receiving your email, I have been unable to find the file but yesterday you were able to give me some background information”. 
 
“As explained in our telephone conversations yesterday and today, barristers are normally instructed by solicitors.  Whilst barristers can accept instructions direct from members of the public/ client under the Public Access Rules. There are some limitations on the work which barristers can undertake. Barristers undertaking public access work can do so only if they have attended training course and have notified the Bar Council that they intend to do public access work. Mr. Nardecchia is not on the Bar Council’s list of barristers who will take instructions from the client direct. This means that the Council will need to instruct a firm of solicitors or, as suggested by Mr. Nardecchia‘s chambers, a planning consultant to formally instruct him on the council’s behalf”.

“In the past NALC would have been able to instruct a barrister, on behalf of a council, if this was appropriate to the case we had taken on.   However for some time now, our legal service department is limited to providing a desktop legal advisory service. This means that whilst we are happy to advise member councils on any legal matter, we are unable to draft or redraft documents or represent the council in writing or in legal proceedings”. 

“Whilst we are happy to give initial legal advice on complex or litigious matters, where the case is involved and would be better dealt with by a specialised firm of solicitors who have the time and resources to understand all the facts of the case, review all the paperwork and to take detailed instructions, it is our policy to refer the Council to a firm of solicitors with the relevant expertise”.

“I note that Council wish counsel Mr. Nardecchia to represent them at a planning enquiry listed for 11 April.  The clerk to Mr.  Nardeccia , in his email below, advised that counsel  is available from 11 April  and has set out his fees . Any firm of solicitors or (planning consultant) instructed by the council will need to confirm this. If you wish to find a local firm of solicitors experienced in planning matters, you may find the directory of solicitors held by the Law Society helpful. 

Members are reminded that after the decision has been made at the Public Inquiry, it will be necessary to discuss the request for a cycle route on the trail.
19.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE

The following information has been received from ESBC with regards to the prosecution of the landowner, following the unlawful felling of trees on Marston Lane:-

“I have just heard from our Solicitor that the landowner did attend Court this morning and pleaded guilty to all 4 charges against him. The Magistrates fined him £2,000 plus £1,066 costs. I would be grateful if you would pass this information on to members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council”.
20.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS/ CONSERVATION OFFICER

No further information is available with regards to the recruitment of this position.  Further to Dr. Trelinski’s advice at the last meeting, it is understood that the Conservation Review Document will be passed for approval during March.  
21.
ESBC - PLAY AREAS – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

No further information has been received from ESBC with regards to this item.

22.
ESBC – ELECTION EXPENSES

The following letter has been received from ESBC with regards to the election expenses for 2007:-


“Thank you for your letter in which you voice your concerns about the likely cost of the elections coming up in May”. 

“Owing to the vast increase in postal voting the costs involved in running elections has snowballed since the last Parish council elections were recharged 8 years ago. This is unavoidable if people are to be given freedom of choice about how they wish to cast their vote.  My suggestion as to how much to set aside, was, merely a suggestion and not an estimate”   

“As also mentioned in my letter, there may not even be a cost involved if the election is not contested. You refer to my letter of 8 January and the unfortunate fact that the letter arrived after the precept was agreed by the Parish Council; My letter was merely a reminder to parish councils that they must budget for the elections – as indeed it had appeared that some councils had overlooked the contents of the previous letter of 17 November 2006, in which they were told they must take into account parish council elections due to be held” 


“After the election the Parish council will receive a full accounting breakdown of costs and will show where costs are shared with the Borough and where costs are met 100% by the parish – for example: parish ballot papers would be re-charged 100%; polling station hire charges and polling staff fees would be met 50% with the Borough etc. etc”.

23.
ESBC – ANNUAL PLAYGROUND INSPECTIONS

The Annual Playground Inspection Reports have been received for 2006.  Once again only minor items for repair have been identified.  Some of the issues have been resolved since the report has been issued.  A copy of the Inspection report has been issued to members of the playground working party.

24.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE

No further information has been received from ESBC with regards to this item.

25.
ESBC – COUNCIL TAX 2007/08

A copy of the notice relating to the councils decision on 26th February 2007 to set the Council Tax for the financial year beginning 1st April 2007 has been received.


A copy is on display in both village notice boards.

26.
ESBC – DECLARATION OF AIR QUALITY MANAGEMENT (AQMAs)


The following letter has been received from ESBC:-


“You may be aware that East Staffordshire Borough Council periodically reviews air quality within the Borough.  A combination of studies has identified that along certain roads in East Staffordshire, levels of the air pollutant nitrogen dioxide exceed concentrations set down in the above legislation.  These exceedences are confirmed by monitoring that the Authority has undertaken.”


“To address these exceedences, the Authority is now required to declare Air Quality Management Areas (AQMAs), for all the areas affected.  The Authority has therefore recently made an AQMA Official Order, which will result in the declarations taking effect in 3 months time”.


“The Government recognises that high levels of nitrogen dioxide can affect people’s health, which is why trigger levels have been set (known as Objectives).  If these Objectives are exceeded, local authorities are required to take action in an attempt to improve air quality in the affected areas”.  

“To date, approximately 200 local authorities in the UK have declared AQMAs, the vast majority of which are for nitrogen dioxide in the relation to busy roads. As nitrogen dioxide is associated with vehicle emissions, the local authority monitors many of the busy roads in the Borough.  This monitoring has highlighted the levels are currently being exceeded along a number of the main traffic routes in Burton upon Trent.  The decision has therefore been to declare two AQMAs, with the larger of the two including the main traffic routes through Burton and a smaller more localised one focussed on the St Peters Island in Stapenhill”.


“Following the declaration, the Authority now has 12 months to make a Further Assessment of the AQMAs in order to provide more information on nitrogen dioxide levels.  The Authority will also be producing an Action Plan over the next 12-18 months to identify measures that can be undertaken to improve air quality within the AQMA areas.  We will be consulting the public and other local stakeholders during this period, in order to decide improvement actions that are best suited to local circumstances”.


The Clerk has the maps showing the AQMAs and also a frequently asked questions document which may answer any queries. 

27.
FINGERPOST

The Civic Trust has offered to make a kind contribution of £1,000 towards the restoration of the broken fingerpost. The Steel fingers have now been removed in order for the next stage of works to take place.
28.
PSCO’S

A letter has been sent to Mrs. Dean, MP advising that members were concerned that initiative such as introducing PCSO’s were being set up, and then the Government reduce or cut funding and the authorities then run into financial difficulties.  An acknowledgement has been received, advising that Mrs. Dean will get back to us in due course.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE

30.
FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE ROAD

The Clerk has contacted Bovis Homes again with regards to the fly tipping and the missing gate to the entrance of the field.  ESBC have also been consulted and advised that they wouldn’t be able to serve a notice on Bovis for the removal of one bag of rubbish.  ESBC did however also contact Bovis and were advised that the Bovis Homes legal department were currently trying to ascertain ownership of the field, and advised that they would deal directly with the Clerk.  

Bovis did advise that if it was confirmed that the field was owned by them, then they would willingly erect a gate to prevent trespassing etc.  P.C Lear has advised that nothing can be done to enforce Bovis to erect a gate/fencing.  

 Mrs. Carlton was contacted by a resident of Beacon Road, whose bungalow backs onto the field that runs alongside Craythorne Road.   The lady advised that she had recently been on holiday and returned to find that her summer house in her back garden had been broken into and lived in, as there were towels, litter and a cigarette lighter.  She has notified the Police, and their only advice was for her to erect a higher fence along the back of her garden with curled barbed wire on the top, with a warning notice on the 'field side' of the fence to prevent youths from jumping over into her garden.  The lady advised that she is opposed to such drastic measures as it would block her view of the fields and she would be made to feel like a prisoner in her own home.


The lock on her shed has also been broken, but nothing stolen, as she admits that there is nothing in there of any value.  She stated that she is the only resident along the row who has been targeted, and it is no doubt due to the fact that all the other residents have higher boundary fencing/trees along the back of their gardens.  The lady also stated that it would be too costly for her to erect fencing as it is quite a large area.  The lady also mentioned the gate to the farmer’s field (off Craythorne Road) is down and has been for a while.

The Clerk contacted ESBC with regards to the above and arranged for the Neighbourhood Wardens to contact the lady.  P.C. Lear was also advised of the situation.

DOCTORS SURGERY


A meeting took place on Friday 16th February, and was attended by Mrs. Toon, Mr. Morris, Mrs. Redgrave, Mrs. Carlton, and the Clerk.  The format of a petition was agreed and it was agreed that it would be issued to residents with the Rollestonian, asking them to sign and return the slip if they are in support of a Doctors Surgery within Rolleston.  Petition forms were also drawn up to be left in the shops in order to encourage support for the surgery.  The Clerk has now produced 1,500 leaflets which were distributed with the Rollestonian.  A box for return slips is situated in Starbuck’s News, and petition forms are in Starbuck’s News, Ian Barker’s Butchers, Florist Gate and Rolleston Garage.  To date, there have already been over 50 signatures received.

The following advice has been received from the Environment Agency with regards to how we will receive our future flood warnings:-


“From 8th March 2007 the Flood Incident Management team are introducing our first phase of community warnings with the final phases due for completion in 2009. Community based warnings are being introduced to replace our current reach warnings and will provide targeted warnings to each specific community. The first phase includes the following communities:

Rolleston Brook at Rolleston (Anslow, Brookside and Burnside Rolleston)

Rolleston on Dove (Rolleston and Stretton)

The above replace our current reaches:

DO4  The River Dove from Doveridge to Marston 
DO5  The River Dove from Marston to Clay Mills

RO1   The Rolleston Brook from Anslow to Rolleston


“I will be writing to all those customers who will be impacted by the changes, informing them of their new community name and contact numbers on Flood line. We will also have a press release statement which will be issued in the first week of March and also be placing adverts in: Birmingham Post: 1 March, Tamworth Herald: 1 March, Burton Mail: 1 March, Burton Advertiser: 8 March.  Please be assured that you will still continue to receive the appropriate warnings for your community”. 


“At the flood warden evening we can explain more fully the new community warnings to your flood wardens”.

CRAYTHORNE PLAYING FIELD

The following email has been received:-


“I am a parent of one of the children who plays football for Rolleston Football Club under 14s. Many of the children's parents and grandparents enjoy watching the matches and supporting the team by standing on the touch line and cheering them on. However, I have realised that access to the playing fields for anyone with a mobility problem is virtually impossible and that this affects some of the grandparents and at least one match official from a rival team who uses a wheelchair”.


“Whilst I do not represent Rolleston Football Club in any official capacity I would like to draw this to the attention of the Parish Council as I understand that they have a responsibility to ensure that all members of the community are able to access the playing fields and should make reasonable adjustments to make sure this is possible”.

 


“I understand that there may be issues around antisocial behaviour and unauthorised use of the fields for inappropriate activities such as the use of motorised vehicles but I am sure that the Parish Council will able to arrive at a suitable compromise which allows everyone to enjoy the use of this community facility”.
